SPEECH FROM THE THRONE 
 

Her Honour the Lieutenant Governor entered the Chamber, and having taken her seat upon the throne, 
was then pleased to open the Session with the following speech: 
 
Speaker and Members of the Legislative Assembly, 
 
Welcome to the Third Session of the Twenty-fourth Legislature of Saskatchewan. 
 
This year marks the Golden Jubilee of Queen Elizabeth’s accession to the throne of the United Kingdom 
and Canada. During her 50-year reign, Her Majesty has won our admiration for the stability, integrity and 
vision she has brought to the Commonwealth.  The Queen has encouraged us to use the Jubilee as an 
opportunity to reflect on the ways in which our lives have changed over the past half century, to take 
stock of where we stand today, and to look to the future, particularly at how youth may contribute to our 
society.  
 
Dedication 
 
With this encouragement in mind, I would like to dedicate my remarks, and the plan of my government, 
to the students of Sacred Heart Catholic Elementary School in Regina - students who ably represent our 
future hopes and aspirations.  
 
Sacred Heart School is one of Saskatchewan’s vibrant community schools.

The students, staff and parents of Sacred Heart School are successfully tackling the challenges that face 
their school and their inner city community. The school is a model of how innovation and determination 
can create opportunities and confidence. In fact, an international panel has recognized the school’s 
achievements. Sacred Heart School will be showcased at a Model Schools Conference in Washington, 
D.C. this June. Their positive spirit and enthusiasm are an inspiration to all of our citizens. 
 
I would like this Assembly to recognize the students of Sacred Heart School and their Principal, Loretta 
Tetreault. These are the young people whose lives you will influence by your deliberations and decisions. 
 
I would also like to acknowledge and celebrate the successful participation of the Saskatchewan members 
of the 2002 Canadian Winter Olympics Team. The team gave all of us a feeling of great pride and helped 
to strengthen the bonds of our country. Members of this Assembly will be invited to join in a special 
event of tribute to our Saskatchewan Olympic athletes. 
 
Listening and learning 
 
Last summer, the Premier and his caucus travelled by bus throughout the province to hear the ideas, 
concerns and enthusiasm of Saskatchewan people – a process that will continue in 2002. 
 
The doors of the Legislature were opened to hear the views of Saskatchewan people with respect to 
renewing and improving our health care services. 
 
The Action Committee on the Rural Economy is currently completing the most in-depth consideration 
ever undertaken to explore opportunities to revitalize rural Saskatchewan.  
 
These are but three examples of how my government has been listening to, and learning from, the people 
of Saskatchewan during the past year. 
 
My government engaged with the people of Saskatchewan in discussing their ideas and aspirations. My 
government has developed a comprehensive plan and is ready to proceed with its implementation. 
 
Province of Opportunity 
 
Saskatchewan is able to look to the future with confidence, knowing the wealth of human and natural 
resources that we possess. My government’s plan will ensure these resources create opportunities for 
Saskatchewan citizens, communities and industry.  
 
Opportunity abounds in many sectors of our economy: 
 
• Diversification and value-added processing in agriculture;  
• Increased development of energy resources – including green energy; 
• Expansion of sustainable forestry production and manufacturing;  
• Growth in our cultural industries; 
• New tourism destinations and services; and 
• Mining including base metals, diamonds and other mineral deposits.  
 
Indeed, Saskatchewan recently surpassed British Columbia to become our nation’s third largest mineral 
producer. We are also Canada’s second largest producer of oil and gas.  
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Our citizens demonstrate their determination to take advantage of these opportunities in many ways.  
 
Saskatchewan has led all provinces in increasing its gross domestic product per capita. And we continue 
to lead the country in many ways. Our manufacturing productivity is among the highest in Canada. We 
lead the way in small business – with more per capita than any other western province. We lead the way 
in high school graduation rates. We lead the way in university enrollment rates for 18 to 24 year olds – 
the highest in the western provinces and well above the national average. 
 
Confidence and optimism in Saskatchewan’s economic future is increasing on all fronts. The bond rating 
houses and financial institutions have repeatedly upgraded the province’s credit rating – nine times since 
1995. 
 
The TD Bank Financial Group recently expressed confidence in the growth of Saskatchewan’s economy. 
While the Bank projects that real personal disposable income will fall for most Canadians this year, it 
forecasts that Saskatchewan residents will enjoy the nation’s largest average increase in personal income 
during 2002.  
 
Since 1999, KPMG’s international surveys have consistently shown that Saskatchewan’s cities are among 
the most competitive in the world. Saskatchewan’s four largest centres have ranked higher than the 
Canadian average, and are equal to, or better than, cities such as Winnipeg, Calgary and Vancouver. 
 
Investors and companies, from here in Saskatchewan and from beyond our borders, are participating in 
the economic renewal of our province. Tolko Industries is developing an Oriented Strand Board Plant in 
Meadow Lake in partnership with northern communities. Premium Brands has led the expansion of 
Harvest Foods’ specialty meat products factory in the Yorkton area. Centennial Foods has developed an 
ultra-modern food processing plant in Saskatoon. These are recent examples of how Saskatchewan is 
steadily diversifying its economy. These three projects alone are providing more than 500 direct jobs for 
Saskatchewan people. 
 
The potential of our economy, combined with our central geographic location, the entrepreneurial spirit of 
our people and the quality of our public services, means that Saskatchewan is quickly becoming Canada’s 
province of opportunity. 
 
A commitment in a time of uncertainty 
 
However, the world, Canada, and Saskatchewan have faced uncertainty in recent months. Indeed, since 
this Assembly adjourned last year, the world has changed dramatically. 
 
Here at home, 2001 was one of the driest years in our history, with drought affecting 60 per cent of our 
farmland and pastures. International subsidies continue to impact prices for many agricultural 
commodities. Oil and natural gas prices have severely affected our energy sector and our province as a 
whole. Softwood lumber duties levied by the United States have affected our forest industry. We have felt 
the economic slowdown in the United States – the destination for about two-thirds of Saskatchewan’s 
exports.  
 
It is reasonable, therefore, to ask how the government’s optimism and commitment to continued social 
and economic development can be maintained at a time when revenues are declining for governments 
across Canada and beyond.  
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My government has spent a decade restoring the fiscal stability and credibility of the province. During the 
past eight years, the people of Saskatchewan have paid down $3.7 billion in public debt. Tax-supported 
debt has fallen from 49 per cent to 23 per cent of our gross domestic product. 
 
Creation of the Fiscal Stabilization Fund has given my government a degree of flexibility in managing 
fluctuating revenues. However, as with other provinces, Saskatchewan must now face difficult choices in 
matching future revenues and expenditures. 
 
Nevertheless, my government will maintain its commitment to meet Saskatchewan’s immediate priorities 
and to expand our economy. 
 
This commitment will not permit unsustainable tax reductions, a return to massive deficits, or the sale of 
major Crown corporation assets that could jeopardize the long-term strength of the provincial economy. 
 
This commitment will instead require the co-operation of Saskatchewan people to live within our means 
while we seize our opportunities. 
 
This commitment also demands that my government remain dynamic and focused to implement its plan 
of action for Saskatchewan. To that end, a major reorganization of government will soon be undertaken. 
A restructured government will focus on the means to enhance public services, improve performance, 
apply new technologies and achieve savings. 
 
A plan of action for Saskatchewan 
 
My government’s plan to expand our economy and to create new opportunities for our young people is 
based on four pillars: 
 
• Investment in the economy and the environment; 
• Investment in infrastructure; 
• Provision of quality education; and 
• Healthy and self-reliant families. 
 
Investment in the Economy and the Environment 
 
Economic growth in Saskatchewan will continue to be led by the private sector and private investment. 
However, public policy and government initiatives can serve as a catalyst to investment. For that purpose, 
my government continues to reduce taxes. In 2002, an average Saskatchewan family will pay almost a 
third less provincial income tax than in 1993. The provincial income tax rate for small business is now 40 
per cent lower than in 1991. 
 
My government has created an Investment Attraction Council to work with our business community to 
increase investment in our province and simplify the regulatory process. Armed with an analysis of our 
competitive business and taxation advantages, the Council will heighten awareness of Saskatchewan’s 
development potential throughout the investment community.  
 
In recent years, traditional farm employment has fallen dramatically across Canada, affected by 
commodity prices and mechanization. However, Saskatchewan is blessed with 46 per cent of all the 
arable land in Canada. While my government shares concerns should the drought continue, it also 
believes this land base provides the means to stimulate new growth in the rural regions of our province. 
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Two key initiatives have been taken to support this objective. 
 
The Action Committee on the Rural Economy (ACRE) was created to identify and recommend options to 
further diversify the rural economy and create jobs. This Assembly will soon receive the final ACRE 
report and proposals. Those proposals will form the basis of my government’s action plan for rural 
revitalization. 
 
The ACRE recommendation regarding farmland ownership restrictions, pertaining to The Saskatchewan 
Farm Security Act, will be referred to the Standing Committee on Agriculture for full debate during this 
session of the Legislature. 
 
My government is also advocating a comprehensive National Farm Safety Net Program. The 
Saskatchewan proposal, developed with advice from our farm leaders, calls for the federal government to 
support the following measures: 
 
• a meaningful insurance program, including both crops and forages; 
• a crop sector revenue deficiency program that offsets the impact of international subsidies; and  
• an enhanced margin-based program – targeted at our trade sensitive livestock sector. 
 
Saskatchewan’s known oil resources are estimated at 35 billion barrels, much of this in the form of heavy 
oil. My government will present a comprehensive energy development and conservation strategy that will 
build on increased heavy oil production and expansion in our natural gas sector. The strategy will also 
address energy efficiency and expand our ability to generate electricity from co-generation facilities and 
renewable energy sources including wind power. 
 
Saskatchewan is also well positioned to become a national leader in the production of renewable fuels 
such as ethanol. Ethanol has the potential to further diversify our agricultural economy and help reduce 
carbon dioxide emissions into the atmosphere. My government will introduce a Greenprint for Ethanol 
Production that will foster growth in this industry. 
 
As the federal government considers ratifying the proposed Kyoto protocol, my government will continue 
to work jointly with Canada to evaluate implications of the protocol for Saskatchewan’s environment and 
economy.  
 
Saskatchewan people recognize the importance of climate change as an environmental and economic 
issue. Initiatives will be continued to reduce greenhouse gas emissions in our province. A new Office of 
Energy Conservation will be established. 
 
My government’s action plan also addresses other environmental measures necessary to ensure 
sustainable economic growth. A number of amendments to The Forest Resources Management Act will 
be proposed to ensure that province-wide standards are applied to all forest operations in Saskatchewan. 
 
Safe drinking water is an essential element of a healthy environment and strong economy. This year, my 
government will introduce direct actions and legislative changes to ensure that the citizens of 
Saskatchewan have a sustainable, safe and clean supply of drinking water. 
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Research and development is necessary to promote a strong economy in a modern industrial society. 
Saskatchewan is an active participant in health, agricultural and industrial research and development. Our 
two universities, the Petroleum Technology Research Centre in Regina, Innovation Place in Saskatoon, a 
new Forestry Development Centre based in Prince Albert, and the Saskatchewan Research Council 
provide a significant research capacity within the province. 
 
Plans will be presented to the Assembly to significantly increase health research undertaken in our 
province. 
 
Our province’s role in research and development will soon be magnified by the Canadian Light Source 
synchrotron at the University of Saskatchewan in Saskatoon. It is the largest scientific project undertaken 
in Canada during the last 30 years. The synchrotron will provide researchers with leading edge 
technology to serve a national research and development mandate. It will be vital to academic and 
industrial scientists in many disciplines. 
 
My government will announce plans to establish a synchrotron institute to ensure we fully achieve the 
economic potential of related research activity within Saskatchewan. 
  
The province’s cultural community is also an important contributor to our economic growth. 
Saskatchewan writers, artists, performers, producers and technicians give form and voice to the values 
that define us as a people. Increasingly, they attract worldwide audiences and acclaim. 
 
To acknowledge the growing importance of Saskatchewan’s artistic community to our economy and 
society, The Saskatchewan Status of the Artist Act will be introduced. 
 
During this session, my government, together with the SaskFilm and Video Development Corporation, 
will open the new, $11.5 million state-of-the-art film and video sound stage in Regina. The sound stage 
will enable our province to fully participate in international film and video production.  
 
Drawing investment from around the world, the sound stage, as with the synchrotron, adds to the diverse 
and exciting range of career opportunities available within the province. They provide opportunities for 
our own young people and for those who choose to relocate to Saskatchewan to pursue careers made 
possible by these investments in our economy. 
 
Our Crown utility corporations represent another competitive advantage in support of economic growth in 
Saskatchewan. They provide quality services and offer consumer and commercial rates that are among the 
lowest in Canada. They also keep head offices, good jobs and profits here at home, supporting local 
suppliers and providing dividends that help fund essential public services.  
 
Crown corporations also provide the opportunity to partner with private companies in attracting 
investment for new and expanded enterprises. 
 
A modern economy, such as ours, must ensure that its workers and consumers are protected. 
 
My government will respond to the review of The Workers’ Compensation Act, undertaken during 2001. 
A number of recommended changes in the operations of the Workers’ Compensation Board will be 
implemented this year. Further changes, including those requiring legislation, will be determined 
following consultation with the Board’s stakeholders. 
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Pay equity is an important principle in our contemporary workplace. My government has implemented 
that principle for more than 25,000 workers employed by provincial departments and agencies, Crown 
corporations, and several training institutions. My government will continue to encourage the application 
of pay equity in the health sector. 
 
Saskatchewan legislation must also keep pace with changing technology and practices in the marketplace. 
Amendments to various Acts will be proposed to address internet purchases; credit card information use; 
debt collection agency practices; fund-raising company licensing; and cost-of-credit disclosure 
requirements. 
 
My government will present the Assembly with a series of amendments to The Automobile Accident 
Insurance Act. These will allow for three major improvements to services provided by Saskatchewan 
Government Insurance. 
 
A Safe Driver Rewards Program will provide insurance premium discounts to safe drivers. Improvements 
will be made to the Personal Injury Protection Plan. As well, Saskatchewan drivers will be given the 
choice of alternative insurance coverage that allows for judicial resolution of accident claims. 
 
Investment in Infrastructure 
 
Investment in infrastructure is important to both the economy and quality of life in Saskatchewan.  
 
My government is in the midst of the single largest public infrastructure project in our history – a $900 
million, three-year plan to improve our highways. Members of this Assembly will be asked to approve 
plans for more than 700 kilometers of highway reconstruction and paving. 
 
New highway construction technologies will be used to assist in constructing high quality transportation 
corridors that will facilitate economic growth in the province.  
 
In partnership with many municipalities, the government is building better roads. 
 
Saskatchewan leads the nation in extending state-of-the-art telecommunication services to rural and 
northern citizens.  
 
The CommunityNet program will extend high-speed internet service to a further 460 health, education, 
community and government centres across the province – ensuring that Saskatchewan residents, 
organizations and businesses have access to modern internet services. As well, SaskTel will extend high-
speed internet to homes and businesses in 191 more communities by 2003.  
 
High-speed internet service and the expansion of digital cellular telephone coverage are examples of how 
my government invests in provincial infrastructure and supports rural revitalization. 
 
SaskPower and SaskEnergy will also contribute to infrastructure renewal in the province. These 
corporations will invest $350 million in 2002 to meet the energy needs of consumers and industry.  
 
The renewal of municipal infrastructure will continue, assisted by the Canada-Saskatchewan 
Infrastructure Program and Saskatchewan’s Centenary Fund.  
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Provision of Quality Education 
 
Quality education is the third pillar in my government’s action plan to expand Saskatchewan’s economy.  
 
During the past four years, provincial funding for kindergarten to Grade 12 education increased by 24 per 
cent. My government is proud to have responded to the innovation and dedication of our educators and 
the long-term needs of our youth.  
 
Saskatchewan’s community schools program is a leader in progressive education. In 83 community 
schools, parent, community and professional resources come together to help students learn and grow.  
 
The government’s new Prince of Wales Scholarships will be targeted to encourage Grade 11 students in 
community schools to complete high school.  
 
Building on the experience of community schools and the innovation of Saskatchewan educators, the 
Role of the School Task Force developed the concept of SchoolPLUS. SchoolPLUS will integrate 
education and human services to ensure that our schools are able to respond to the particular needs of 
each community and all of our students. My government has endorsed the concept of SchoolPLUS and 
will work with our province’s educators and human service agencies to ensure its implementation.  
 
Saskatchewan’s commitment to post-secondary education will also be maintained. Well over 50,000 
Saskatchewan students will participate in classes and training programs this year through the province’s 
universities, SIAST, regional colleges and private vocational schools. As well, on-the-job training 
programs and the work of Saskatchewan’s Apprenticeship and Trade Certification Commission will 
continue to be key instruments in meeting our training needs.  
 
Of particular significance is the growing number of First Nations and Métis students who participate in 
provincial education and training opportunities. Saskatchewan is a national leader in providing training 
geared to Aboriginal students, often delivered through Aboriginal and northern training institutions.  
 
The Northern Health Sciences Access Program and the Northern Nursing Education Program are 
initiatives that will be valuable to increase the number of northerners trained as health professionals in our 
province. 
 
Through the development of Campus Saskatchewan, our post-secondary institutions will increase on-line 
and distance learning opportunities for Saskatchewan people. The government will also support increased 
delivery of high school programs via the internet. Students in rural, northern and urban locations will 
have new opportunities to access a greater range of programs through on-line learning.  
 
In addition to its direct investment in education, my government’s plan includes other initiatives to tap the 
vitality and ideas of our youth. 
 
During the next year, the Centennial Student Employment Program will generate unique career 
development opportunities and provide employment experience for 1,300 Saskatchewan young people.  
 
Young people have said to government – “give us a voice at the table”. In response, young people will be 
given opportunities for mentorship, training and decision-making as members of the Boards of our Crown 
Corporations and a variety of other agencies and commissions of the government. 
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Healthy and Self-Reliant Families 
 
My government’s action plan for Saskatchewan recognizes that good health and good housing are 
fundamental to the quality of our lives. My government is also determined that the opportunity to 
participate in our economy will be extended to all of our citizens.  
 
Therefore, the fourth pillar of my government’s core strategy is to support the development of healthy and 
self-reliant families. 
 
One way we can do this is to ensure early childhood development for vulnerable children. Kids First has 
been designed and developed as a joint program that involves community members and professionals 
working together. Its expanded implementation will proceed this year. 
 
Building Independence is a support program that has reduced social assistance caseloads to the lowest 
level in ten years by increasing participation in the labour force. Building Independence will be expanded 
during the next year to give more families the opportunity for greater participation in our economy.  
 
Through the Saskatchewan Housing Corporation, my government provides affordable, quality housing to 
more than 67,000 lower income residents of the province. With the renewed support of the Government 
of Canada, a new five-year housing initiative to construct 1,000 additional housing units in urban and 
northern areas will begin this year. 
 
One of my government’s highest priorities in its action plan for Saskatchewan is the provision and 
renewal of sustainable, publicly administered health care that is accessible to all. 
 
Last December, my government released The Action Plan for Saskatchewan Health Care, a long-term 
plan to improve and secure health care for all Saskatchewan people. 
 
This Assembly will be presented with a budget and legislative amendments to help implement that Plan, 
facilitating a practical approach to change, at a manageable pace. 
 
My government will implement measures to better manage waiting times for elective surgery, create 
primary health care teams throughout the province, increase recruitment and training activities, and 
establish a 24-hour phone line that offers immediate advice from a registered nurse. A program to train 
240 Emergency Medical Technicians will also begin this year.  
 
The Paramedics Act will be introduced to recognize the growing levels of training among emergency 
service professionals and create a self-regulatory body for their members. 
 
My government will introduce legislation to establish 12 new Regional Health Authorities and Canada’s 
first Health Quality Council – an independent advisory board that will encourage excellence throughout 
the health care system and report to the public on health care quality issues.  
 
As Saskatchewan begins to implement its long-term plan for health care, the issue of funding must be 
addressed. It is my government’s view that Canadians value their health care system and support the need 
to reinstate additional federal funding for health services. While administrative efficiencies and illness 
prevention programs can assist in managing costs, the federal government is a necessary partner in 
addressing this national priority. 
 
Healthy and self-reliant families, the provision of quality education, investment in infrastructure and 
investment in the economy - these are the four pillars of my government’s action plan for Saskatchewan. 
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Communities of Opportunity 
 
To achieve our goal of building the province of opportunity, we must also assist in building communities 
of opportunity by working with municipalities, First Nations and Métis communities. 
 
Municipal governments have expressed interest in increasing their autonomy and authority to deliver 
quality public services to their communities. 
 
The cities of the province have suggested a City Act that would more fully recognize their evolution and 
independence as larger municipal governments. Introduction of a City Act will therefore be considered as 
the basis for discussion and consultation about the concept being proposed. 
 
As well, amendments to The Urban Municipality Act, The Rural Municipality Act, and The Northern 
Municipalities Act, to enhance the authority and accountability of local governments, will be introduced 
during this session. 
 
With the support of both the municipal sector and the business community, my government will introduce 
amendments to The Assessment Management Agency Act. This will enable the introduction of the income 
approach to evaluation of commercial property as an alternative to current assessment tools. 
 
First Nations and Métis citizens are rapidly increasing their participation in the social, political and 
economic life of our province. That is the purpose of my government’s Métis and Off Reserve First 
Nations Strategy, an interdepartmental initiative to respond to the aspirations of Aboriginal peoples. 
 
My government is strengthening its relationship and co-operation with Métis people, supported by the 
recognition contained within The Métis Act, proclaimed earlier this year. The government will continue to 
promote the participation of Métis entrepreneurs and companies in our economy through initiatives such 
as the Clarence Campeau Fund and the Northern Development Fund. 
 
My government also appreciates its growing business partnerships with Saskatchewan First Nations. Of 
particular note is the First Nations Gaming Agreement, under which many business and employment 
opportunities have been created for Aboriginal residents.  
 
My government will continue to fulfill the terms of the Treaty Land Entitlements signed with individual 
First Nations and the Government of Canada. Self-government negotiations will also proceed with the 
Meadow Lake Tribal Council, the Federation of Saskatchewan Indian Nations and Canada.  
 
Strong Aboriginal communities will enhance Saskatchewan’s prospects as the province of opportunity. 
 
Justice and Security 
 
My government is committed to ensuring the safety and security of Saskatchewan families and 
communities.  
 
Last year, the Special Committee to Prevent the Abuse and Exploitation of Children Through the Sex 
Trade tabled its final report and recommendations. The government’s legislative response to that report 
will emphasize the accountability of perpetrators and timely intervention on behalf of victims. 
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Saskatchewan will participate in implementation of the National Sex Offender Registry. The Registry will 
provide for the mandatory registration of former sex offenders who have been released from incarceration 
in Saskatchewan or who enter the province. 
 
Saskatchewan will also join with other provinces and territories in introducing legislation to make it 
easier for families living in different regions of the country to obtain court orders for child maintenance. 
The legislation will help ensure that children receive the financial support to which they are entitled, 
regardless of where they live in Canada. 
 
My government has formed the Commission on First Nations and Métis Peoples and Justice Reform, 
which will soon begin its community-based hearings and consideration of possible reforms to the justice 
system that will benefit all citizens of the province. 
 
During this session of the Legislature, the resources of our police services will be strengthened. The 
government will also monitor and report on measures taken to reduce crimes committed by repeat 
offenders. 
 
Volunteers 
 
Saskatchewan communities are enriched and strengthened by volunteers. We continue to enjoy the 
highest rate of voluntarism in Canada. Volunteers contribute to the growth and prosperity of our 
communities. My government will soon announce the Premier's Volunteer Sector Initiative. Its purpose 
will be to recognize, support and build an even stronger volunteer sector in Saskatchewan.  
 
Conclusion – Wisdom for our Children’s Children 
 
I have spoken about the sense of uncertainty that has faced our economy and our world in recent months. 
 
More than one hundred years ago, great uncertainty also faced the First Nations of the Canadian prairies 
as they made Treaties with the Queen and the Government of Canada. The wisdom of those First Nation 
Chiefs, recorded at the time of the Treaty negotiations and signings, still rings true today as we consider 
the opportunities and choices that face the people of Saskatchewan.  
 
One such Chief was Ahtahkakoop – Starblanket – whose life and people were recently documented by 
Saskatchewan writer Deanna Christensen. In 1876, Chief Ahtahkakoop counselled his First Nation to 
consider how the decisions they make today would impact on the generations of the future. He said to 
them, and I quote: 
 
“Let us not think of ourselves but of our children’s children. We hold our place among the tribes as chiefs 
and councillors because our people think we have wisdom above others amongst us. Then let us show our 
wisdom. Let us show our wisdom by choosing the right path now while we yet have a choice.” 
 
I am pleased to bring the words of Chief Ahtahkakoop to this House as you begin your deliberations to 
meet the needs of Saskatchewan’s future generations. 
 
Let us also think about the children who are here today from Sacred Heart Catholic Community School 
and from other schools in our fair province. These young people represent both an inspiration and 
purpose for your work. I leave you now to the business of the Session, with full confidence that the 
government will favourably discharge its duties and responsibilities. 
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May Divine Providence continue to bless our province and guide this Legislature in all its deliberations. 
God Save the Queen.

STATEMENT BY THE SPEAKER 
 
Yesterday, the Opposition House Leader (Mr. D’Autremont) raised a point of order concerning the 
procedure for addressing points of order with respect to the proceedings of Question Period. In this 
regard, I have reviewed the practice of this Assembly, as well as the applicable parliamentary authorities.  
 
When Question Period was instituted as part of the daily routine in 1976, it was done so on the 
recommendations of the Special Committee on Rules and Procedures. The third recommendation of that 
report reads as follows: 
 

Mr. Speaker will not entertain points of order during oral question period. Points of Order may 
be raised on Orders of the Day. 

 
A review of the record shows this recommendation has been adhered to without deviation since 1976. 
Speakers have not permitted points of order to be raised by Members during oral question period. This is 
to prevent Members from disrupting questions on substantive issues by raising procedural issues. 
Nevertheless, while not addressed in that report it is a matter of common practice for the Speaker to 
intervene during Question Period when there is a breach of order. Although the role of the Speaker in this 
regard is noted in two rulings of the Chair (dated May 27, 1985 and December 22, 1986), more 
noteworthy are the many interventions the Speaker has made during Question Period over the years. I will 
end this ruling with another quote, this time from page 424 of House of Commons Procedure and 
Practice. In noting the procedure for points of order, it is stated: 
 

. . . if a situation arises during Question Period that the Speaker believes to be sufficiently serious 
to require immediate consideration, for example, unparliamentary language, then the matter is 
addressed at that time. 

 
I hope this ruling clarifies the practice of this Assembly with respect to points of order and Speaker’s 
interventions during Question Period. I would like to close by reminding all honourable members that the 
appropriate time for Members to raise a point of order concerning question period is on Orders of the 
Day.

STATEMENT BY THE SPEAKER 

 
Yesterday the Government Deputy House Leader (Hon. Mr. Hagel) raised a point of order concerning a 
phrase used by the Member for Swift Current (Mr. Wall) during Oral Question Period. I also wish to 
thank the Opposition House Leader (Mr. D’Autremont) for his comments. 
 
I have reviewed the record and found that the Member for Swift Current used the phrase “hurricane 
Maynard” in his question. While the word “hurricane” is not unparliamentary by itself, the use of it in 
conjunction with the Christian name of a sitting MLA is not appropriate. I do not interpret that the phrase 
was derogatory to the Minister. However, when referring to other Members in debate, it has been a long 
standing practice that Members be referred to in the third person, by their constituency or by their title. I 
therefore ask the Member for Swift Current to refrain from incorporating the names of Members into his 
remarks. 
 
This incident underscores a growing concern of mine. On occasion, the amount of noise in this Chamber 
has reached unacceptable levels and renders it difficult, if not impossible, for Members on both sides of 
the House and the Speaker to hear the words spoken in debate. The fact I had to consult with the written 
record before we could address this matter illustrates the difficulty caused by excessive noise. It also 
prevents the Assembly from dealing promptly with questionable language or possible Rule infractions.  
 
I therefore remind all Members of the need to measure their exuberance so that they are not drowning out 
the recognized member.  
 
I also wish to make a comment on another matter. Last night at 10:25 p.m. the Member for Moose Jaw 
North raised a point of order that a quorum was not present. At that time I stated that it was not a point of 
order but that I was obliged to proceed with a quorum count. To maintain consistency and clarity, I want 
to correct my statement and indicate to all Members that it is indeed our practice to call for a quorum 
count on a point of order. The rule of order that is being breached by lack of a quorum is Rule 5 in the 
Rules and Procedures of this Assembly.

Yesterday, the Opposition House Leader (Mr. D’Autremont) raised a point of order concerning the use of 
unparliamentary language by the Minister of Agriculture, Food and Rural Revitalization (Hon. Mr. Serby) 
during Question Period. In particular, the Minister was accused of using the word “misuse” in reference to 
the Member for Saltcoats (Mr. Bjornerud).  
 
Having reviewed the verbatim of yesterday’s Question Period, I can find no instance of the word 
“misuse” being used in any context. Therefore, I find the point of order not well taken. 
 
Before closing on this point of order, I would like to clarify the issue of what does and what doesn’t 
constitute unparliamentary language. In making his point of order the Opposition House Leader made 
reference to a list of words at paragraph 489 of Beauchesne’s Parliamentary Rules and Forms, 6th 
Edition, which have been ruled as unparliamentary when used in reference to a Member. I would like to 
direct all Members to paragraph 491 of the same authority which states: “… No language is, by virtue of 
any list, acceptable or unacceptable. A word which is parliamentary in one context may cause disorder in 
another context, and therefore be unparliamentary.” By way of illustration, if Members wish to make 
reference to the lists published in Beauchesne’s, they will find some words on both the lists of 
parliamentary and unparliamentary expressions. I hope this clarifies practice in this regard.

Rule 19(5) states, in part, that the Speaker should pay 
“regard to the probability of the matter being brought before the House within reasonable time by other 
means.” 
 
As a Minister of the Crown, the Minister of Agriculture, Food and Rural Revitalization does have 
opportunity to have this motion come before the Assembly within two sittings after providing notice. If 
notice was given today, as a Government Motion, it would appear on the Order Paper this Friday, May 3, 
ahead of Government Orders. As I have stated, under Rule 19(5), the Speaker is obliged to pay regard to 
an opportunity to bring the matter before the Assembly in a reasonable period of time by other means. 
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Although this request does meet the requirement of being a matter of urgent public importance, the ability 
of the Minister to bring this motion before the Assembly within the next two days is an over riding factor. 
Therefore, given that there is an alternative means for this matter to be raised by the Minister in a 
reasonable time, it is the Speaker's decision not to grant the request for a “Priority of Debate” under Rule

Robert Andrew Heggie, who passed away on July 23, 2000, was a Member of this Legislative Assembly 
from 1967 until 1971 representing the constituency of Hanley for the Liberal Party. 
 
Mr. Heggie was born on May 13, 1915 in Strasbourg. He spent his childhood in Kelliher and it was here 
that Mr. Heggie received his primary and high school education. He continued his studies at the Regina 
Normal School and graduated with his teaching certificate. On July 26, 1938, he married Evelyn 
Rutherford and they had two daughters and one son. Mr. Heggie is survived by his wife, their children, 
six grandchildren, and one great-grandchild. 
 
Mr. Heggie began his first career as a teacher in the towns of Punnichy and Raymore. Then, like many 
men of his generation, he joined the Royal Canadian Air Force during World War Two. He spent four and 
a half years as a Radar Technician, mostly in Africa. Upon returning to Canada, Mr. Heggie attended the 
University of Saskatchewan and graduated in 1949 with degrees in Arts and Law. The following year, he 
was admitted to the Saskatchewan Bar and began practising law in Saskatoon. Mr. Heggie donated his 
time to his community in other capacities as well. He was an Alderman for the City of Saskatoon from 
1954 to 1963. Later, he served as a Judge of the Magistrate Court. In 1969, Mr. Heggie was honoured 
with the distinction of Queen’s Counsel for his service to the legal profession. 
 
Mr. Heggie held a lifelong interest in politics that was evident in his efforts to seek election this Assembly 
on two occasions before being successful in the 1967 general election. Later, after he had retired to 
British Columbia in 1979, both he and his wife were active members of the Liberal Associations of 
Chilliwack and Abbotsford. It was also in British Columbia that Mr. Heggie resumed his judicial career.

Conservative Party.  
 
Mr. Rousseau was born on December 20, 1929 in Fort Francis, Ontario. He spent the majority of his 
childhood in Fort Francis before the family moved to Winnipeg and then to Montreal. Mr. Rousseau 
married Janine Ducharme on April 5, 1952 and they had six daughters. Mr. Rousseau is survived by his 
wife, five daughters, and six grandchildren. 
 
In 1958, Mr. Rousseau and his family moved to Saskatchewan, settling first in Melville and later Regina. 
It was here that he began a successful career in the automotive industry. He rose from the position of 
Sales Manager for Neil Motors in 1960 to later buying the company. He renamed it Crestview Chrysler 
and took on the roles of President and General Manager. Mr. Rousseau also participated in his 
community. He dedicated his time to organizations ranging from the French Knights of Columbus and the 
Kinsmen, to the United Way and the Globe Theatre. 
 
Mr. Rousseau was first elected to this Assembly in 1978 and served as a member of the Official 
Opposition.  After being re-elected in 1982, he began a new chapter in his political career as a Cabinet 
Minister. From 1983 to 1985, he held the portfolio of Economic Development and Trade as well as the 
portfolio of Revenue and Financial Services. During this time, Mr. Rousseau was also the Minister 
responsible for Crown Investment Corporation, Saskatchewan Development Fund and Saskatchewan 
Government Insurance. It was his work with SGI that resulted in what has been called his political legacy. 
The introduction of the “Lights On For Life” program was acknowledged as a forerunner to the  
inclusion of mandatory daytime running lights on cars in order to reduce accidents. Mr. Rousseau left this 
Assembly in 1986 to assume the position of Saskatchewan’s Agent General to the United Kingdom.

He was a member of his local Lions Club and the Royal Canadian 
Legion and a Mason. He entered into politics and was elected to this Assembly on April 22, 1964. The 
following year, he assumed the position of Deputy Speaker and served in that capacity for two years. Mr. 
Howes went on to serve a second term when he was re-elected in 1967.

Assembly from 1956 until 1964, representing the constituency of Kerrobert-Kindersley for the Co-
operative Commonwealth Federation.  
 
Mr. Johnson was born on October 18, 1919 in Kindersley. He spent his childhood on the family farm and 
attended the Beadle elementary school. Mr. Johnson went on to attend McKenzie High School in 
Kindersley. Following his completion of Grade 12 in 1939, he attended the University of Saskatchewan, 
where he received a bachelor’s degree in agricultural engineering in 1943. On July 11, 1950 he married 
Charlotte Heinrichs. Together they had a daughter and a son. Mr. Johnson is survived by his wife, their 
two children, and three grandchildren.  
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After graduating from the University of Saskatchewan, Mr. Johnson enlisted with Royal Canadian 
Electrical and Mechanical Engineers. During World War Two, he served as a Lieutenant in Britain, 
Holland, Belgium and Occupied Germany. In the post-war years, Mr. Johnson found his time divided 
between the farm at Beadle and the University of Saskatchewan where he taught agricultural engineering 
in the fall and winter. Mr. Johnson also devoted time to various groups in his community such as the 
Beadle Wheat Pool, Kindersley District Credit Union and Co-op as well as the Kindersley branch of the 
Saskatchewan Farmers Union. However, much of Mr. Johnson’s life was defined by his passions for 
archaeology and playing the bagpipes. His love of archaeology would lead to his co-founding the 
Saskatchewan Archaeological Society and developing his skill as a flint-knapper.  
 
Mr. Johnson was first elected to this Legislative Assembly in 1956 and re-elected in 1960. He served as 
the Deputy Speaker from 1963 until 1964. Mr. Johnson also served as the Chair for the Public Accounts 
Enquiry Committee, and in that capacity helped to initiate substantial revisions to the structure and role of 
the Standing Committee on Public Accounts.  
 
In addition to this, Mr. Johnson used the political arena to further the cause of preserving artefacts. He 
developed legislation to protect Saskatchewan heritage and established a department of Archaeology. In 
the wake of his political and farming careers, Mr. Johnson returned to the University of Saskatchewan to 
further pursue his love for learning and archaeology. In 1983, he received a Bachelor of Anthropology. 
This was followed, in 1986, by a Masters in Anthropology and Archaeology and the creation of his own 
archaeological consulting practice called “Lithic Laboratories”. Mr. Johnson’s tireless work in the field of 
preservation was recognized in 1988, when he was awarded the Parks Heritage Award by the Government 
of Canada.

In the course of his 80 years, he 
married Dorothy and they had two sons and two daughters. Mr. Kohaly is survived by his wife, their 
children, several grandchildren, and two great-grandchildren. 
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With the start of World War Two, Mr. Kohaly joined the 2nd Division of the South Saskatchewan 
Regiment. He served overseas and was wounded during the raid on the French town of Dieppe, in August 
of 1942. Mr. Kohaly took advantage of the overseas educational service of the Royal Canadian Legion to 
pursue his education at the University of Saskatchewan. He completed his law degree in 1948 and settled 
in Estevan, where he would practice law for the next four decades. Recognizing all that the Royal 
Canadian Legion had done for him, Mr. Kohaly joined their ranks in 1947. He would remain with them 
for many years. During his tenure he would serve as the Head of the Royal Canadian Legion’s 
Saskatchewan Command in 1961 and later become the national President in 1968. 
 
Mr. Kohaly demonstrated the same sort of dedication to his political career. He was first elected to this 
Assembly in a by-election on October 28, 1953, becoming the first Conservative to be elected in the 
province since 1930.  Mr. Kohaly firmly believed that his public and political service was a means for 
him to repay the people of Saskatchewan for the support he had received through veteran benefits.

In his private life, Mr. Link began a career in commercial sales before becoming a Flight Lieutenant 
gunner for the Royal Canadian Air Force during World War Two. In this capacity, Mr. Link displayed a 
flare for leadership that would earn him the George Medal and a Mention in Despatches for rescuing his 
crew from burning wreckage. This sense of leadership would continue to show throughout the following 
years. After returning to Saskatchewan, he embarked once again on a career in commercial sales. This 
eventually led to the purchase of Capital Real Estate in Saskatoon in 1954. From here, Mr. Link became 
the President of the Saskatchewan Real Estate Association. Mr. Link devoted his time and energy to other 
organizations as well. He served on the executive of the Saskatoon Co-op, his local branch of the 
Canadian Legion, the Canadian Institute of International Affairs and the Canadian Travellers.

Mr. Link became involved with the Co-operative Commonwealth Federation during its early years. He 
served as the President of his local constituency association and as a member of the C.C.F. provincial 
council. He became President of the Saskatchewan C.C.F. – N.D.P. in 1961 during a transitory stage that 
was marked by the resignation of T.C. Douglas, the assumption of party leadership by Woodrow Lloyd, 
and a new affiliation with the N.D.P. Mr. Link completed his service to the province with his election to 
this Assembly in the 1964 general election. 
 
In recording its own deep sense of loss and bereavement, this Assembly expresses its most sincere 
sympathy with members of the bereaved family. 
 
A debate arising and the question being put, it was agreed to.

Martin Pederson, who passed away on September 1, 2001, was a Member of this Legislative Assembly 
from 1964 until 1967 representing the constituency of Arm River for the Progressive Conservative Party. 
 
Mr. Pederson was born on the family farm at Hawarden on December 5, 1921. He received his schooling 
in Sunrise, Avonlea and Hawarden schools. While serving overseas, he met and married Kathleen (Kay) 
Dawson of Lancaster, England on November 3, 1943. Together they had a daughter and a son. Mr. 
Pederson is survived by his wife, their children, six grandchildren, and three great-grandchildren. 
 
Shortly after graduating from high school, Mr. Pederson joined the Royal Canadian Air Force in 1941. He 
received his pilot wings and the rank of Flying Officer, and was posted in Britain in 1942. Once there, he 
was assigned to the Royal Air Force 137th Typhoon Squadron with whom he would complete ninety-two 
operational missions from bases in France, Belgium and Holland. Mr. Pederson returned to Canada in 
1945 and embarked on a variety of careers. He first took up farming near his birthplace in Hawarden. 
Later, he owned and operated a trucking business and worked for the Bank of Montreal. In 1968, he 
established his own insurance business, Pederson Insurance in Saskatoon, after selling real estate and 
insurance for Koyl Agencies. In 1969, he added the Manpower and Temporary Services franchise to his 
insurance business. Mr. Pederson rounded out his career by acting as the Chairman for the Saskatchewan 
Liquor Board from 1983 until 1987. 
 
Throughout his life, Mr. Pederson maintained an interest in politics.  He had a lengthy affiliation with the 
Progressive Conservative Party and served in a variety of capacities at the local, provincial and national 
levels. His involvement began with the position of President of the Saskatchewan Young Conservatives in 
1950. Later, he served as the Vice President of the National Young Progressive Conservative Association 
and as the President of the Saskatoon Progressive Conservative Association. In October 1958, Mr. 
Pederson was elected Leader of the Saskatchewan Progressive Conservative Party. He remained in that 
role for ten years. A defining moment arose in April of 1964 when he was elected to this Assembly. 
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In recording its own deep sense of loss and bereavement, this Assembly expresses its most sincere 
sympathy with members of the bereaved family.

James Ripley, who passed away on February 1, 2002, was a Member of this Legislative Assembly from 
1952 until 1956, representing the constituency of Athabasca for the Liberal Party.  
 
Mr. Ripley was born on December 28, 1913 in Radcliffe, Alberta. He later moved with his family to 
Manitoba where the family settled first in Brandon and then in Winnipeg. Mr. Ripley attended elementary 
and secondary schools there and then continued his studies at the University of Manitoba. On October 16, 
1948, he married Eve Kozier. Mr. Ripley was predeceased by his wife Eve and is survived by their two 
daughters. 
 
When World War II broke out, Mr. Ripley contributed to the war effort by working as an aircraft engineer 
in an aircraft maintenance plant repairing and overhauling engines. Later in 1945, he joined the army but 
did not see service overseas. After the war, he returned to his studies but found that his interest had turned 
to the wilds of the north. He trained to become a commercial pilot and flew for Central Northern Airways 
out of Flin Flon. As time went on, he developed a reputation as one of the province’s best bush pilots. He 
was a man who wore many hats: he worked as prospector, a contractor, a fur trader and as a general 
merchant. He also tried his hand at mink ranching and commercial fishing. In the 1950’s, he purchased 
his own fur trading post in Sandy Bay and operated it until he retired to Flin Flon in 1975. 
 
Faced with the isolation that is often faced living in the north, community became even more important to 
Mr. Ripley. He devoted his time to a variety of community organizations such as the Benevolent and 
Protective Order of Elks and the Canadian Legion. He was often called upon to fly the sick and injured to 
Flin Flon for medical treatment. As a member of the Sandy Bay council in 1968, he fought for a winter 
road to be constructed from Pelican Narrows to Sandy Bay.  
 
Mr. Ripley’s love for the north was translated into a political career in 1952. In 1951 the family had 
moved to Island Falls in northern Saskatchewan. The following year he was elected in the general 
election to represent the Athabasca region that had become his home. During his time in the Assembly, he 
advocated for development of the North’s natural resources. 
 
In recording its own deep sense of loss and bereavement, this Assembly expresses its most sincere 
sympathy with members of the bereaved family.

During consideration of Bill No. 61 – The Regional Health Services Act  – it was moved by Mr. 
Gantefoer: 
 
The following section is added before Clause 13 of the Printed Bill: 
 

“Guidelines for establishing Health Regions and Regional Health Authorities 
12.1(1) Notwithstanding sections 13 and 14, the following guidelines must be taken into 
account when establishing Health Regions and Regional Health Authorities: 
 

(a) existing jurisdictional boundaries that include, but are not limited, to the boundaries of: 
 

(i) economic development authorities; 
 
(ii) school divisions and the conseil scolaire; 
 
(iii) urban, rural and northern municipalities, including the City of Lloydminster; 
 
(iv) ambulance districts; 

 
(b) historic and current trading patterns in the region under consideration; and 
 
(c) the number, type and location of hospitals, facilities and affiliates in the region under 
consideration. 
 

(2) Where the guidelines in subsection (1) result in a boundary that is different from that set out 
in sections 13 and 14, the provisions of this section shall prevail. 
 
(3) In the event that there is no agreement with respect to the application of the guidelines, the 
provisions of sections 13 and 14 apply with any necessary modification”. 

 
The question being put, it was negatived on division. 
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Moved by Mr. Gantefoer: 
 
Clause 16 of the Printed Bill is amended by striking out subsections (3) to (8) and substituting the 
following: 
 

“(3) A regional health authority consists of not more than 12 elected members. 
 
“(4) Each member of a regional health authority holds office for a term of not more than 
three years. 
 
“(5) The Lieutenant Governor in Council shall designate one of the members of a regional 
health authority as chairperson and another member as vice-chairperson. 
 
“(6) A majority of the members of a regional health authority constitutes a quorum.

Reorganization in Relation to District Health Boards”. 
 

(4)  Section 4 is amended by striking out “this Act” and substituting “this Part”. 
 

(5)  Subsection 6(2) is amended: 
 

(a)  in clause (a) by striking out “this Act” and substituting “this Part”; and 
 
(b)  in clause (i)  by striking out “this Act” and substituting “this Part”. 

 
(6)  Clause 6(6)(b) is amended by striking out “subject to subsection (7),”.

“PART III 

Reorganization in Relation to Regional Health Authorities 
 

“Interpretation of Part 
11.1  In this Part: 

 
(a) ‘bargaining agent’, with respect to an appropriate unit, means the exclusive 
representative of all employees in that unit for the purpose of bargaining 
collectively; 
 
(b)   ‘certify’ means to make an order determining that the trade union 
designated in the order is the bargaining agent of the employees described in the 
order with respect to the appropriate unit mentioned in the order; 
 
(c)   ‘commissioner regulations’ means The Health Labour Relations 
Reorganization (Commissioner) Regulations; 
 
(d)   ‘health region’ means a health region as defined in The Regional Health 
Services Act; 
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(e)   ‘health sector employer’ includes a regional health authority; 
 
(f)   ‘health services provider’ means a health services provider as defined in 
the commissioner regulations; 
 
(g)   ‘jurisdiction’, with respect to a trade union, means its rights to represent 
employees as their bargaining agent; 
 
(h)   ‘regional health authority’ means a regional health authority as defined in 
The Regional Health Services Act; 
 
(i)   ‘representative employers’ organization’ means: 

 
(i) the representative employers’ organization designated pursuant to 
subsection 12(1) of the commissioner regulations; or 
 
(ii) the representative employers’ organization designated by the 
regulations made pursuant to clause 11.5(b).  

“Notice to board 
11.2  As soon as possible after the coming into force of this Part but not later than 30 
days after the day on which this section comes into force, the representative employers’ 
organization shall forward to the board a notice setting out: 

 
(a)  the name and land description of each health region; 
 
(b)  the name of each regional health authority; 
 
(c)  with respect to each regional health authority, the names of each district 
health board that was a health sector employer and was amalgamated to form, or 
continued as, the regional health authority; 

 
(d)  the name of each health sector employer, other than a regional health 
authority, that operates a facility in which health services providers are employed 
and the name of the health region in which each of those facilities is located; and 
 
(e)  with respect to a health region to which subsection 11.3(4) applies: 

 
(i)  the names and work locations of all employees employed as health 
services providers by the regional health authority and by other health 
sector employers that provide health services in the health region; and 
 
(ii)  the name of the trade union that was certified to represent the 
employees mentioned in subclause (i) in collective bargaining immediately 
before the coming into force of this Part.  
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“Board to make orders 
11.3(1)  As soon as is reasonably possible after receiving a notice pursuant to section 
11.2, the board shall: 

 
(a)  rescind all orders issued pursuant to section 8 of the commissioner 
regulations that confirm the appropriate units for health service providers 
mentioned in subsection 5(2) of those regulations; 
 
(b)  subject to subsection (2), for each health region, make a new order that 
creates one multi-employer appropriate unit respecting health services providers 
composed of: 

 
(i)  all health services providers employed by the regional health authority 
for the health region; and 
 
(ii)  all health services providers who: 

 
(A) are employed by other health sector employers operating 
facilities within the health region; and 
 
(B) on the day on which this section comes into force, are 
represented by a trade union for the purposes of bargaining 
collectively; and 

 
(c)  amend any remaining orders issued pursuant to Part II or the commissioner 
regulations by striking out each reference to the name of a district health board 
and in each case substituting the name of the regional health authority that 
resulted from the amalgamation or continuation of the district health board. 

 
(2)  Clause (1)(b) does not apply with respect to the health services providers employed 
by a health sector employer mentioned in subsection 5(4) or (5) of the commissioner 
regulations. 
 
(3)  If, immediately before the coming into force of this Part, all of the health services 
providers who are the subject of an order made pursuant to clause (1)(b) with respect to 
a health region were represented by the same trade union for the purposes of bargaining 
collectively, the board shall certify that trade union as the bargaining agent for those 
health services providers with respect to the appropriate unit established for that health 
region. 
 
(4)  If, immediately before the coming into force of this Part, health services providers 
who are the subject of an order made pursuant to clause (1)(b) with respect to a health 
region were represented by more than one trade union for the purposes of bargaining 
collectively and one of those trade unions represents a clear majority of those health 
services providers, the board shall certify that trade union as the bargaining agent for 
those health services providers with respect to the appropriate unit established for that 
health region. 
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(5)  If, immediately before the coming into force of this Part, health services providers 
who are the subject of an order made pursuant to clause (1)(b) with respect to a health 
region were represented by more than one trade union for the purposes of bargaining 
collectively and one of those trade unions does not represent a clear majority of those 
health services providers, the board shall: 

 
(a)  determine which trade union represents a majority of those health services 
providers in accordance with subsection (6) or (7); and 
 
(b)  certify the trade union that represents a majority of those health services 
providers as the bargaining agent for the health services providers in the 
appropriate unit. 

 
(6)  If, within 30 days after the coming into force of this Part, a written agreement 
among all of the trade unions representing health services providers in a health region 
to merge or amalgamate or transfer or assign jurisdiction is filed with the board: 

 
(a) the agreement is conclusive proof of the merger or amalgamation, or the 
transfer or assignment of jurisdiction, as the case may be, for the purpose of 
determining which trade union is to represent health services providers in the 
appropriate unit; and 
 
(b) clause 39(b) of The Trade Union Act applies, with any necessary 
modification, to the agreement. 
 

(7)  If no written agreement is filed with the board pursuant to subsection (6) within the 
30-day period mentioned in that subsection, the board shall conduct representation 
votes in accordance with section 11.4 and The Trade Union Act within 60 days after the 
coming into force of this Part. 

 
“Representation votes 

11.4(1)  The board shall apply the following rules in determining which trade unions 
will appear on a ballot for a representation vote: 

 
(a)  a trade union shall be included on the ballot only if, immediately before the 
coming into force of this section, the trade union was the bargaining agent for 
25% or more of the health services providers in the appropriate unit; and 
 
(b)  a ‘no union’ choice shall not appear on a ballot. 

 
(2)  If, after conducting a representation vote, no trade union receives a majority of 
votes cast: 

 
(a)  the board shall conduct a second representation vote; and 
 
(b)  only the names of the trade unions that received the largest and second 
largest numbers of votes cast on the first vote shall appear on the ballot for the 
second vote. 
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“Regulations 
11.5  The Lieutenant Governor in Council may make regulations: 

 
(a)  amending or repealing any provision of the commissioner regulations; 
 
(b)  on the recommendation of the minister responsible for The Regional Health 
Services Act, designating a representative employers’ organization for health 
sector employers; 
 
(c)  delegating to the board any powers that the Lieutenant Governor in Council 
considers necessary, in relation to any matter or thing arising out of the 
establishment of regional health authorities, to carry out the intent of this Act;  

 
(d)  prescribing a date earlier than January 1, 2005 after which the board may 
amend, vary or rescind an order made pursuant to this Part or an order made 
pursuant to the commissioner regulations; 
 
(e)  respecting any other matter or thing arising out of the establishment of 
regional health authorities that the Lieutenant Governor in Council considers 
necessary to carry out the intent of this Act. 

 
“Powers of the board 

11.6(1)  For the purpose of carrying out the intent of this Part, in addition to the powers 
conferred on it by this Part and the commissioner regulations, the board has all the 
powers conferred on it by The Trade Union Act. 
 
(2)  Subject to section 11.7, the board may make any order that it considers appropriate 
respecting any matter arising out of the reorganization of labour relations between 
health sector employers and employees resulting from the establishment of regional 
health authorities. 
 
(3)  Without limiting the generality of subsection (2), in an order pursuant to that 
subsection, the board may give any directions that the board considers necessary or 
advisable with respect to the application of a collective bargaining agreement that 
affects the employees in an appropriate unit. 

 
(4)  An order made by the board pursuant to this Act or the regulations is enforceable in 
the same manner as a board order. 

 
(5)  There is no appeal from an order or decision of the board pursuant to this Act, and 
the proceedings, orders and decisions of the board are not reviewable by any court of 
law or by any certiorari, mandamus, prohibition, injunction or other proceeding. 

 
“Board not to amend certain orders 

11.7  Until January 1, 2005 or any earlier date prescribed in the regulations, the board 
shall not make an order pursuant to clause 5(a) or (b) of The Trade Union Act that 
amends, varies or rescinds an order made pursuant this Part or an order made pursuant 
to a provision of the commissioner regulations except where authorized to do so by this 
Part or those regulations. 
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“Act, etc., to prevail 
11.8  Where any provision of this Act or of a regulation or order made pursuant to this 
Act conflicts with a provision of The Trade Union Act, any other Act, any regulation 
made pursuant to any other Act, any board order or any collective bargaining 
agreement, the provision of this Act or a regulation or order made pursuant to this Act 
prevails. 
 

“PART XV 
Coming into force 

 
Coming into force 

125 This Act comes into force on proclamation”. 
 
The Chair ruled that the amendment related to two clauses and should be divided so that the proposal as it 
pertained to “PART XV, Coming into force”, clause 125 be moved as a new clause.

“Health Care Commissioner and other officers 

10(1) The Lieutenant Governor in Council shall designate one of the members of the board 
to be the Health Care Commissioner and chairperson of the board and another to be vice-
chairperson. 
 
(2) Where the Health Care Commissioner is absent or unable to act or the office of the 
Health Care Commissioner is vacant, the vice-chairperson may exercise all the powers of the 
Health Care Commissioner and shall perform all the duties of the Health Care 
Commissioner.

AVWE is the insured’s average aggregate weekly earnings in the 12 months 
preceding the accident; 

 
PWB is the prescribed weekly benefit that would otherwise be payable to the insured 
pursuant to section 22, 22.1 or 23 but for this section; and 

 
OB is the total benefits payable to the insured with respect to the accident”; and 

 
(b)  by striking out subsection 30.2(1) of The Automobile Accident Insurance Act, as being 
enacted by Clause 9 of the printed Bill, and substituting the following: 

 
“(1)  Subject to section 30.3, if an amount is to be adjusted pursuant to this Division, the 
adjusted amount is the amount AM calculated in accordance with the following formula: 

 
AM = A x CPICY 

 CPIPY 
 

where: 
 

A is the amount to be adjusted; 
 

CPICY is the consumer price index for the year in which the adjustment is being 
made; and 

 

CPIPY is the consumer price index for the previous year”. 
 
A debate arising and the question being put, it was agreed to. 
 
The question being put on Clause 9, as amended, it was agreed to. 
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Moved by the Hon. Mr. Sonntag:

(a)  adopt, or authorize the insurer to adopt, by reference any specifications, 
standards or codes as amended from time to time or otherwise;

(c)  require compliance with any specifications, standards or codes adopted pursuant 
to clause (a).

“(2)  The amount of the maximum yearly insurable earnings for 2002 and each year 
after 2002 is the amount MYIE calculated in accordance with the following formula:

where: 
 

IAWY is the average of the average industrial average wage for the 12 months 
before July 1 of the year before the year for which the maximum yearly insurable 
earnings are being calculated; and 

 
IAW95 is the average of the industrial average wage for the 12 months before 
July 1, 1994”; and 

 
(b)  by striking out subsection 186(1) of The Automobile Accident Insurance Act, as being enacted 
by subsection (1) of Clause 30 of the printed Bill, and substituting the following:

He married 
Shirley Janzen on November 10, 1962 and they had three children.  Mr. Peters is survived by his wife and 
their children and four grandchildren.

James Wilfrid Gardiner, who passed away on October 3, 2002, was a Member of this Legislative 
Assembly from 1956 until 1967, representing the constituency of Melville for the Liberal Party. 
 
Mr. Gardiner was born on July 27, 1924 in Regina.  He attended public school in Lemberg, Regina and 
Ottawa before pursuing studies in Political Science at Queen’s University in Kingston. He graduated in 
1946 and married his wife Margaret that same year.  Mr. Gardiner is predeceased by his wife and 
survived by their six children and ten grandchildren. 
 
In his private life, Mr. Gardiner was an active participant in the communities in which he lived.  After 
farming for four years in the Lemberg area, Mr. Gardiner moved his family into town where he opened 
insurance and real estate businesses.  Later he became a general agent and secretary for the Lemberg 
Rural Telephone Company.  He served for many years as the Town Clerk and as the Secretary for the 
Lemberg School District.  In the years following his political career, Mr. Gardiner continued to work in 
government as the Deputy Minister for Cooperation and Cooperative Development.  He also embarked on 
creating hotel businesses in the Regina and Bienfait areas.  Mr. Gardiner was well known for his 
volunteer work with a variety of social service organizations, ranging from the Board of Trade and a 
curling club to his church.  He also played an active role in other organizations such as the Saskatchewan 
Farmer’s Union, the Saskatchewan Wheat Pool and the Melville Board of Trade.   
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When Mr. Gardiner decided to enter politics, it was said that he was following in his father’s footsteps. 
James Garfield Gardiner was an elected representative of the Melville constituency for many years, 
serving first as a Member of this Assembly, including two terms as Premier, and later in the federal 
Parliament as Minister of Agriculture.  His son, Wilf, was first elected to this Legislative Assembly in the 
1956 and then re-elected again in 1960 and 1964.  He entered cabinet in 1964 as the Minister of Public 
Works.  Mr. Gardiner also held the portfolios of Saskatchewan Jubilee and Centennial Corporation, the 
Western Development Museum, Saskatchewan Government Printing, and Saskatchewan Water Supply 
Board.  Upon leaving elected office, Mr. Gardiner retained his interest in politics and often commented on 
provincial scene.

Mr. Trapp was born on June 5, 1909 in Kamsack and grew up on the family farm.  He attended local 
schools in Lipton before pursuing his studies at Luther College and the Normal School in Regina.  
Several years later, he completed a Bachelor’s degree in Education at the University of Saskatchewan.  
Mr. Trapp married Bessie Stewart in 1933.  Mr. Trapp is survived by two children, seven grandchildren 
and six great-grandchildren. 
 
Mr. Trapp was a teacher by profession.  He taught at schools in Dysart and Cupar and served for 21 years 
as the principal of Punnichy School.  Mr. Trapp’s devotion to his chosen profession was exemplified by 
his lengthy term as a councilor with the Govan School Unit, and his election as an executive member and 
later president of the Saskatchewan Teachers Federation. In 1961, he was named to the Canadian College 
of Teachers.   Mr. Trapp was elected to this Assembly in 1964 and appointed Minister of Education.  In 
later years, he served as the Director of Continuing Education with SaskPower until his retirement in 
1980. 
 
Mr. Trapp was an active participant in sports circles and in the community of Punnichy.  He held 
positions on the Punnichy Board of Trade, the Golf Club and the Home and School Club.  He was 
superintendent of the Sunday School.  Mr. Trapp served with the Army Reserve during World War II and 
later led the Punnichy Memorial Association.  An avid gardener, Mr. Trapp continued to tend his own 
garden into his nineties.

Mr. Smith was predeceased in 1966 by his first wife Irene, and in 1985 by his 
second wife, Goldie.  He is survived by his third wife Mary, whom he married in 1988, his stepdaughter, 
two grandchildren and five great–grandchildren. 
 
Mr. Smith’s first career was as a farmer.  He farmed in the Cardross area for 32 years.  In the late 1960’s 
he took up carpentry and was employed with Kos Construction for a time.  Later, he moved with his 
second wife Goldie to Swift Current.  He worked at the Healy Hotel for one year before moving back to 
Moose Jaw.   
 
Mr. Smith had a life-long interest in politics that was evident in his efforts to attract and encourage new 
members to join and participate in his party’s activities.  His commitment to a political career deepened 
when he sought election in the 1975 and 1978 elections.  Undeterred, Mr. Smith successfully sought 
election to this Assembly on his third attempt in the 1982 general election.   
 
Mr. Smith saw himself as a constituency man, and devoted much of his energy to addressing the concerns 
of his constituents.  In particular, he advocated for improvements in health care and social services. Mr. 
Smith also had an interest in the operations of the Assembly and served for a period as the Deputy 
Government Whip.

STATEMENT BY THE SPEAKER 
 

Yesterday the Opposition House Leader (Mr. D’Autremont) raised a point of order regarding the 
relevancy of certain answers given by Members of the Executive.  I also wish to thank the Deputy 
Government House Leader (Hon. Mr. Hagel) for his comments. 
 
I have reviewed the record and note that on several occasions over the past week, the Opposition has 
indicated, both on and off the record, its dissatisfaction with the answers given.  The Opposition House 
Leader quoted paragraph 417 of Beauchesne’s (6th edition) which directs that “Answers to questions 
should . . . deal with the subject matter raised . . .”  I further note that he was correct in his comments 
when he referenced this Assembly’s practice of giving ministers a great deal of latitude in answering 
questions. 
 
For his part, the Deputy Government House Leader was also correct in noting that it is entirely within the 
purview of the government and its ministers to address a question in the way that they consider most 
appropriate.  The corollary to this statement is that answers may be given that are procedurally correct but 
which may not contain the information that the questioner sought. 
 
The role of the Speaker in these circumstances is restricted to applying the applicable rules and 
procedures.  I direct members to a ruling made on December 22, 1986 in which my predecessor stated: 
 

I want to re-emphasize that the Chair cannot insist that a Minister must answer a question in a certain 
way.  As long as the answer is relevant, it is in order even if the answer isn’t the one the questioner 
was seeking.  I define relevancy in answers in the same broad way as in all debates in the Assembly. 
A remark is relevant if it deals with the topic raised. 

 
I indicated yesterday that I would bring back guidelines and I intend to do so now. 
 
First, I remind all Members of the purpose for Question Period.  Question Period is a forum in which to 
seek information, publicize government programs and decisions and to hold the Executive accountable for 
its actions.  Concisely phrased questions and responses will uphold these purposes.  Rambling preambles 
that contain extraneous matter only invite rambling responses.  If Members wish to have direct answers, 
they would be well advised to limit the extraneous matter that they include in their preambles. 
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Secondly, Question Period was not intended merely as a warm-up for events later in the day, such as 
media scrums.  I remind all members that they remain accountable to this Assembly first.  It is a long 
established parliamentary tradition that whenever possible, important matters should be dealt with first in 
this Assembly.  The growing willingness to provide information in forums outside of this Chamber, when 
it may have been done in this Chamber, is needlessly eroding this tradition and reflects poorly on 
Members’ respect for each other and for the Legislature. 
 
Finally, I share the concerns raised in the point of order that some ministerial responses are occasionally 
straying beyond the boundaries of what is an acceptable level of relevance to the topic raised in the 
question.  In keeping with the important role of this Assembly, I ask Ministers to ensure their responses 
relate to the questions, while respecting the restrictions of the sub-judice convention.

Her Honour The Lieutenant Governor, having entered the Chamber, took her seat upon the Throne.  Her 
Honour was then pleased to deliver the following speech: 
 
Mr. Speaker, Members of the Legislature: 
 
It is my duty to release you from further attendance at the Third Session of The Twenty-Fourth 
Legislature. 
 
In thus relieving you, I would like to thank you for the work you have done. 

 
This Session’s work is a positive step towards ensuring that the wealth of Saskatchewan’s human and 
natural resources creates opportunities for the citizens, communities and industry of our province. 
 
You passed The Ethanol Fuel Act, which creates the necessary climate for the private sector to lead the 
way in developing a vibrant ethanol industry in Saskatchewan – the first jurisdiction in Canada to 
establish the legal framework to allow for mandating the use of ethanol-blended gasoline. 
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In response to the recommendations contained in the Final Report of the Action Committee on the Rural 
Economy, you passed The Saskatchewan Farm Security Amendment Act.  This Bill encourages 
development in both the livestock industry and our value-added sector by removing the existing farm 
ownership restrictions for Canadian residents, Canadian citizens, and Canadian owned corporations. 
 
You recognized that safe drinking water is an essential element of a healthy environment and strong 
economy.  In this regard, you passed The Saskatchewan Watershed Authority Act, The Saskatchewan 
Water Corporation Act, and The Environmental Management and Protection Act, to ensure that the 
citizens of Saskatchewan have a sustainable, safe and clean supply of drinking water. 
 
You also addressed other environmental measures necessary to ensure sustainable economic growth by 
passing The Forest Resources Management Amendment Act.  This Bill ensures that province-wide 
standards are applied to all forest operations in Saskatchewan. 
 
In keeping with your commitment to provide quality health care to the people of Saskatchewan you 
passed several Bills which strengthen our health system. 
 
The Health Quality Council Act creates the Health Quality Council – a first in Canada.  The Council will 
provide objective, timely, evidence-based information and advice for achieving the best possible health 
care within the available resources.  
 
The Saskatchewan Health Research Foundation Act establishes the Saskatchewan Health Research 
Foundation to manage and allocate much of the province’s health research funding. 
 
You also passed The Regional Health Services Act, which improves coordination, province-wide 
planning, and accountability in the health care system.  This Bill also allowed for the formation of 12 new 
regional health authorities from the previous 32 health districts.  
 
To achieve your goal of building the province of opportunity, you worked with municipal governments, 
who have expressed interest in increasing their autonomy and authority to deliver quality public services 
to their communities. 
 
In this regard, you passed The Cities Act, which provides cities with more flexibility to govern, regulate, 
license and deal with a variety of local matters, and fully recognizes their evolution and independence as 
larger municipal governments. 
 
Amendments to The Urban Municipality Act, The Rural Municipality Act and The Northern 
Municipalities Act, were also passed that enhance the authority and accountability of local governments. 
 
You passed The Automobile Accident Insurance Amendment Act, which will allow for three major 
improvements to services provided by Saskatchewan Government Insurance. 
 
A Safe Driver Rewards Program will provide insurance premium discounts to safe drivers. 
 
Improvements will be made to the Personal Injury Protection Plan.   
 
As well, Saskatchewan drivers will be given the choice of alternative insurance coverage that allows for 
judicial resolution of accident claims. 
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You also took major steps forward in protecting our most precious resource – our children.  You passed 
The Emergency Protection for Victims of Child Sexual Abuse and Exploitation Act, which clarifies and 
strengthens Social Services’ response to children sexually exploited on the street, enhances the capacity 
of outreach workers to provide victims with proactive intervention and increases deterrents of those who 
victimize children. 
 
Also, to help ensure that children receive the financial support to which they are entitled, regardless of 
where they live in Canada, you passed The Enforcement of Maintenance Orders Amendment Act, The 
Inter-jurisdictional Support Orders Act, and The Family Maintenance Amendment Act. 
 
Finally, in taking leave of you, I wish to thank you for the diligent manner in which you have devoted 
your energies to the activities of the Session, and wish you the full blessings of Providence.

 The vacancies include: 2 long-term disabilities, 2 paternity leaves, 1 maternity leave and 1 worker’s 
compensation leave taken during 2001-2002. 

(2) Routine inspections are being completed in restaurants and in high-traffic areas like swimming pools, and 
tourist camps. Communicable disease investigations, including the examination of public drinking water, 
are also being carried out. As well, plumbing and sewage disposal systems are undergoing routine 
inspections. Tobacco control officers are also designated by Saskatchewan Health to enforce the provisions 
of The Tobacco Control Act. Currently, inspections of establishments such as retail food stores with no on-
site preparation, barber shops and beauty parlours are being done on a complaint basis.

The 
department monitors these events to ensure that the cause of the sewage spill was not a result of man made 
or mechanical equipment failure.

In situations involving an employee, section 36.1 of The Trade Union Act states that employees have the right 
to the application of the principles of natural justice in respect of all disputes between an employee and a trade 
union relating to matters in the constitution of a union. Section 36.3 states that no employee shall unreasonably 
be denied membership in a trade union. 
 
If an individual is not an employee and is seeking membership in a trade union, as is sometimes the case in the 
construction industry, the issue of membership would likely be addressed through the constitution of that 
particular union. A union’s constitution may, for example, outline a process of appeal that individuals may 
pursue should he/she believe the denial of membership at the local level is unreasonable. 
 
Generally, should an employee or individual believe that the denial of membership in a trade union is 
unreasonable, he/she may: 1) pursue the issue internally as provided for in the constitution of the union; 2) file 
an Unfair Labour Practice application with the Labour Relations Board; or 3) seek legal council to determine 
his/her course of action.

The first Notice directed the employer to ensure compliance with its duty, contained in section 414.04 of The 
Mines Regulations, to take effective steps to secure the roof and sides in underground areas where workers 
work. In practice this is achieved by ensuring workers scale and sound their entire work area before 
commencing work. Sounding is a method of identifying unstable ground by tapping the roof and sides with a 
bar. Unstable ground is then marked, scaled or bolted. Scaling involves prying down visibly unstable pieces 
from the roof and sides. 
 
The second Notice directed the employer to ensure compliance with its duty, contained in section 412.06(b) of 
The Mines Regulations, to ensure all operations at a mine are adequately supervised. The Notice specifically 
directed the employer to ensure supervision was adequate to ensure workers sounded their entire work area. 
 
On August 13, 2001, PCS Allan provided the OHSD with a report of the action it took to ensure compliance 
with these Mines regulations. 
 
The third Notice was issued by the Chief Mines Inspector (CMI) pursuant to the authority granted him by 
section 410.06(4) of The Mines Regulations. It directed PCS Allan to supply a report by a competent engineer 
on measures required to ensure all jogs and ledges left by uneven cutting of the mine roof remain safe. On 
October 31, 2001, PCS Allan provided the CMI with the engineer’s report and by that date had implemented 
the recommendations in the report.

Mr. Weekes asked the Government Question No. 491, which was answered by the Hon. Ms. Higgins: 
To the Minister of Labour: How many employers in the province who have ten employees or more, currently 
do not have health and safety committees set up? 

Answer: 
The Department estimates that approximately 8,000 provincially regulated employers in Saskatchewan have ten 
or more employees. Of those 8,000, as of March 31, 2002, 3,935 Occupational Health Committees have been 
established, covering about 60 percent of the Saskatchewan workers in workplaces of ten or more. 
 
The Department has a system in place and resources dedicated to identify workplaces without Occupational 
Health Committees and to ensure committees are established at these workplaces as required. The system places 
a priority on approaching the larger and 
higher-hazard industry employers. 
 
Occupational Health Committees perform an important role. The Provincial Auditor confirmed in his Spring 
2002 Report that the Department uses Occupational Health Committees as an efficient way to enforce 
workplace safety. 
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Since 1995, the Department has assisted in the establishment of 2,419 committees, or more than 300 each year. 
The Department, employers and workers continue to work together cooperatively and collaboratively to 
identify workplaces that require Occupational Health Committees. 

 
Mr. Allchurch asked the Government Question No. 492, which was answered by the Hon. Mr. Lautermilch: 

To the Minister of Industry and Resources: (1) Is it the 2002 policy of the provincial government to advise or 
require the FMA partners to only take hardwood forest products from the provincial forest? (2) If this policy is 
in place, is it designed to increase stumpage income for the province? (3) If not, what would be the reason? 

Answer: 
(1) The content of Forest Management Agreements (FMA) is established in law in The Forest Resources 

Management Act. In the interests of sound forest management and good economics, the province requires 
that both hardwood and softwood species be harvested simultaneously. Individual forest products 
manufacturers will have a preference for hardwood or softwood depending on their end product. The 
harvest is in effect sorted, with softwood directed primarily to sawmills and hardwood directed primarily to 
Oriented Strand Board and pulp mills.   

(2) Integrating the hardwood and softwood harvests is not related to stumpage. 
(3) The integration of both hardwood and softwood allows for good utilization of the forest resource and, at 

the same time, minimizes the cost of reforestation.  
 

Mr. Allchurch asked the Government Question No. 493, which was answered by the Hon. Mr. Belanger: 
To the Minister of Environment: (1) Is it the 2002 policy of the provincial government to advise or require the 
FMA partners to only take hardwood forest products from the provincial forest? (2) If this policy is in place, is 
it designed to increase stumpage income for the province? (3) If not, what would be the reason? 

Answer: 
(1) There is no 2002 government policy that requires Forest Management Agreement (FMA) companies to 

take only hardwood forest products from the provincial forest. Ideally, we want to achieve the optimum 
utilization of our sustainable forest resources, hardwood and softwood. Having said that, the terms of all 
existing FMAs in Saskatchewan require the utilization of both hardwood and softwood timber from a 
company’s management area. Recently, there have been Term Supply Licences negotiated with forest 
companies for the express purpose of utilizing surplus sustainable hardwood volumes in the province. 
Examples of the species-specific projects include the Tolko Oriented Strand Board Plant in Meadow Lake, 
and the proposed Northwest Communities value-added hardwood sawmill complex in Beauval. 

(2) Anytime that a forest company can process an underutilized sustainable resource, there will be stumpage to 
the province not previously realized. However, the real wealth to the province in utilizing our sustainable 
forest resources is created through job creation and community well-being. 

(3) Not applicable. 
 
Mr. Allchurch asked the Government Question No. 494, which was answered by the Hon. Mr. Osika: 

To the Minister of Government Relations: (1) What is the status of the proposed TLE land negotiations 
between the Pelican Lake First Nation and the Crown regarding the area west of Big River in the Otter Lake 
area?
