WHEREAS, it is expedient for causes and considerations to convene the 
Third Session of the Twenty-First Legislative Assembly of Our Province of 
Saskatchewan, WE DO WILL that you and each of you and all others in this 
behalf interested on WEDNESDAY, the EIGHTH day of MARCH, 1989 at2:00 
o'clock p.m., at Our City of Regina, personally be and appear for the 
DESPATCH OF BUSINESS, there to take into consideration the state and 
welfare of Our said Province of Saskatchewan and thereby to do as may seem 
necessary, HEREIN FAIL NOT. 

IN TESTIMONY WHEREOF we have caused the Great Seal of Our Province 
of Saskatchewan to be hereunto affixed. 

WITNESS: Our right trusty and well beloved the Honourable Sylvia Olga

Mr. Speaker informed the Assembly that he had received a communica­
tion from the Private Secretary to Her Honour the Lieutenant Governor 
stating that Her Honour would open the Session at 2:00 o'clock p.m. 
today, Wednesday, the Eighth day of March, 1989. 

2:03 o'clock p.m. 

Her Honour the Lieutenant Governor entered the Chamber and having 
taken her seat upon the Throne, was pleased to open the Session with the 
following speech: 

Mr. Speaker, 

Members of the Legislative Assembly, 

It is my privilege to welcome you to the Third Session of the Twenty-First Legislature. 

I am honoured to be here today to deliver, for my first time, the Speech from the Throne 
and to represent Her Majesty the Queen, at an event so central to our tradition of 
parliamentary democracy. 

SASKATCHEWAN IN THE WORLD 

Saskatchewan is founded on the strong determination, courage and perseverance of its 
people. We have worked together to adapt to each new challenge, often finding unique 
approaches to world-wide problems. 

My government has been an agent of change and progress. Innovative social and 
economic policies have provided a solid base to protect our people and promote growth for 
the future. 

My ministers are committed to building on this co-operative foundation to ensure our 
future prosperity and to continue to meet the needs of our citizens. It is especially critical 
that we be poised to take advantage of the global opportunities and challenges presented by 
new world trading patterns and rapidly expanding technology. 
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HEALTHY LIVING 

The protection of the health and well-being of the people of this province is the first 
priority of my government. Saskatchewan's reputation as a world leader in health care will 
be strengthened and excellence will be maintained. 

My government looks forward to the findings of the Saskatchewan Commission on 
Directions in Health Care. Professionals and the general public are responding to the 
Commission hearings and identifying changes required to meet the province's future health 
care needs. Many.creative ideas are being presented such as proposals to enhance the role 
of rural nurses as front-line medical personnel. Additional information from other sources 
such as the joint report of medical professionals and the government, which shows a 
marked increase in the utilization of health care services since 1977, will provide critical 
data for the consideration of the Commission. 

These and other findings will help us to plan appropriate health services for the next 
century. In the meantime, initial consultations of the Commission have raised crucial 
matters which we must not delay, such as specialization and community involvement in 
health care services. 

Through a voluntary CommunityCare program, communities will be encouraged to 
focus health services at the local level. Health boards and communities will identify, 
integrate and co-ordinate delivery of health services to meet their specific regional require­
ments. 

The integration of nursing homes and hospitals has proven to be an innovative delivery 
mechanism for comprehensive health services in rural areas. The expansion of integrated 
facilities will provide effective hospital services and the most efficient use of professional 
staff and resources. 

The new co-operative partnership of the Saskatoon hospitals will create centres of 
medical excellence for northern and central Saskatchewan. Measures my government has 
taken have already improved access to health services in Saskatoon. Twenty-five hundred 
more surgical procedures were performed in the past year. Additional action will be taken 
throughout the province to ensure that nurse staffing levels are increased. 

Such measures are important for the better co-ordination and utilization of our precious 
medical resources. These developments, along with other findings of the Commission, will 
provide directions for the future to maintain and improve the health care system. 

My ministers remain committed to strengthening rehabilitation services with facilities 
such as the new state-of-the-art Wascana Rehabilitation Centre, expanded rural community 
therapy and enhanced mental health rehabilitation programs. Improved treatment facilities 
for alcohol and drug abuse at both Whitespruce near Yorkton and the Calder Centre in 
Saskatoon will provide programs to help youth and adults recover from the devastating 
effects of addiction. 

New Year's Day marked a new era in health care administration. Saskatchewan Plastic 
Health Card technology simplifies patient accessibility to benefits, and improves manage­
ment for health care professionals and the government. The first application of the card 
constrains double doctoring and prescription drug abuse. In consultation with profession­
als, my government will build on this success and apply the technology to the management 
of other health services. 

My government knows that the best long-term answer to stress on our health care system 
is preventive programs and an increased role in assisting and encouraging people to stay 
healthy. In co-operation with voluntary groups and institutions, the EVERYONE WINS 
program will continue to promote healthy living for individuals and families. 
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As part of this commitment, a new screening program will be designed with the co­
operation of the Saskatchewan Cancer Foundation and others, to assist women to identify 
breast cancer at an early stage. The program will be available to women in high-risk groups 
throughout the province. 

Other preventive health programs will address seniors and northern residents. My 
government is very concerned about modern day threats to good health and will continue 
public education in the prevention of AIDS and drug and alcohol abuse. 

EDUCATION 

Saskatchewan students have always competed and been successful on a world-wide 
scale. The challenges of the future demand that we maintain our standards of excellence 
and prepare our youth to seize the unique opportunities of the twenty-first century. 

Last year, my government initiated measures to ensure that our students acquire basic 
skills in reading, writing and arithmetic. Creative thinking and computer literacy are also 
being emphasized so that students know how to adapt to the changing needs of the future. 
New developments in the areas of career counselling, business education and work 
experience will be incorporated into the educational process. 

Schools and teachers play a major role in the growth and development of our young 
people. We all have a responsibility to assist teachers in this critical task. Therefore, my 
government is seeking ways to increase parental involvement in the school system and 
improve communication and co-operation among schools, homes and communities. 

My Minister of Education will introduce new measures to encourage students to remain 
in high school and will work with parents and school boards to make every effort to lower 
the drop-out-rate. The goal is to have all students, as far as is possible, complete their 
secondary education. 

My government is committed to increasing educational opportunities. Regional col­
leges, universities and the Saskatchewan Institute of Applied Science and Technology 
deliver programs across the province. The availability of first and second-year university 
classes, outside of Regina and Saskatoon, will enhance educational choices in rural 
communities and improve access, at a lower cost, to students and their families. My 
government will seek the co-operation of the universities in the establishment of a credit 
transfer system to facilitate the movement of students between our universities. These 
measures will help to prepare students of all ages for the challenge of changing labour 
markets. 

Technology presents even greater opportunities to provide expanded access to educa­
tion. Through the Saskatchewan Communications Advanced Network, to be known as 
"SCAN", my government will deliver educational television by cable, fibre optics and 
satellite to all areas of the province. Distance learning technology will have a wide 
application as a learning tool for families and, in particular, will expand educational 
opportunities for women and single parents. Educational television will enable profession­
als, such as nurses, to maintain and improve their qualifications without leaving home. 
Health, agricultural, business, and cultural programming will be provided on this network 
to meet the information needs and interests of all segments of the population. 

Saskatchewan's future role in the world points to the importance of communication skills 
in international languages. The Language Training Institute at the University of Regina will 
expand on the Summer Centre for International Languages Study to provide basic and 
advanced training in the key trade languages of Europe, Asia and Latin America. 
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FAMILY SUPPORT AND CHILDREN 

The protection of individuals, families and children is the foundation upon which my 
government's policy agenda is built. 

My ministers' commitment to family support and child protection will be highlighted in 
The Child and Family Services Act and The Children's Law Act. 

My government recognizes the critical role of foster parents in providing a supportive 
family environment for children in need. In co-operation with the Saskatchewan Foster 
Parents' Association, the foster care program is being restructured to provide a comprehen­
sive, standardized training program for foster parents with a compensation system to reflect 
skills and training levels. 

A new Adoption Act will expand the open adoption service and enhance adoption 
alternatives. The Child Care Act will address services for infant care and for children of 
teen-parents with a continued emphasis on parental involvement. Recognizing differences 
in child care needs, my government will introduce a range of options for working parents 
and rural families. 

The Community Living Plan will enter its third phase this year. More residential programs 
and vocational opportunities will be established in communities throughout Saskatch­
ewan. The unique partnership with the Saskatchewan Association for Community Living 
will be continued. My government's policy of integrating the disabled into the community 
enhances rehabilitation and the quality of life for all concerned. 

The successful partnership with the Saskatchewan Association of Rehabilitation Centres 
demonstrates the valuable contribution the disabled can make when given the opportunity 
to demonstrate their abilities. To protect those who are unable to take care of themselves 
you will be asked to consider guardianship legislation. The mentally disabled will be 
protected from discrimination by amendments to The Saskatchewan Human Rights Code. 

Welfare reform initiatives introduced by my government will continue. Emphasis will be 
placed on work search training and job placement for all employable clients of the welfare 
system. Parents will receive training in proper nutrition, parental skill development, and 
consumer life skills. 

The New Careers Corporation will provide more innovative work training projects in the 
north and elsewhere. The recent Cumberland House agreement also provides a model for 
future co-operation in the north. My ministers will continue to participate with northern 
communities and the mining industry in a range of social and economic initiatives, 
including community agreements and resource development. 

My government maintains its leadership role in interprovincial matters and has placed 
family issues on the top of the national agenda. Saskatchewan will host a national sympo­
sium on the family'this summer which will focus on diversity, change and stress in modern 
family life. 

QUALITY OF LIFE 

Protection for the people of Saskatchewan extends beyond basic needs to include public 
safety and the quality of life. 

Alcohol, illicit drugs and the crimes associated with them impose heavy cost in wasted 
human potential, family stress, injury and death. My government will build on effective 
awareness programs to combat the use of drugs. It will encourage the involvement of 
parents, teachers, law enforcement agencies and the general public to help our youth 
confront modern day threats to their health and well-being. 
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Protecting our people from crime, while caring for victims and rehabilitating offenders, 
are matters of concern. My government will co-operate with communities to seek alterna­
tives to incarceration for non-violent crime. Skill training programs will be pursued as a 
constructive use of funds in the rehabilitation of offenders. Legislation will be placed before 
you to provide for services and recovery options for the victims of crime. 

The protection of workers is key to the maintenance of the labour force and, for this 
reason, my government will undertake a public review of The Occupational Health and 
Safety Act this year. Legislation which addresses the rights and obligations of employers, 
unions and employees, and enhanced working conditions for part-time workers will be 
placed before you. 

Legislation will also be introduced to implement the federal-provincial consensus on 
pension reform. Amendments include increased eligibility, improved survivor benefits, and 
greater portability. 

My government was the first in North America to introduce a pension plan for homemak­
ers, part-time workers and the self-employed. Our people, particularly women, have been 
quick to recognize the value of this initiative as an important building block for their future 
security. The Plan has forty-seven thousand members of whom 80% are women and 40% 
are homemakers. You will be asked to consider legislation to improve and add flexibility to 
the Saskatchewan Pension Plan. 

My ministers' efforts to protect senior citizens will continue. Special attention will be 
paid to the changing housing and health care needs of seniors and to maintaining independ­
ence for as long as possible. My government is committed to building more enriched 
housing units as a preferable and efficient alternative to long-term care facilities. Seniors in 
Saskatchewan will receive the support necessary to allow them to live with dignity and 
independence. 

Seniors represent a wealth of expertise upon which the province is building. Seniors 
teaching other seniors is but one example in a wide range of voluntary effort. My ministers 
will encourage seniors to participate actively in various community activities and will 
provide them with the opportunity to contribute whenever possible. 

ENVIRONMENT 

The protection and enhancement of our global environment depends on the active 
participation of government, the private sector, local communities and individuals. People 
world-wide share this responsibility. 

My government has improved the regulation of mines, and mine waste containment 
systems have been installed at all Saskatchewan mines. In addition, mining companies are 
now required to undertake on-going reclamation of mined land. 

My government also introduced a new Clear Air Act to control air emissions from 
industrial plants in the province and to protect against pollutants which contribute to acid 
rain. My government's commitment to this problem will be demonstrated by the introduc­
tion of the most up-to-date environmental technology in the new Shand power plant. My 
government will introduce new legislation to complement the initiatives of the federal and 
other provincial governments to protect the earth's ozone layer. In addition, legislation will 
be also be placed before you to increase fines levied under our existing provincial environ­
mental statutes. 
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We must find new and innovative ways of dealing with environmental matters. My 
government has led the way in the development of an aluminum can waste.recycling 
program which is already serving as a model for other provinces and states. This initiative 
has led to a co-operative approach among the four western provinces to find additional 
mechanisms to deal with other recycled products. Legislation will also be introduced to 
allow a tax on environmentally-unsafe products to encourage industry to develop environ­
mentally-sensitive technology for the delivery of these products. 

The management and enhancement of our environment requires that we develop a 
long-term comprehensive strategy which must integrate economic decisions. For this 
reason, my government is committed to a Saskatchewan Round Table on the Environment 
and the Economy which will meet for the first time this spring. 

In co-operation with our universities and high-tech industries, my government will be 
undertaking new initiatives to deal with a number of important environmental issues 
including the management of hazardous waste, pesticide container disposal and biological 
agents in farming. 

My ministers are pursuing a water management and irrigation strategy which pays 
specific attention to drought control and soil management. The Luck Lake project, with a 
projected capacity for 30,000 acres, will be pumping water for the first time this spring and a 
similar state-of-the-art irrigation project is proceeding at Riverhurst. In addition, my govern­
ment will enter into a major Accord on Soil and Water Conservation and Development with 
the federal government. 

My government remains committed to the preservation of our natural surroundings 
which add quality to all our lives. The recent creation of the Saskatchewan Upland 
Protection Enhancement and Restoration program and the Integrated Forestry Wildlife 
Habitat project will co-ordinate new and existing conservation programs to protect natural 
resources, waterfowl, fish and other wildlife in our province. The Saskatchewan Wildlife 
Federation, Weyerhaeuser Canada Limited, Wildlife Habitat Canada and the Saskatch­
ewan Natural History Society will be partners in these new environmental endeavours. 
Legislation will be placed before you to facilitate the creation of the Grasslands National 
Park in southwest Saskatchewan. 

My government will increase the promotion of Saskatchewan tourism at home and 
through our overseas offices. Communities will be encouraged to participate in Saskatch­
ewan's tourism industry. Theme holidays, northern adventures and cultural events will be 
highlighted. The province will host the Canada Summer Games this year, an event which 
will attract many visitors to Saskatchewan and enhance our profile in the sports world. 

My ministers will also present legislation to establish Wanuskewin Provincial Heritage 
Park. The unique sites of our province's pre-history - older than the Pyramids of Egypt­
will draw visitors and international specialists. These resources will be developed as a 
first-class tourist facility yet serve as a reminder of our unique heritage and as a valuable 
educational resource. 

The successful development of our Provincial Parks, in co-operation with communities 
and the private sector, will be continued with tourist destination potential as the goal. 

THE ECONOMY 

Agriculture remains the foundation of the provincial economy. The impact of the drought 
of the last year cannot be underestimated. My government responded by introducing feed 
and drought relief programs to ease the worst financial difficulties faced by farmers and 
ranchers. This winter's snowfall, coupled with better world grain prices, is cause for some 
optimism in Saskatchewan rural communities.

Legislation for protection and mediation services for farmers was consolidated last year 
in The Saskatchewan Farm Security Act. In this session, you will be asked to consider 
consolidating farm finance legislation with new and innovative farm financing options. The 
Farm Finance Act will expand the mandate of the Agricultural Credit Corporation of 
Saskatchewan to provide loans to producers to purchase their home quarter and to 
re-establish viable farm operations. A pilot project on equity financing will also be intro­
duced. These measures will present alternative means of stabilizing the financial status of 
many young producers. 

A new Department of Agriculture and Food will provide a mechanism for moving 
Saskatchewan into the agri-food sector. Employment in agriculture will expand as we build 
on our grain and livestock base by processing agricultural products for consumption here 
and internationally. Saskatchewan will grow, process, package, market and ship products 
to consumers in traditional and emerging markets throughout the world. This is a natural 
expansion of our efforts to capture new markets for crops and livestock while diversifying 
the agricultural economy. 

The Agricultural Development Fund will be extended and strengthened. The Fund will 
be mandated to co-operate with the private sector in agriculture biotechnology research. 
With the recent establishment of Ag West Biotech my government will focus on applied 
technology in agriculture. An enhanced Centre for Agricultural Medicine at the University 
of Saskatchewan will have new capacity to respond to the specific medical problems of the 
farm chemical sector such as toxicity, chemical handling and related diseases. 

Legislation will also be introduced to consolidate existing agricultural activities in 
regulation and inspection, covering areas such as livestock and crop production, chemicals 
and pest control. 

The historic signing of the Canada-USA Free Trade Agreement marks the beginning of an 
exciting new growth period forthe economy of this province and the nation. The Free Trade 
Agreement is important for the province since almost forty per cent of Saskatchewan 
products are sold to our closest neighbour. 

The province continues to look outward to pursue world-wide trade and investment 
opportunities. My First Minister recently strengthened our links with the Asia-Pacific 
market. Interest in buying our agricultural products, natural resources, rural gas technology, 
and fibre optic telecommunications is expanding. This is a rapidly growing market with 
trade opportunities which cannot be ignored. My government will continue to promote 
Saskatchewan and our export sector. Measures will be introduced to better equip our 
businesses to compete internationally. 

Saskatchewan has a large stake in the successful resolution of the current Uruguay round 
of trade liberalization measures. My government must continue to promote our interests in 
the GATT and multilateral trade negotiations with the European Community, the USA and 
the Asia-Pacific Rim. My First Minister is seeking more joint ventures to position Saskatch­
ewan to take full advantage of the trade opportunities in the Asia-Pacific Rim today, and the 
opportunities to be created by the 1992 European trade bloc. 

My government will work with small business to develop a Business Loan Associations 
Guarantee Program to improve access to credit. In addition a broader range of financial 
services will be made available to small businesses to further take advantage of export 
opportunities. 

The public, private and co-operative sectors all contribute to the building and diversifica­
tion of Saskatchewan. Examples include the partnership in the NewGrade Energy Heavy 
Oi I Upgrader, rural gasification through SaskPower and the development of our high-tech 
industries by private, co-operative and public sector companies. 
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Saskatchewan's natural resource sector is in an excellent position to take advantage of 
the changing demands of international markets. Planned gas well development will gener­
ate new economic activity and ensure our continued self-sufficiency in, and sales of, 
natural gas. Potash production and sales are expanding and opportunities in Saskatch­
ewan's mining industry are increasing. 

My government remains committed to the decentralization of services through the 
province. The Rural Service Network has already proven a valuable stimulus to rural 
economic development. Rural development corporations and municipalities will provide 
further opportunities for diversification in rural areas. 

The Buy Saskatchewan program will maximize the opportunity for local business to 
compete on private, government, and Crown corporation-sponsored projects. A wide 
range of new product lines such as hospital beds, motorized kitchens for the disabled, metal 
fabricated products and Saskatchewan-made furniture have been created. The program 
will also promote the range of opportunities available for the supply of government services 
by all small businesses in the province. 

Public Participation will continue to chart a new course for economic growth, diversi­
fication and job creation in Saskatchewan. Designed to meet the specific needs of our 
province, it expands upon our history of co-operative ownership in business, community 
involvement and the delivery of public services. 

Public participation initiatives through employee ownership, such as the Meadow Lake 
Sawmill, will be further encouraged. New savings opportunities in Crown Corporation 
bonds allow Saskatchewan families to save locally while earning a favourable return and 
bu i Id i ng economic activity in the pro vi nee. Pub I ic participation is leading to the creation of 
a capital market in Saskatchewan which mobilizes local savings rather than borrowing only 
from international finance markets at high interest rates. 

My Ministers will prepare for public share offerings in several ofourCrown Corporations 
including the Potash Corporation of Saskatchewan, SaskEnergy, and the general insurance 
business of Saskatchewan Government Insurance. Legislation relating to these initiatives 
will be placed before you for your consideration. 

THE FUTURE 

The Future Corporation has been established to highlight Saskatchewan's contribution to 
world development in new inventions, ideas and products. The Future Corporation will 
focus upon Saskatchewan's role as a quality producer of high technology and the applica­
tion of technology to change and development. This initiative enables communities and 
individuals to participate in the plan for our future as we launch Saskatchewan in the World 
and into the twenty-first century. 

I am pleased that, at this time, Their Royal Highnesses the Duke and Duchess of York 
have accepted our invitation to visit Saskatchewan. Prince Andrew and Sarah, Duchess of 
York, plan to spend five days in our province in July. The focus of their tour will be on 
children, our native peoples, and the north. I know that the people of Saskatchewan will 
extend a warm welcome to our Royal Visitors. 

Our province is well-placed, with forward and outward-looking policies, to meet the 
challenges of the future. My government will continue to protect the citizens of this 
province while acting as an agent of change for economic growth and social progress. 

My government's priorities for this Session are health, education, agriculture, the en­
vironment, families and children. Economic development and diversification of Saskatch­
ewan will contribute to the development of these priorities. 
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I leave you now to the business of the Session, with full confidence that you will 
favourably discharge your duties and responsibilities. 

May Divine Providence continue to bless our province and guide this Legislature in all its 
deliberations.

He supported 
many organizations, including the Jaycees, the Saskatchewan Wildlife 
Federation, Saskatchewan Ski Association, Saskatchewan Motor Club, 
Royal Canadian Legion and the Outdoor Writers of Canada, to name a 
few. As Saskatchewan's fifteenth Lieutenant Governor Mr. McIntosh took 
a special interest in rural Saskatchewan, education and the province's 
cultural groups. He will also be remembered for his commitment to 
national unity and the monarchy.

Better known as 
Toby, Mr. Nollet was born at Sentinel Butte, North Dakota on November 
18, 1898. He was educated at St. Thomas College, St. Paul, Minnesota. 
During the First World War he enlisted in the American Army and served 
overseas as a non-commissioned officer. After the war Mr. Nollet and his 
father immigrated to Canada, first to British Columbia and then in 1921 to 
Saskatchewan. The Nollets established a ranch at Freemont. In 1933 he 
married Peggy Chicilo of Gier.wood City, Wisconsin. Mr. Nollet belonged 
to the Wheat Pool, various co-operative associations and the Royal Cana­
dian Legion. He began his public life as Reeve of Hillsdale, being elected 
three times. In 1941 he ran unsuccessfully as a candidate for the federal 
seat of The Battlefords constituency. In 1944 he was elected to this 
Assembly and named deputy speaker. In 1946 he was appointed Minister 
of Agriculture, a post he held continuously for the next 18 and a half years. 
When he retired from politics in 1967 he moved to Kelowna. 

JOHN HARROP, who died in Creston, British Columbia on September 
22, 1988, was a Member of this Legislative Assembly for the constituency 
of Athabasca from 1956 to 1960. He was born in Alameda in 1910 and 
married Myrtle Salter in 1938. Mr. Harrop was an accountant and began 
his career with the Saskatchewan Wheat Pool in 1927. After losing his job 
during the Depression he joined the CCF Research Bureau. In the late 
1930s he was accountant and treasurer for the Regina Co-operative 
Association. He served five years with the RCAF during the war and 
returned to his accounting profession in 1946. After moving to Uranium 
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City in 1953 to manage a hotel, Mr. Harrop entered politics and was 
elected in 1956. In 1960 he did not seek re-election and moved to 
Ontario. Soon after he returned to Saskatchewan to work for the Saskatch­
ewan Power Corporation where he remained employed until his retire­
ment in 1975. Mr. Harrop was an avid golfer and curler. He belonged to 
many sporting clubs. 

ARTHUR T. STONE, who died December 31, 1988, was a Member of 
this Legislative Assembly representing the constituency of Saskatoon City 
from 1944 to 1964. He was born on October 18, 1897 in Croydon 
England where he graduated from Selhurst Grammar School. In 1913 he 
immigrated with his parents to Saskatoon. He worked for the Grand Trunk 
Pacific Railway before moving to Winnipeg to apprentice as a machinist. 
In 1921 he married Kathleen Walking and returned to Saskatoon to work 
for the Canadian National Railroad. He was active with the Railroad 
machinists' union and was elected vice-president of the Saskatchewan 
Trades and Labour Council. Beginning in 1944, he won the Saskatoon city 
seat in this Assembly five consecutive times. In his youth Mr. Stone was a 
noted soccer player. He was an avid golfer and enjoyed gardening. After 
he retired in 1964, Mr. Stone did much community work. 

J. HERBERT STAVELEY, who died in Victoria, British Columbia on 
January 6, 1989, was a Member of this Legislature for the constituency of 
Weyburn from 1961 to 1964. Mr. Staveley was born in 1909. He received 
his education in Weyburn where he won a Governor General's Gold 
Medal for academic excellence. After graduating he took a position with 
the Staveley family business. Mr. Staveley was a member of the Saskatch­
ewan Institute of Agrologists and the Agricultural Institute of Canada. He 
was a Mason and a prominent member of the Presbyterian Church in 
Weyburn. As well, he was a very active executive member of a variety of 
community organizations. Mr. Staveley served as Chairman of the 
Weyburn Hospital Board. He was an alderman before being elected as 
Mayor. He was involved with the Saskatchewan Urban Municipalities 
Association. Mr. Staveley was elected to this Legislature in a by-election in 
1961. After retiring, Mr. Staveley moved to Calgary in 1972, where he 
resided at the time of his passing.

On Friday, a point of order was raised by the Member for Regina Elphinstone stating that 
the ministerial statement of the Minister of Health was out oforder on the grounds that it was 
too long and contained no new information on Government policy. I have now had an 
opportunity to review the verbatim record. 

There are numerous precedents of this Assembly which clearly set out the guidelines for 
ministerial statements. I refer Members to the following citations and precedents: 

Beauchesne's Parliamentary Rules and Forms, Fifth Edition, c. 262: 

The Speaker has emphasized that both the Government and Opposition contribu­
tions should be brief and factual. The purpose of the ministerial statement is to 
convey information, not to encourage debate. 

Standing Order 7 5 of the House of Commons: 

On statements by Minister ... a Minister of the Crown may make a short factual 
announcement or statement of government policy. 

Journals of the Legislative Assembly of Saskatchewan, ruling of April 4, 1979: 

The purpose of a ministerial statement is to provide an opportunity for statements on 
government policy and administration. 

March 9, 1983: 

Ministerial statements should be brief, factual and not of a nature to promote debate. 

June 10, 1988: 

I would suggest that the Premier's statement yesterday was of a similar nature - of 
significant provincial interest but the statement did not announce new or existing 
Government initiatives which pertain to the problem. I once more caution Ministers 
that statements should be brief and not lengthy in nature. 
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Based on the above guidelines, I find that the ministerial statement made by the Minister 
of Health was out of order because it did not convey information on new government 
initiatives. 

The Chair is concerned that when the Rules are not followed, the time for ministerial 
statements degenerates into a debate which is totally out of order as there is no motion 
before the Assembly. In future, I remind Ministers that they must demonstrate the validity of 
their ministerial statement very early in the statement or the Chair will be forced to 
intervene.

Last evening the Member for Saskatoon Nutana rose on what, in fact, was a point of 
order. She invoked Rule 26 and claimed the Member from Cut Knife-Lloydminster had used 
insulting language while speaking in the budget debate. She said that at several points 
during his remarks he referred to an Honourable Member as "a little woman" or "a little 
lady." I have had a chance to review the verbatim transcript and I find the point of order is 
well taken. I agree that expressions which are patronizing, however mild, can be offensive 
and ought to be avoided in this Assembly. 

When this matter was originally raised the Member for Cut Knife-Lloydminster attempted 
to apologize and withdraw the offensive remarks. Unfortunately however, his apology 
proved not to be satisfactory. When a Member tries to qualify a withdrawal it is never 
acceptable to the House. Often then, the situation unfortunately becomes worse. Therefore, 
I now ask the Member for Cut Knife-Lloydminster to withdraw the offensive remarks so that 
the House can get on with its business.

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Mr. Walker met Rosa Nagel, also a school teacher, whom he married in 
1941. In 1942 he joined the Royal Canadian Air Force and served as a 
wireless operator. After the war he studied law at the University of Sas­
katchewan and in 1951 was admitted to the Saskatchewan Bar. Mr. 
Walker practised law in Sutherland, but not before winning a seat in the 
1948 provincial general election. At the time, he was still a law student. 
Except for a brief period in 1964, Mr. Walker held the Hanley seat 
continuously until 1967. Mr. Walker had a distinguished political career. 
Between 1956 and 1964 he held the positions of Attorney General and 
Provincial Secretary. After leaving politics; Mr. Walker returned to practis­
ing law. He served on the Board of Governors of the University of 
Saskatchewan for five years. In 1984, he retired and moved from Saska­
toon to Victoria.

STATEMENT BY MR. SPEAKER 

A notice regarding this matter proposed for priority of debate was received in the Clerk's 
Office at 11 :30 a.m. today, for which I thank the Honourable Member. I refer all Honour­
able Members to Rule 17(6) which states that the matter proposed for an urgent debate must 
be in order and of urgent public importance. I have no doubt in judging this matter to be 
serious and important since the subject raised by the Honourable Member involves the 
ability of an officer of this Assembly to perform his duties adequately. 

The first question which must be answered however, is whether it is urgent for the 
Assembly to set aside its regular business to discuss this matter now. It has been frequently 
ruled in this Assembly that, and I quote: 
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The fundamental principle underlying Rule 17 was to provide an opportunity within 
a proper framework of parliamentary procedure, where none otherwise existed, for 
the immediate discussion of any matter deemed to be of such urgency and import­
ance that all of the normal or special business of the Assembly should be put to one 
side in order to provide complete right-of-way to a discussion of one specific 
particular subject. 

I refer all Members to previous rulings in the Journals of the Legislative Assembly of 
Saskatchewan. Rulings on priority of debates have always considered whether an ordinary 
parliamentary opportunity to debate the matter will occur shortly or in time. The notice for 
priority of debate has not satisfactorily demonstrated the urgency of setting aside the usual 
business of the Assembly in order to debate this matter today, rather than placing it on the 
Order Paper in the usual fashion. As well, in this particular case, the Standing Committee on 
Public Accounts could at this time debate this matter within its normal terms of reference. 

Furthermore, I have examined the request in view of the restrictions outlined in Rule 
17(10). Since the matter raised deals with the ability of an officer of the House to fulfill his 
duties, a subject which could involve a question of privilege, I find that under Rule 17(1 0)(e) 
the question ought not to be considered under the priority of debate rule. Rule 17(1 0)(e) 
states: 

(e) the motion must not raise a question of privilege. 

For the above reasons I am unable to grant the Honourable Member's request for a 
priority of debate. 

The Member for Regina Elphinstone rose on a question of privilege 
pursuant to Rule 6(2). Mr. Speaker waived notice and deferred his ruling.

ST A TEMENT BY MR. SPEAKER 

Yesterday, the Member for Regina Elphinstone raised a question of privilege concerning 
certain statements made by the Provincial Auditor in his 1988 Annual Report. The Mem­
ber's case of privilege reflected the Auditor's charge that he has been obstructed from doing 
his duty to this Legislative Assembly. At that time I waived the normal required period of 
notice and allowed various Members to address the case presented by the Member for 
Regina Elphinstone. I deferred my ruling in order to consider the case itself and the related 
comments of Members. 
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Before ruling, I would like to point out that a long series of Speakers' rulings have 
established the practice of this Assembly with regard to privilege. In summary, Members 
should realize that it is not the role of the Speaker to decide if a breach of privilege has been 
committed. This is a question only the House can decide. It is my role to decide whether a 
prima facie case of privilege has been established by the Member for Regina Elphinstone 
which would justify giving this matter precedence over all other business of the House. 

The Provincial Auditor Act defines the Auditor as an officer of the Assembly. It is clear 
that officers of the Assembly are entitled to the protections outlined in Erskine May's 
Parliamentary Practice, Twentieth Edition, p. 162, which states: 

Both Houses will treat as breaches of their privileges, not only acts directly tending to 
obstruct their officers in the execution of their duty, but also any conduct which may 
tend to deter them from doing their duty in the future. 

It is readily apparent from this quotation that anything that tends to impede an officer 
from conducting his duty can be construed as a form of obstruction. 

In the arguments presented yesterday, two distinct points were raised under the same 
question of privilege. The first matter raised by the Member for Regina Elphinstone concerns 
the obstruction claimed by the Provincial Auditor, as cited in his latest Annual Report. The 
second issue relates to comments made about the Provincial Auditor by the Minister of 
Justice; indeed, the Member for Regina Lakeview claimed the Minister's comments 
amounted to intimidation, which she said undermined the Auditor's credibility. In my view, 
the words quoted were not in themselves sufficient to constitute an interference with the 
officer's ability to carry out his duties. I therefore find that this second matter does not 
constitute a question of privilege. 

I now want to deal with the first issue raised which is the claim that the Provincial Auditor 
has been impeded in the performance of his duties. This is an extremely serious matter. In 
order for Members to adequately fulfill their responsibilities as elected representatives of the 
people, they must be able to rely on the services of those officials whose duty, by law, is to 
provide Members with information necessary to the functioning of the House. The claim 
being made is that the Provincial Auditor has been interfered with in the performance of his 
functions. It is the responsibility of the House to determine whether there has been 
obstruction in this case. In order to clarify this important issue, and in light of the representa­
tions made yesterday, I believe that I must give the Assembly the opportunity to debate and 
determine whether a breach of privilege has indeed taken place. I therefore rule that, on the 
face of it, a sufficient case has been made to justify the Assembly dealing with this matter at 
this time, and I thereby place the matter in the hands of the Assembly.

STATEMENT BY MR. SPEAKER 

At 10:30 a.m. today I received notice for a point of privilege for which I thank the 
Honourable Member for Quill Lakes. I have had an opportunity to examine the matter 
raised and I am prepared to make a statement. 

The case made by the Member charges the Minister of Justice with a deliberate attack on 
the professional conduct and integrity of the Provincial Auditor. The Member cites remarks 
made by the Minister during Oral Question Period on Friday, May 19th. I remind all 
Members that the Provincial Auditor is an officer of this Legislative Assembly and conse­
quently he is protected by its privileges. I don't intend to outline those privileges here again 
but simply refer Members to my statement of May 19th. 

Before making my ruling, however, I must repeat the following: It is not the role of the 
Speaker to decide if a breach of privilege has been committed. This is a question only the 
House can decide. It is my role to decide whether a prima facie case of privilege has been 
established which would justify the matter taking precedence over the normal business of 
the House. I now turn to the case presented by the Member for Quill Lakes. 

This question rests on the statements by the Minister of Justice last Friday and the 
interpretations put on them. The Chair is not in the position of deciding whether any 
particular interpretation in this case is valid or not, nor is the House in that position without 
proper reference to a substantive motion or motion of censure. Simply put, charges can not 
be brought against an officer of the House incidentally in the midst of other proceedings. I 
refer Members to the principle outlined in Erskine May's Parliamentary Practice, 20th 
Edition, p. 378: 

... no charge of a personal character can be raised, save upon a direct and substantive 
motion to that effect. 
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If the Minister has a grievance against the Provincial Auditor it should have been put to 
the Assembly by the proper means. In the absence of a substantive motion, I must look at 
this case strictly from the perspective of whether the remarks of the Minister might constitute 
a reflection on the Provincial Auditor that could interfere with his ability to carry out his 
statutory duties. In isolation, the remarks of the Minister contain allegations which could 
undermine the personal credibility and professionalism of the Provincial Auditor. I reiterate 
that it is the duty of the House to protect its officers. I refer Members to a ruling of the House 
dated June 24, 1987: 

It is vital, if parliament is to get fair and impartial service from its officers, that these 
officers must be defended from intimidation while conducting their duties. Critical 
comments attacking the competence of and credibility of an individual can be 
construed as a form of obstruction. 

Because, on the face of it, the officer's capacity to carry out his duties might be inhibited I 
find that this matter is serious enough to warrant the House setting aside its other business to 
deal with this issue now. 

Since it is not the Speaker's role to determine if a breach of privilege has indeed taken 
place, and since the House has the right to seek further information, and that is the decision 
of the House, I now leave it up to the Assembly to determine if a breach of privilege has in 
fact been made.

The amendment deals with the reference of certain documents to the Public Accounts 
Committee for review but does not demonstrate the relevance of this action to the deter­
mination of the question of privilege which is central to the main motion. 

The Public Accounts Committee has no role to play in investigating_or determining 
whether a matter is a breach of privilege. The amendment does not give the Public Accounts 
Committee any authority to consider the matter of privilege. 

I therefore find the amendment to be out of order on the grounds of relevance.

He eventually took over the Meakes family farm and raised pure-bred 
shorthorn cattle. In 1943 he married Mary Luthi of Punnichy who prede­
ceased him in 1965. As a young man during the Thirties, Frank Meakes 
became interested in the Co-operative movement. He was president of the 
lestock Co-op for many years and a founding member of the lestock 
Credit Union. He also served on the board of his local Saskatchewan 
Wheat Pool committee. In 1962 he became Minister of Co-operation and 
Co-operative Development, a post he held until 1964. As an elected 
member, Mr. Meakes was noted for his devotion to parliament by his near 
perfect attendance record in this Chamber. He served this Assembly as 
Deputy Speaker from 1961 until the time he was named to Cabinet. After 
retirement, Mr. Meakes continued to be active in the communities where 
he lived. He is survived by his second wife Margaret. 

In recording its own deep sense of loss and bereavement, this Assembly 
expresses its most sincere sympathy with members of the bereaved family.

STATEMENT BY MR. DEPUTY SPEAKER 

A notice regarding the proposed matter for Priority of Debate was received in the Clerk's 
office at 11 :57 a.m. today, for which I thank the Honourable Member for Humboldt. I have 
had time to carefully consider the case made on this important matter. 

Two areas of concern arise from the Member's case. The matter raised for debate must be 
an urgent and recent occurrence. I refer Honourable Members to a precedent of this House 
dated November 29, 1974, which stated: "The fact that a grievance is continuing is not 
sufficient if it is not a recent occurrence. If the facts have only been recently revealed, that 
does not make the occurrence recent." Clearly, this is an important issue but it is also an 
on-going problem. Recent figures on farm foreclosure are not in themselves sufficient to 
give this matter Priority of Debate. 

Secondly, Rule 17 (10) (d) states: "The motion must not anticipate a matter which has 
been previously appointed for consideration by the Assembly ... " I point out to Honourable 
Members that other opportunities currently exist to debate this matter. Debate touching this 
issue is already in progress and Members have had, and will continue to have, opportunity 
to debate the problem and the solutions as pertinent items are called from the Order Paper. 
In addition to this, the Assembly has on the Order Paper a Bill that deals with the issue of 
foreclosure. 

For these reasons I find that the matter raised by the Honourable Member does not fulfill 
the requirements for a Priority of Debate under Rule 17 today.

Prior to the noon hour recess, and also before the dinner recess, it was apparent that 
Members were unclear about the rules of relevancy and repetition and about the role of the 
Chair in applying these rules. 

Let me first remind Members about the purpose of debate. The purpose of debate is to air 
all the arguments on all sides of an issue to enable the House to come to a decision on a 
question. 

There is no support whatsoever in parliamentary authorities or in parliamentary practice 
in this or in any other Westminster-style Parliament for the contention that every Member 
has the right before a decision can be reached, to speak to his or her constituents by 
repeating arguments and offering information in support of those arguments, raised pre­
viously by other Members. There is no such right. A report sanctioned by the House of 
Commons in Ottawa supports this: HThe freedom of debate enjoyed by Members does not 

· extend to the right to repeat arguments that have already been heard (p.63 Procedural Paper 
No. 2, Rules Respecting Repetition and Relevance in Debate). However, Speakers have 
been.and will be lenient in interpreting the rules regarding relevance and repetition in order 
noMo unfairly curtail debate. 
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In this regard I bring to the attention of the House just one example: in this current debate 
on second reading of Bill 20, at least ten Members have spoken at length on the issue of and 
history of potash royalties and revenues. 

While much latitude has been allowed with respect to relevance and repetition in this 
and other debates, I want to indicate to Members the principles underlying the existence of 
the rule. The present rule was originally adopted in Britain in the late 19th Century for the 
purpose of dealing with the obstruction of the Irish Nationalists. 

The purpose of the rule is not to unduly restrict debate but is to prevent attempts to block 
the House from reaching a decision. I refer Members to the precis of procedure (Second 
Edition), House of Commons of Canada, page 76: 

The rule prohibiting repetition is designed primarily to safeguard the right of the 
House to reach a decision. An impediment to this right, such as an inefficient use of 
the time of the House, constitutes a violation of the rule sufficient to call a Member to 
order. (A Member's reading letters, even in support of his or her argument, has been 
ruled an inefficient use of the time of the House.) A Member may be called to order 
for at least two other transgressions of the rule against repetition: (A) a Member may 
not refer to a decision or vote by the House in the same session; (B) a Member may 
not repeat the words nor duplicate the substance of an argument raised previously on 
the same question, whether by that Member or by another Member. This latter 
restriction applies to Members' remarks only within the same stage of debate; in the 
case of a bill, however, arguments advanced at one stage may legitimately be 
presented again at another stage. 

In this vein, I also quote the Speaker of the House of Commons who stated on April 19, 
1956: 

All our rules are made to the effect that there should not be any duplication of debate 
nor any repetition inside the same debate. That is why we cannot make the same 
motion twice in the House. This is why, once a matter has been disposed of, we 
cannot come back to it in the same session. This is the spirit of all our rules ... 

Rule 18 and Rule 25(2) clearly indicates the Speaker's responsibility in applying these 
rules. I also want to remind Members that the role of the Chair in interpreting the rules that 
the House has laid down for itself must be respected and that debate on rulings of the Chair 
is not permitted. We have dealt with this before the dinner break where I quoted a relevant 
ruling by a former Speaker on April 24, 1978 and I continue as follows: 

I am sure that all Hon. Members will agree that the rules were developed and written 
over the years by Members for their own guidance. It is the role of the Chair to 
interpretthe rules and practices of the Assembly as fairly as possible. If the rules of the 
Assembly are continually being breached by Members, this will only lower the 
respect due to this Assembly and all of its Members. I therefore urge all Hon. 
Members to first follow the rules as conscientiously as possible and secondly, not 
involve the Chair in a debate over procedure on the floor of the Assembly. 

I once again request all Members to keep in mind the principles underlying the rules 
regarding relevance and repetition - to secure the transaction of public business and to 
enable Members to express their opinions without an unnecessary waste of time.

Mr. Speaker, 

Members of the Legislative Assembly 

It is my duty to discharge you from further attendance at the Third Session of the Twenty-First 
Legislature. In relieving you of further attendance I would like to congratulate you on the work 
that you have successfully completed. 

At the opening of this Third Session, my Government emphasized its commitment to continue to 
protect the Province's citizens, to continue to act as an agent of change for the Economic 
Development and Diversification of the Province, and to encourage the citizens of Saskatchewan 
to share in and participate in building and developing a prosperous province. 

You have passed legislation which protects farmers' rights and which offers farmers further 
financial options in time of depressed prices and reduced cash flows. The importance of these 
measures to the agricultural sector has been reinforced by the continuing devastating effects of 
drought, high interest rates, and the economic crisis that has been created by international grain 
wars. 

The Potash Corporation of Saskatchewan Reorganization Act will provide individual residents of 
Saskatchewan with an opportunity to invest capital and share in the potash industry transferring 
the assets of the corporation to a share capital corporation, this undertaking will permit residents 
of the province to participate in the economic growth of a world potash producer through the 
acquisition of shares and bonds, 

You have enacted legislation with respect to the development of human potential. The new 
Adoption Act and The Child and Family Services Act will continue to protect and expand the 
rights of children in the province. The Child Care Act provides a framework for a child care 
program in the province, You also passed legislation to protect individual rights and allow for the 
development of the potential of human abilities. Amendments to The Saskatchewan Human 
Rights Code extend protection to individuals with disabilities whether they be caused by learning 
disabilities or mental illness and The Dependant Adults Act clarifies the guardianships of 
dependant adults where there is a demonstrated need for protection of them. 
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Continuing concern for maintaining our clean environment led to legislation implementing an 
environment surcharge on the use of leaded gasoline. Amendments to The Clean Air Act 
expanded penalties and increased fines for causing environmental damage to the province. 

In taking leave of you, I commend you for the conscientious manner in which you approach your 
duties and wish you the full blessings of providence.
