Regina, Wednesday, November 16, 1977

Mr. Speaker informed the Assembly that he had received a 
communication from the Private Secretary to His Honour the 
Lieutenant Governor stating that His Honour would open the Session at 
three o'clock p.m. today, Wednesday, the Sixteenth day of November, 
1977. 

3:03 o'clock p.m. 

His Honour the Lieutenant Governor entered the Chamber and 
having taken his seat upon the Throne, was pleased to open the 
Session with the following Speech:-

MR. SPEAKER, 

MEMBERS OF THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY: 

It is my privilege to welcome you to the Fourth Session of the Eighteenth Legislature of 
Saskatchewan. 

CANADA 

My Government believes that Canada will remain as a strong and united nation. 

The efforts of my Government are directed toward finding new ways of defining 
Confederation so that Canadians from all regions will feel a renewed sense of 
commitment and loyalty to their nation. 

This is not an easy task. 

Resentment against the federal government is not confined to Quebec. Saskatchewan. 
in common with the other western provinces. has reservations about the status quo. We 
have paid a high price for the tariff protection of Central Canadian manufacturers. We are 
the victims of a national transportation policy which makes it difficult to establish job­
creating local industries. We must share the revenues of our natural resources with the 
rest of Canada. but we do not benefit from a similar sharing of the revenues of other 
commodities. We are a multicultural society, yet we see Canada increasingly defined as a 
land of only two cultural traditions. 
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Nevertheless. no one can question the loyalty of Saskatchewan people to the idea of 
Confederation. We are proud to be Canadians, and we want a Canada which commands 
the loyalty of all its citizens. 

My Government believes that a majority of Ouebecers have not rejected Canada. To 
keep Canada strong and united. we must be prepared to encourage negotiations which 
will produce a new basis for the Canadian federation. My Government is committed to 
this course of action. 

THE ECONOMY 

Saskatchewan continues to enjoy remarkable prosperity. During 1976 our Gross 
Domestic Product increased to $7.4 billion, personal income rose to $6.3 billion. and 
the construction industry recorded sizable increases. Throughout the year 14.000 
additional jobs were created and our unemployment rate remained among the lowest in 
Canada. 

In contrast. the Canadian economy as a whole continues to weaken. Real Gross 
National Product is declining, spending on consumer goods and services is faltering. 
Canada's trade deficit is reaching new records, and unemployment is growing at an 
alarming rate. 

Under the strong leadership of my Government. Saskatchewan has been largely 
shielded from this economic recession in the rest of Canada. My Government will 
continue its efforts to keep our economy strong and to make sure our citizens keep those 
benefits and services they have come to expect. 

As an immediate practical step to maintain spending by consumers and to assist those 
living on low incomes, the minimum wage will increase to $3.15 per hour effective 
January 31. 1978. and to $3.25 per hour effective June 30. 1978. In addition. my 
Government will introduce measures to supplement public service pensions. 

AGRICULTURE 

My Government is committed to strengthening rural Saskatchewan. 

The rich soil of Saskatchewan has sustained the economy of our province throughout 
its history. In recent months. many Saskatchewan citizens have become alarmed about 
the loss of farm land to non-resident absentee landlords. You will be asked to approve 
amendments to The Farm Ownership Act to maintain the ownership of Saskatchewan 
farm land by Saskatchewan residents. 

The Farm Security Act will be extended to provide continued protection for lessees and 
purchasers of farm land in cases of serious crop losses. 

For the last three years, the price of beef cattle has been below the cost of production. 
In the absence of positive action by the federal government. Saskatchewan introduced a 
program of cash advances and grants to cattle producers to help maintain herds through 
this period of depressed prices. Although prices have stabilized slightly. my Government 
recently announced more favourable terms for the repayment of these cash advances 
and loans. 

The Canadian Wheat Board, an agency vital to Saskatchewan farmers. has been 
subject to increasing attacks. My Government will work actively to defend the Wheat 
Board and the principle of orderly marketing. 

In order to provide greater protection against rustling you will be asked to approve a 
new Animal Identification Act. 

RESOURCES

The results of my Government's resource policy are well known. Saskatchewan people 
now control a greater share of their natural resources. Provincial revenues from these 
resources have increased significantly. A substantial part of these revenues. ac­
cumulated in the Energy and Resource Development Fund. have been invested to 
provide benefits for our people. not only in this generation. but in generations to come. 

In order to deal more effectively with these investments for the future, you will be asked 
to approve legislation establishing a resource revenue trust fund. 

In other areas. my Government will continue to promote the development of 
Saskatchewan's resources. 

The exploration and development of Saskatchewan heavy oil reserves is expanding. 
Already in 1977 an estimated $11 million has been spent in drilling activities. My 
Government is actively encouraging the construction of a heavy oil upgrading plant to 
process Saskatchewan heavy oil. 

Saskatchewan has large amounts of high-quality uranium. My Government set up the 
Cluff Lake Board of Inquiry to investigate the economic. social and environmental effects 
of a proposed uranium mine in northwest Saskatchewan. and the broader implications of 
uranium development. Extensive public hearings have· been held throughout the 
Province and many groups have been granted funds to develop presentations for the 
Board. My Government awaits the recommendations of the Board. 

My Government also awaits the recommendations of the Natural Gas Development 
and Conservation Board on prices and development schedules for producers of natural 
gas. 

Discussions are in progress with representatives of the coal industry and other 
interested groups on future policy for the aevelopment of Saskatchewan's sizable lignite 
coal deposits. 

The Potash Corporation of Saskatchewan became a potash producer just over a year 
ago when it acquired the former Duval mine. now the Cory Division. Since then it has 
added mines at Rocanville and Lanigan. Today. the Potash Corporation of Saskatchewan 
owns more than 25 percent of the industry's productive capacity. 

One of the objectives of my Government in entering the potash industry was to 
guarantee orderly expansion of the mines. The Potash Corporation is already proceeding 
with plans to expand production at both the Cory mine and the Rocanville mine. This has 
already resulted in more jobs for Saskatchewan workers. 

The Potash Corporation is now the largest single producer of potash in Canada. the 
largest contributor to Canpotex, and the largest exporter of potash in the western world. 

My Government believes thaJ Saskatchewan people wish their government to take all 
appropriate steps to preserve and protect their right to develop mineral resources for 
their benefit and for the benefit of future generations of Saskatchewan people. 

BUSINESS AND INDUSTRY 

During the past five years. the value of manufacturing shipments in Saskatchewan 
more than doubled. total investment tripled and new manufacturing investment 
increased four times. In the same period. employment in manufacturing increased by 35 
per cent. This is an impressive success story. 

My Government recognizes the importance of locally-based Saskatchewan industry. 
We share the confidence of Saskatchewan manufacturers in a developing and a 
diversified provincial economy. Programs aimed at encouraging and strengthening the 
initiatives of Saskatchewan manufacturers will be introduced in the near future. 
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Additional help will also be provided to smaller communities to revitalize their 
commercial areas and to identify promising business opportunities. 

My Government believes that the construction of the Alaska natural gas pipeline will 
provide significant employment opportunities for Saskatchewan residents through 
construction activities and the manufacture of pipe by the IPSCO plant in Regina. 

My Government appreciates the role played by small businessmen in the development 
of our province. It also recognizes the frustration of many small businessmen in the face 
of government regulation at the federal. provincial and municipal levels. A Minister's 
Advisory Committee on Small Business in Saskatchewan will be established to advise the 
Minister on additional ways to improve opportunities for small businesses in 
Saskatchewan. 

Saskatchewan is proud of the large place taken in its business community by co­
operatives and credit unions. Since 1971. 340 co-operatives have been incorporated in 
the Province. The Department of Co-operation and Co-operative Development 
continues to assist people interested in forming and knowing about co-operatives. 

My Government notes with pleasure that next March Federated Co-operatives Limited. 
will celebrate its 50th anniversary. 

Amendments to The Credit Union Act will be placed before you. 

LOCAL GOVERNMENT 

My Government believes in strengthening local government. It has sought ways to 
broaden the base of municipal finance and has provided more flexibility and autonomy to 
municipal councils and school boards in setting local priorities. 

In 1971 provincial grants to urban municipalities were less than $1.3 million. These 
grants were all conditional. In 1977-7B grants to urban municipalities reached almost 
$46 million and of this amount nearly $26 million was in the form of unconditional 
grants. 

Representatives of urban and rural municipalities are now engaged in discussions to 
establish a new system of sharing provincial revenues with local governments. 

Local education authorities and other interested citizens have long recognized the 
need for strengthened local autonomy in education. The White Paper on school law. 
tabled at the last session of this Legislative Assembly. has now received extensive public 
discussion and study. You will be asked to approve legislation based on this Paper. 

SENIOR CITIZENS 

In the coming year my Government will continue to give special attention to the needs 
of senior citizens. 

In order to help senior citizens who wish to remain in their own homes and 
communities. my Government has proposed a universal home care program. This 
program is being discussed with senior citizens and other interested people. My 
Government expects that the first stages will begin in 1978. 

The Senior Citizens Home Repair grant program will be revised and strengthened. 

Many senior citizens living in nursing homes require extra nursing and medical care. 
often at high cost. My Government will announce plans to provide additional financial 
relief for these people. 

TRANSPORTATION 
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The battle for equitable freight rates and an adequate rail transport network is not yet 
over. Influential voices still call for rail line abandonment and an end to the Crow's Nest 
Pass freight rates. 

The Hall Commission report on grain handling and transportation is a landmark 
document for Western Canada. The manner in which the recommendations are acted 
upon will determine the future not only of western agriculture but of the western 
economy. Actions to date by the federal government in apparent opposition to the 
recommendations of the Hall report have caused widespread concern. 

In the interests of the West. my Government will continue to press for maintaining an 
adequate rail system and retaining the Crow's Nest rates. 

In the coming year my Government will provide $10 million for urban transportation. 
This program includes assistance for building arterial streets and highway connectors. 
conducting transportation studies and acquiring buses and other vehicles. Assistance 
will also be provided for transportation for the handicapped. 

Work is almost complete on a new airport at Hudson Bay. My Government will share the 
cost of developing community airports in many other areas of the province. 

The Maidstone Bridge. built at a cost of more than $ 3 million is now complete. Work 
will begin in 197B on the Gronlid Bridge. 

NORTHERN SASKATCHEWAN 

My Government will continue to place special emphasis on the needs of Northern 
Saskatchewan. 

Since 1972 unprecedented strides have been made in all aspects of northern 
development. In housing. 17 5 homes will be built in this next year under the Northern 
Housing Program. bringing to 800 the total constructed during this five-year program. 

In education. new schools will be built in.such communities as Cole Bay, Tumor Lake. 
Michel Village and St. George's Hill. as well as a vocational school. estimated to cost 
more than $4 million. in La Loche. The new gymnasium at Beauval is nearly complete and 
other facilities. such as the new Stanley Mission School. are well under way. 

Municipal services will be improved by a new water and sewer system at Beauval and 
extensions of the systems at La Loche and Buffalo Narrows. The systems at lie a la Crosse. 
Green Lake and La Ronge have been upgraded. 

In addition. $ 7 milfon for recreation facilities in the north will be provided during the 
next four years. Major grants have already been approved for Weyakwin. Uranium City. 
and Creighton. 

Northern people have been given greater opportunities for self-government. Through 
the Northern Municipal Council. the Northern School Board and elected local school 
boards. local advisory councils. and local community authorities. northern people are 
making important decisions affecting their lives. 

Legislation will be proposed to grant additional responsibilities to local governments 
in the north. 

ENERGY 

In the coming year. my Government will create an Office of Energy Conservation under 
the Minister of Mineral Resources. The office will play an important role in co-ordinating 
and fostering energy research and development. 
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To encourage conservation by home-owners. a loan program will be established for 
the purchase and installation of insulation. 

My Government continues to improve the administration of justice in this province. 

The list of accomplishments is long. The budget and the number of staff positions for 
the Magistrates· Court have been significantly increased. A Chief Judge and an 
Administrative Director have been appointed and Judges· salaries have been improved 
considerably. The Provincial Court Management Information System. one of the first of 
its kind in Canada, has been introduced to strengthen the administration of the courts. 

In a continued effort to improve the court system in Saskatchewan. my Government will 
introduce The Provincial Court Act. The Act will: 

1. Establish the Provincial Court as a court of record; 

2. Provide for the creation of a Judicial Council; and 

3. Give greater independence to the Provincial Court. 

The Criminal Justice Co-ordinating Committee has recently reviewed the services 
available for juvenile offenders and disadvantaged youth and His Honour Judge Maher 
has completed his examination of the operation of wilderness camps in the province. My 
Government will be reassessing its policies in the light of these reports. 

Hearings on the corrections system in Saskatchewan have recently been conducted by 
His Honour Judge Moore. My Government awaits his report. 

FAMILY LAW 

For some time now, my Government has been considering the recommendations of the 
Saskatchewan Law Reform Commission relating to matrimonial property. 

In 1975. as an interim step. The Married Women's Property Act was amended to give 
the courts additional powers to make a fair and equitable division of property between 
spouses. At this Session my Government intends to introduce a new Matrimonial Homes 
Act. 

You will be asked to approve legislation to establish a Unified Family Court. This new 
Court will deal exclusively with family law. thereby reducing the caseloads of other 
Saskatchewan Courts. The first Unified Family Court will be located in Saskatoon. 

My Government will place before you a new Extra-Provincial Custody Order 
Enforcement Act. 

SAFETY '77 

Last year my Government announced a seven point Traffic Safety Program. 

The results to date have been impressive. 

New measures have been introduced to control impaired drivers. 

A Traffic Safety Court has been opened in Regina. 

A new traffic safety curriculum has been developed for use in our schools. 

Safety standards and regular inspections for school buses have been upgraded. 
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Recent statistics confirm that the Safety '77 campaign has resulted in many people 
being saved from injuries in traffic accidents. 

You will be asked to approve further amendments to The Vehicles Act. 

HEALTH 

In the coming year. my Government will make further improvements to our health care 
system. 

Additional funding will be provided for the College of Medicine to permit new 
initiatives in geriatric services and family medicine. 

The powers of the professional association regulating nurses will be strengthened and 
updated in proposed revisions to The Registered Nurses Act. 

A new Lifestyles Program will be designed to help Saskatchewan residents attain 
healthier lifestyles. 

Amendments to The Marriage Act relating to the minimum age at which a person may 
marry will be introduced. 

RECREATION 

My Government continues to take steps to provide protection and prudent 
management of our wildlife resources. A new Moose Management Program has been 
developed to ensure the protection of prime breeding animals while at the same time 
directing hunting pressure towards non-productive animals. 

Last summer. my Government inaugurated the Community and Regional Tourism 
Development Program to promote tourism in Saskatchewan. The program is designed to 
provide financial assistance for the establishment of tourism regions and the formation 
of regional travel associations. 

A new Regional Parks Act will be placed before you. 

SPECIAL EVENTS 

During 1977. the people of Saskatchewan have joined with people throughout the 
Commonwealth to commemorate the Silver Jubilee of Her Majesty Queen Elizabeth. To 
honour this important anniversary. my Government has arranged for the distribution of 
portraits and pins to schools and other public places in the province. 

Looking ahead. my Government notes with pride several forthcoming events. 

On November 23. 1977. His Royal Highness Prince Philip arrives in Regina. His visit 
will coincide with the meeting in Saskatchewan of the Royal Agricultural Society of the 
Commonwealth for the first time in the history of our province and with the opening of 
Canadian Western Agribition. now Canada's largest livestock show. 

This year. Saskatchewan 4H Clubs celebrate the 60th anniversary of their founding. 

Next year. Regina will celebrate the 7 5th anniversary of its incorporation as a city. and 
in August. 1978. Saskatchewan will host the 19th Annual conference of Canadian 
Premiers. 

Looking further ahead. in 1 980. Saskatchewan will celebrate its 7 5th anniversary as a 
Province of Canada. You will be asked to approve legislation to establish a body to co­
ordinate the organization of festivities across the Province. 
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I leave you now to the business of the Session with the full confidence that you will 
favourably discharge your duties and responsibilities. 

May Divine Providence continue to bless our Province and guide this Legislature in all 
its deliberations.

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REPORT OF THE LEGISLATIVE LIBRARIAN 

REGINA. NOVEMBER 16, 1977 

To the Honourable 

The Speaker of the Legislative Assembly of Saskatchewan 

Sir: 

I have the honour to submit to you the Annual Report of the Legislative Library. 

Reference and Circulation 

During the year there was a drop in the number of reference questions received and the 
circulation of all types of materials. The decline no doubt can be attributed to two factors. 
The first is the transformation of the Legislative Building more nearly into what the name 
implies - the site of the legislative chamber and the offices of the Members and Cabinet 
Ministers. and the staffs immediately attached to them. with the consequent departure of 
almost all departmental and agency staffs. The second is the ever-increasing capacity of 
departmental libraries to serve their own constituencies. It should be noted that the 
decline of circulation figures is in comparison with the figures for the past two years only. 
In all but one category the totals are higher than for all previous years. For reference 
inquiries the figures are higher than for all years prior to 1973-74. 

As in the past years. reference service was provided to the general public and with 
certain restrictions borrowing privileges were given to local lawyers. members of the 
federal civil service. university students. and members of the public working on special 
projects.

These figures take no account of renewals which often are made several times for an 
item or for transfers from one borrower to others made without notifying the library. They 
also exclude materials used on the premises and legislative library materials in storage in 
the Saskatchewan Archives Office and used or borrowed there. It should also be pointed 
out that lending to other than Members and the public service is largely restricted to 
books and law texts, other materials being used within the library only.

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In the requests for information and research materials all. or very nearly all. of the 
subjects of current importance in Canada were represented. There were the hardy 
perennials such as transportation policies. the grain trade and freight rates. fiscal and 
general federal-provincial relations. the history and platforms of political parties. 
unemployment and labour supply. the history and operations of Saskatchewan 
government departments and crown corporations. rural-urban migration. problems of 
and policies concerning the native peoples. housing. election results. the criminal code. 
provincial legislation and regulations. the history of Saskatchewan communities, and 
biographies of Saskatchewan pioneers and prominent citizens. and of Saskatchewan 
and Canadian political figures. Subjects of more immediate topicality included the 
Quebec independence movement and the threat to Canadian unity (as would be 
expected), the energy crisis and the search for alternative sources of power with 
particular attention to the controversy over the development of uranium mines and 
nuclear power. the history of Royal Visits to Saskatchewan. foreign ownership of land. 
mineral taxation. the Government's purchase of potash mines. inflation. wage-price and 
rent controls. provincial control of resources. and cable T.V. The list could be extended 
almost indefinitely. 

Interlibrary Loans 

1 24 requests were processed on behalf of Members and researchers stationed in the 
Legislative Building to whom such service is now confined. As reported last year. 
requests from other government employees. some of which were handled formerly by 
the Legislative Library, are now looked after by the Provincial Library or by their own 
departmental libraries. The figures for loans of Legislative Library materials to other 
Saskatchewan and out-of-province libraries are included in the general circulation 
figures. 

Government Publications 

A Checklist of Saskatchewan Government Publications 1976 was compiled by Mrs. 
Paula Neumann. Reference Librarian. This was distributed to Canadian legislative 
libraries. government documents sections of university libraries. law college libraries. 
Saskatchewan government. regional. and larger public libraries. and to some other 
interested institutional libraries. 

The library's early start as a depository library for Saskatchewan and Canadian federal 
government publications. and since 1964. U.S. government publications. has made its 
collection of these the most complete in the province. It is unfortunate from the library's 
point of view that because of lack of space the United States material must be stored in 
the Saskatchewan Archives Office stacks. but it is more accessible there to the University 
of Regina faculty and students to whom on the whole it is of greater importance. It is also 
regrettable that for the same reason the Australian parliamentary papers which the 
library began to receive on a systematic basis four or five years ago have had to be 
transferred to the University Library. But both they and the United States publications are 
relatively easily available when needed for anyone in government circles. 

Indexing 

The library's index to the Saskatchewan daily newspapers and The Western Producer 
continues to prove its worth. not only to government researchers but also. particularly, to 
university students in pursuit of information for essays and theses. Of the four dailies. 
coverage is most comprehensive for the Leader Post. Canadian Press items being noted 
there only. and to a lesser degree to the Star-Phoenix. Items noted in the Moose Jaw 
Times-Herald and the Prince Albert Daily Herald are chiefly about significant local affairs 
or news not covered in the Regina and Saskatoon papers. 

The Commonwealth has been indexed from 1970. with a cumulation for 1970-1975 
now available. The indexing for the period 1970-197 4 and the typing of the cumulation 
was a major project of one of the two university students employed for the summer 
months. 
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Space 

Space contin_ue_s to be a problem. It is imperative that following the completion of the 
new Health Bu1ld1ng and the subsequent further shifting of offices. better and larger 
accommodation _be_ provided for the library's stack area - in the Legislative Building for 
quick access. This 1s very much needed both for the health and safety of the person in 
charge of the stack area and to allow for the transfer of material from the main library. In 
the meantime, a large number of books were recently weeded from the balcony shelves. 
Many were_d1scarded outright but any books which might be useful to another library 
were set aside for duplicate exchange. This has relieved the pressure to a slight degre·e 
but noticeably so only to library staff. The discarding was done with suitable caution. 

Conferences 

In May the Reference and Legislative Librarians attended the Saskatchewan Library 
Association conference in North Battleford and the latter attended the conference of the 
Canadian Association of Law Libraries in Halifax. 

Miscellaneous 

The library continued to order books on behalf of departments and agencies which 
have no staff member qualified, as a librarian or library technician. to perform that 
function. to catalogue books for the Department of Mineral Resources (a long-standing 
arrangement). and daily to xerox a very considerable amount of material for other 
departments and individuals and to fill interlibrary loan requests. Accession lists of new 
books and of selected government documents and pamphlets were distributed every two 
or three months. 

Once again I wish to record my thanks to the Provincial Archivist and the staff of the 
Saskatchewan Archives Office in Regina for their continuing co-operation and to an able. 
conscientious and hardworking staff.

STATEMENT BY MR. SPEAKER 

I would like to advise all Hon. Members that the Legislative Assembly of Saskatchewan 
now will have a daily Hansard. Formerly, the debates were transcribed within twenty-four 
hours but the edited final copy was not published until several months after prorogation. 
This system produced an historic record but was of limited current value to Members, 
public servants or the public in general. 

On November 22. 1976, the Legislative Assembly agreed to the principle of 
implementing a daily Hansard by the fall of 1977. 

New equipment has been purchased and new systems implemented so that the 
Debates and Proceedings can be published within approximately twenty-four hours after 
the debate in the Assembly. The debates of one afternoon will be on the Members' desks 
by 2:00 p.m. the next afternoon. The debates of that evening will be on the Members' 
desks by the next evening. The Members and the public will now be able to follow the 
proceedings in the Assembly on a daily basis. 

This new system will mean that there will be some changes for the Members as well. 
Members will no longer be requested to edit their own transcribed speeches. The 
Hansard editors will edit all of the debates for spelling, punctuation and grammar. It must 
be remembered that due to the new time constraints, the Hansard editors will not be 
'polishing' the speeches as much. The Debates and Proceedings will now be much closer 
to a direct verbatim record than ever before. 
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Any Member. upon seeing any errors or misquotations in the debates. may raise the 
correction in the Assembly before Orders of the Day. Such a correction will then appear 
in the debates for that day. 

Since the debates will be delivered to the Members· desks and offices on a daily basis. I 
remind all Hon. Members to keep these published copies since there will no longer be 
any special bound copies of the debates at the end of the Session. 

STATEMENT BY MR. SPEAKER 

Yesterday in my office at 2:45 p.m. I received a letter over the signature of the Member 
for Souris Cannington. 

Of concern to myself and the Speaker's Office were references to a political 
arrangement made between two political parties with the knowledge and approval of the 
Speaker and the Speaker"s Office to deprive a third party of its parliamentary rights. 
Specifically, in paragraph four: 

'The Deal obviously made by the maiority NOP Party with the Liberal Party has now 
been extended to the Legislative Assembly.' 

And further in paragraph five: 

'We have now been provided with a typed floor plan indicating that. as part of the 
apparent deal between the NOP and the Liberals. the Liberal Caucus has been 
allocated those seats in the Legislative Assembly which should be allocated to the 
Progressive Conservative Caucus.' 

Due to the equality of numbers of Members in the Opposition Parties and in the 
absence of practice or precedents I have arranged and held meetings with high 
representatives from each political party in an attempt to determine the fairest path to 
follow. 

Those meetings held on October 21. 197 7 and November 1 5. 1977 were 
supplemented by further meetings with the Leader of the Progressive Conservative Party. 
the Deputy Premier and House Leader and a telephone conversation with the Leader of 
the Liberal Party. 

I categorically deny that any 'deals' were made with my approval. 

I clearly understood. as a result of the meetings held that no agreements of any type 
were obtained. 

The seating plan in the Legislature is established by the well known practice of parties 
making their nominations known to the Speaker. In the event of conflicting views the final 
decision is made by the Speaker. 

While it is unnecessary for me to give my reasons for the final seating plan we have 
today. I will say that I view the seating to be secondary to the equal treatment which I hope 
to provide to the Leaders of both Opposition Parties. 

I refer all Hon. Members to S,r Erskme May·s Parl1amemary Pracuce. t1gnieemn 
Edition. p. 157 which states as follows: 

'Alleged breaches of privileges or contempts committed out of the House or in the 
precincts of the House but not in its actual view may be brought to the notice of the 
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House ( 1) by a complaint from a Member. (2) by a communication from the Speaker ... 
(3) by a petition, or (4) by a report from a committee. 

The letter, in my opinion, implies that I, as Speaker of this Assembly, have been a part of 
certain deals made between other Members and parties in the Legislative Assembly 
regarding proceedings about to take place in the Assembly. 

I hereby communicate to this Assembly that in my opinion this matter constitutes a 
prima facie case of a breach of privilege. It is not my function to decide the question of 
substance whether a breach of privilege has in fact been committed and I therefore leave 
the matter in the hands of the Assembly to deal with as it sees fit. 

Moved by Mr. MacDonald, seconded by Mr. Cameron: 

That a letter of November 16. 1977 to the Speaker of the Assembly 
from Mr. Eric Berntson. MLA. Souris Cannington, be referred to the 
Standing Committee on Privileges and Elections to determine whether 
the allegations contained therein breach the privileges of any members 
and if so what action ought to be taken in respect thereof. 

A debate arising on the motion. at 1 :00 o'clock p.m .. Mr. Speaker 
interrupted proceedings.

Upon returning from 
overseas he attended normal school in Saskatoon. taught for two years 
in the Bjorkdale area and then farmed in that district until 1 944. During 
his twenty-nine year career in the Legislature he served from 1941 to 
1 944 as House Leader of the opposition party; he served at various 
times as Minister of Municipal Affairs. Minister of Natural Resources 
and Industrial Development. Minister of Mineral Resources. and 
Provincial Treasurer; he also acted as Deputy Premier from 1 961 to 
1964. He was an active supporter of co-operatives and farm 
organizations including the Saskatchewan Wheat Pool. the 
Saskatchewan Grain Growers' Association and the United Farmers of 
Canada. In 1974. he received an honorary doctor of laws degree from 
the University of Regina. 

JOHN CUNNINGHAM KNOWLES, who d ie<;f on August 31. 197 7, was 
a Member of this Legislature for the constituency of Wilkie from 1938 
to 1 944. Born at Severn Bridge, Ontario in 1894, he was educated at 
Ufford. Ontario and Northern Business College in Owen Sound. He was 
a veteran of both world wars. He went overseas with the 1 22nd 
Battalion and served in France and Flanders in the First World War and 
served in the 16th-22nd Saskatchewan Light Horse in the Second 
World War. After the First World War, he came west and farmed at 
Unity. He was on the board of directors of the Saskatchewan School 
Trustees Association and the Saskatchewan Association of Rural 
Municipalities and for fifteen years was a member of Unity municipal 
council. After the Second World War he was manager of a real estate 
company in Regina until his retirement in 1965. He was active in 
numerous community organizations including the First Presbyterian 
Church, the Royal Canadian Legion. the United Services Institute. the 
1.O.O.F. Lodge, the Friendship Masonic Lodge, and the Wa Wa Shrine 
Temple. He received the Efficiency Decoration (ED) from the Canadian 
Army in 1 944 and was also awarded the order. Member of the British 
Empire (MBE) in 1946 for distinguished military service. 

In recording its own deep sense of loss and bereavement. this 
Assembly expresses its most sincere sympathies with members of the 
bereaved families.

STATEMENT BY MR. SPEAKER 

A Point of Order was raised on December 8. 1977 by the Hon. Member for Regina 
South regarding remarks made by the Hon. Member for Saskatoon Centre as found on 
p.712 of the Debates and Proceedings. I undertook to examine the record to determine 
whether the words transgressed the rules of order governing debate. While remarks in 
the nature of a personal attack on a Member have always been considered out of order in 
this Assembly. it has been the practice to draw a distinction between these personal 
imputations on the one hand and general accusations about the orientation of particular 
groups or parties on the other. I find support for this distinction in Sir Erskine May's 
Parliamentary Rules and Forms. (Eighteenth Edition. p.419) which states: 

'Expressions which are unparliamentary when applied to individuals are not always so 
considered when applied to a whole party.' 

I refer all Hon. Members to a ruling of the Chair. dated March 14. 1966. Journals of 
Saskatchewan. p. 136 which stated: 

'It is not the function of the Chair to consider the accuracy or otherwise of statements 
or accusations made by one member about other members. but to decide in the first 
instance whether they are singular and personal or broad and general.' 

In my view the Statements of the Member for Saskatoon-Centre were not personal and 
were in the nature of debate.

STATEMENT BY MR. SPEAKER 

On November 29. 1977 the Member for Regina South raised a Point of Order 
concerning ·unwarranted attacks upon the Supreme Court of Canada' by the Member for 
Cutknife-Lloydminster when speaking in this Assembly on November 28. 1977 as 
follows: 

'By deciding against the Government of Saskatchewan the Supreme Court of Canada 
has thrown its support behind the oil companies and has made it clear that the oil 
companies are above provincial law. I can't help but feel the final decision made by the 
Supreme Court was made on philosophical grounds or beliefs, rather than 
constitutionality.' 

While there is a slight variation of wording between the words quoted by the Member 
for Regina South and the words recorded in the Debates and Proceedings under the 
name of the Member for Cutknife-Lloydminster, I treat the statements as essentially the 
same for the purposes of this statement. 

It is fair and parliamentary to speculate that Supreme Court Judges make decisions 
using a philosophical basis as well as a constitutional basis. I can recall the appointment 
of the Chief Justice as well as the recent appointments of the last two Justices being 
accompanied by generous amounts of public comment from all quarters about whether 
their philosophies were centralist. federalist or other. Indeed it would probably be 
impossible to appoint Judges to the Court who lacked a strong philosophical base. I 
therefore find nothing in the nature of personal attack, censure or imputation in this part 
of the statement. 

In dealing with the first part of the statement I feel I must protect the balance which has 
to exist between respect for our institutions and full frank and free debate allowed to 
Members in this Chamber. 

However, the Members words when he said · ... the Supreme Court has thrown its 
support behind the oil companies· is of more concern. It is questionable, upon 
examination. whether the Member for Cutknife-Lloydminster meant that the result of the 
Supreme Court Decision has been to support the position taken by the oil companies and 
not support the position taken by the Province of Saskatchewan or whether the intent of 
the Supreme Court was to support the oil companies and not support the Province of 
Saskatchewan. The latter would constitute 'an imputation upon a judicial proceeding', 
and would therefore be unparliamentary. (See Beauchesne's Parliamentary Rules and 
Forms. Cit. 152(4) and Cit. 149 (j)) 

In order to conclude the matter I would request the Member for Cutknife-Lloydminster 
to withdraw any imputations on a judicial proceeding which may have existed in his 
statement. 

Mr. Kwasnica (Cutknife-Lloydminster) thereupon withdrew the said 
remarks. 

A Point of Privilege was raised by the Hon. Member for Quill Lakes to 
the effect that two Hon. Members. namely the Hon. Members for 
Qu'Appelle and Thunder Creek had referred to the Select Standing 
Committee on Privileges and Elections as a 'Kangaroo Court.' The Hon. 
Member for Quill Lakes argued that such reference was in contempt of 
the Committee and of the Legislative Assembly. 

Mr. Speaker deferred his ruling.

It is not the function of the Speaker to decide the question of substance of whether a 
breach of privilege has in fact been committed but rather it is my duty to determine 
whether a prima facie case of a breach of privilege has been made out by the Member for 
Quill Lakes. In my opinion this matter fulfills the conditions of a prima facie case of 
breach of privilege and I therefore leave the matter in the hands of the Assembly to deal 
with as it sees fit.

The reference to "Registered" is assumed to include letters 
catalogued by the Post Office as "Certified". The essential 
differences are that the contents of a registered letter are 
insurable and the letter is subject to more record keeping as it is 
channelled to its destination. 

Personal and telephone contact is more prevalent in dealing with 
delinquent accounts. The practice of mailing registered letters is 
usually used where a party has ceased to be a customer and 
leaves an outstanding balance. Some of these letters are written 
by the local administration offices and others by Head Office 
when the account is submitted for write-off. 

Yes, Saskatchewan Power Corporation did send out registered 
letters. 

(a) Complete records are not available in all administrative 
regions, however, from the records at our disposal, 6,240 such 
letters were mailed in the ten month period ending October 31, 
1977. 

(b) The costs of mailing registered and certified letters are $1.12 
and. 72 respectively which includes the standard postage of .12. 
Most of the letters referenced are mailed via the certified facility. 

(c) No accounts were not delinquent at the time the letter was 
sent. Accounts are aged at time of billing and the debt is 
confirmed on the date of the letter. Some accounts may be paid in 
part or in full before the registered letter reached the debtor.
