Regina, Thursday, August 2, 1962

This being the day appointed by I'roclamation of His Honour
the Licutenant-Governor, dated the Thirtieth day of July, 1962, for
the meeting of the Iourth Session of the Fourteentl Leﬁls]atno
Assembly of the Provinee of Saskatchewan, and the Asxemlﬂ\ having
met:

Mr. Speaker informed the Assembly that he had received a com-
munication from the Private Sceretary to His Houour the Lientenant-
Governor stating that Iis Honour w onld open the Session at ten o’elock
aan. today, 'Jhmsda‘\, he Seeond day of August, 1962.

10 o'clock a.m.

His Honour the Lieutenant-Governor entered the Chamber and
having taken his seat upon the Throne, was pleased to open the Session
with the followi ing Speceh :—

Mz, SrEAKER
Meusers or TE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY:

It is my privilege to welecome vou to the Fourth Session of the
Fourteenth Legislature of Saskatchewan.

Last week the Government of Saskatehewan cutered into an
agreement with the College of Physicians and Surgeons of Saskatche-
wan. You have been ealled to this Session to give lenbldtl\c effect to
provisions of this agreement. Accordingly, an Act to amend The Sask-
atchewan Medical Care Insurance Act 1961 will be placed hefore you.
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You will also be asked to give consideration to an Act to amend
The Legislative Assembly Act, The Tabling of Documents (Postpone-
ment) Act 1962, aud The BetblOIhll Indemnity (Limitation) Act 1962.

I leave you now to the business of the Session, with full eonfidence
that you will favourably discharge yowr duties and respounsibilities in
the best interests of the Provinee. May Divine Providence continue to
bless our Provinee aud guide the Legislature in all its deliberations.

His Honour the Lieutenant-Governor then retired from the
Chamber.

Brockelbank:

Ordered, That the Votes and Proccedings of this Assembly be
printed, after first having been pernsed by Mr. Speaker; that he do
appoint the printing thcmof, and that no person but such as he shall
appoint do presume to print the same.

On motion of the Hon. Mr. Lloyd, seconded by Mr. Thatcher by
leave of the Assembly:
