Fifth Session - . Eleventh Legislature

Regina, Thursday, February 7, 1952

This being the day appointed by Proclamation of His Honour the
Lieutenant Governor, dated the eleventh day of January, 1952, for the
meeting of the Fifth Session of the Eleventh Legislative Assembly of
the Province of Saskatchewan, and the Assembly having met:

Mr. Speaker informed the Assembly that he had received a com-
munication from the Private Secretary to His Honour the Lieutenant
Governor stating that His Honour would open the Session at three
o’clock p.m. today, Thursday, the seventh day of February, 1952.

8 o'clock p.m.

His Honour the Lieutenant Governor entered the Chamber
and took his seat upon the Throne.

The Hon. Mr. Williams, Provincial Secretary, then said:

I am commanded by His Honour the Lieutenant Governor to ask
that all present stand, and remain standing in respectful silence for two
minutes, as a memorial tribute to our late, beloved Sovereign King
George the Sixth.

The period of silence having expired, His Honour was then pleased
to open the Session with the following Speech :-
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Mgr. SpeaARER, AND MEMBERS OF THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY:

It is my privilege to welcome you to the Fifth Session of the Eleventh
Legislature of the Province of Saskatchewan,

Today, we mourn the passing of our beloved sovereign, His Majesty King
George the Sixth. I meet you, therefore, under the shadow of the loss which
Saskatchewan shares with all Provinces of Canada and all parts of the Common-
wealth.

Only recently, after a period of grave anxiety caused by his severe illness,
we rejoiced at His Majesty’s apparent recovery and had hoped that, having
resumed his official duties, he would long be spared to reign over us. The
news of his death came, therefore, unexpectedly and as a grievous shock.

The sorrow so universally felt and expressed bears testimony to the
high esteem in which His Late Majesty was held throughout the world. In no
part of his far-flung domains is the sense of national and personal loss more
deeply felt than in Saskatchewan. His devotion to the duties of his high office,
his exemplary domestic life, his broad humanity, his patience and his courage
throughout a reign beset with perils and anxieties, endeared him to all his
subjects and induced a keener appreciation of the Crown as the symbol of the
partnership of so many great communities of people scattered throughout
the world. He shall live in our memories as the gracious and kindly visitor
who, in 1939, came to our Province and by his presence intensified our devotion
to his throne and person.

I join with you in extending profound sympathy in their bereavement to
Her Majesty Queen Elizabeth the Second and members of the Royal Family.
Particularly we pray that Divine Providence may comfort and sustain our
beloved Queen Elizabeth, who mourns the loss of a loving husband, and Queen
Mary, the sorrowing mother. Toward the new Queen, there already exists in
the hearts of the people of Saskatchewan, a feeling of personal attachment and
affection resulting from her recent visit to this province. We have implicit
faith that Her Majesty will preserve the traditions of humanity and service
so nobly adhered to, throughout his lifetime, by her illustrious father.

Armed conflict and discord continue to plague the international scene.
This has necessitated the diversion of billions of dollars worth of goods from
peacetime pursuits to defence production, While recognizing the need for
adequate defence against all forms of aggression, my Government believes
that greater assistance to the hungry and under-privileged nations of the
world would constitute a lasting contribution to world peace. In spite of the
gravity of the international situation the Government is convinced that if
there is firmness and good will on the part of the countries comprising the
United Nations it is still possible to attain a just and enduring peace.

The steadily rising cost of living occasioned by uncontrolled inflation
continues to harass the people of our province. The Government regrets that
the resolution unanimously passed by this Legislature asking for the re-
imposition of price controls and subsidies has brought forth no effective re-
sponse from the Government of Canada.

Premature winter weather during the harvest season dealt a crippling
blow to the farmers of our province who had every expectation of taking
off the largest crop in their history. Of equal concern has been the inability
of our national transportation systems and storage facilities to cope with the
volume of grain marketed. It is hoped that the Transport Controller will be
able to allocate sufficient transportation facilities to Western Canada to clear
country elevators and thus provide space for immediate delivery of the
remainder of the crop as it is harvested in the spring.

.
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The low initial price of wheat at a time when inflation continues to re-
duce standards of living, denies to farmers their rightful share of the national
income, The rise of the Canadian dollar, while generally welcomed has meant
a substantial reduction in the return the farmers will receive for wheat sold
under the International Wheat Agreement.

During the fall and winter months the Government of Saskatchewan has
joined with the rural municipalities and farm organizations in urging that the
Government of Canada make advances to farmers on undelivered and un-
threshed grain. My Government regrets that loans under the Prairie Grain
Producers’ Interim Financing Act will meet only in part the needs of the
farmers. Representations have been made to the Federal Government asking
that the maximum amount of loans to individual farmers be increased to two

thousand dollars.

The vast quantity of damp grain stored in the Province is cause for genu-
ine concern. My Government has expressed its willingness to co-operate with
the federal authorities in any measures which they may undertake to cope
with this serious problem.

In recent years, economic factors, including rising costs of production and
the mechanization of farming operations, have brought about a steady change
in the farm economy of our Province. These developments have drastically
changed the social structure of our rural areas and have made it increasingly
difficult for young farmers to become established in agriculture, It is deemed
advisable, therefore, to appoint a Royal Commission to investigate the prob-
lems that have arisen in our agricultural economy. Terms of reference for
this Commission will be introduced for your approval.

. While the Clearing, Breaking and Drainage programmes have continued to
bring more acreage under cultivation each year, my Government has long
recognized that extensive irrigation is essential to complete land utilization.
With this in mind, the immediate construction of the South Saskatchewan
River Development Project has been urged upon the Government of Canada.
As an indication of its willingness to co-operate with the federal authorities
my Government has pledged itself to an expenditure of thirty-three million
dollars which is approximately one-third of the estimated cost of this under-
taking. Representations will be made to the Royal Commission for the imme-
diate construction of the South Saskatchewan River Development Project.

Over a number of years agricultural prices have not kept pace with farm
production costs. In an attempt to analyze one phase of the long history of
rising costs of agricultural production it is deemed advisable to appoint a
Legislative Committee to investigate the high price of farm implements,
E:erms of reference for this committee will be introduced for your considera-
ion.

Mineral production in Saskatchewan has exceeded all records during the
last year, with a forty per cent. increase in the value of minerals produced.
Expenditures on exploration and development of uranium resources in the
north have been the highest on record. Ore is now being mined and a refinery
which is being built this year will be in operation in 1953. With the drilling
of many new producing wells in Saskatchewan a steady increase in produc-
tion of oil has been recorded. Last year one hundred and ninety-six wells
produced one and one-quarter million barrels of oil,

The search for oil and natural gas has been conducted by exploration
companies at an unprecedented rate, The discovery of two new oil fields
herald the expansion of our oil industry. Promising natural gas fields have
been found and the work of proving adequate reserves is progressing rapidly.
In order to insure that natural gas reserves will be made available to domestic
and industrial consumers in our province, a continuous study of gas transmis-
sion and distribution is being made.
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. The Government is studying methods wherebs' farmers who do not own
mineral rights may be able to benefit when oil is produced on their land.

. Vast deposits of potash have been uncovered as a result of the oil explora-
tion programme, The development of this resource, which was begun during
last year, will continue, and it is anticipated that Canada’s first potash industry
will be brought into production in the near future.

Legislation which will insure proper conservation of Saskatchewan’s oil
and natural gas resources will be introduced for your approval. o

_ The value of forest production in Saskatchewan doubled last year, Two
private companies are now operating plywood factories and two others are
plar(linmg the establishment of plants for the purpose of utilizing our forest
products. :

Adverse weather conditions seriously curtailed the highway construction
programme for 1951. However, the programme of restoring and improving our
highway system was advanced. During the past year the Saskatchewan Landing
Bridge was opened for traffic.

At the present rate of construction, the Trans-Canada Highway will be
completed within the period stipulated in the Trans-Canada Highway Agree-
ment.

There will be placed before this Legislature for approval a plan of high-
way construction that will greatly exceed anything heretofore attempted in
this province. Special consideration will be given to the municipal problem of
rebuilding timber bridges and market roads.

Last year the Saskatchewan Power Corporation carried out the most
extensive construction programme it has yet undertaken. Power is now avail-
able to more than seventy thousand customers. The Rural Electrification Pro-
gramme which has expanded each year since its inception, has brought the
benefits of power to eight thousand farms. Generating and transmitting facili-
ties have been built up to the stage where a greatly accelerated programme of
rural eleetrification can be undertaken.

The expanded programme of. the Saskatchewan Government Telephones
was carried forward through 1951. Our public telephone system at the present
time is providing service to more than eighty-five thousand customers. This
represents an expansion of the telephone system of nearly fifty per cent.
over a four year period.

Following the last Session, agreements were entered into with the Govern-
ment of Canada and a new programme of Old Age Pensions is in operation in
our Province. Health Services and. Supplemental Allowances that were provided
formerly are being continued. As an additional benefit to recipients of Old
Age Assistance Pensions, free hospital care will be provided commencing
January, 1953.

Additional convalescent homes have been provided for the aged during
the past year and further accommodation will be made available during the
current year.

You will be asked to approve an increase in the amount paid to Mothers’
Allowance recipients. .

The Health Survey Committee has completed its study in the province
and the report, along with its recommendations has been forwarded to the
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Minister of National Health and Welfare. The Government of Saskatchewan
is hopeful that these recommendations will provide the basis for a further
extension of health services to the people of this province.

The remainder of the first forty-five superintendencies organized as larger
“school units have now completed their trial periods. The larger unit organiza-
tion has been confirmed in each case, The operation of the units, resulting
in their confirmation, is a tribute to the ability of the people to work together
for the common good and to the w1sdom of the Board members who guided
their development.

In order to provide greater security in the teaching profession, legislation
will be introduced to provide teachers with recourse to a conciliation board
in case of dismissal.

Additional encouragement to teachers will be provided by amendments
to The Teachers’ Superannuation Act.

The discussion of provincial-municipal relations with representatives of
rural municipal councils at meetings in various parts of the Province last
summer provided a foundation for a better understanding of problems affect-
ing both provincial and municipal governments.

As a further implementation of the recommendations of the Report on
Provincial-Municipal Relations, legislation will be introduced which will
provide for the appointment of a Municipal Advisory Commission. In addition,
payments will be made in lieu of taxes on commercial government property
situated within municipalities.

The co-operative movement is expanding its activities into the northern
areas of our province. The establishment of the first co-operative fish filleting
plant at Reindeer Lake will improve the economic position of fishermen,

Amendments to The Credit Union Act to establish a mutual aid fund
designed to strengthen still further the position of the credit union movement
will be submitted for your consideration.

Payrolls and employment indices in Saskatchewan reached a record
peak during 1951. Increased Minimum Wages during last year helped to
improve the economic position of low-paid wage earners, and protect unor-
ganized workers.

To prevent economic discrimination against female workers, legislation
vglill be introduced which will provide equal pay for equal work as between
the sexes.

During 1951 the Saskatchewan Crown Corporations had the highest busi-
ness operation in their history. Financial reports to be tabled during the
Session will indicate a much greater surplus than in any previous year.

The Big River Sawmill commenced production during the year. The
bringing into operation of the new brick plant will permit a more efficient
development of our clay resources, The capacity of the Sodium Sulphate
Plant has been expanded but further extension may be necessary to meet
the growing demand.

September 1st, 1955 is the Fiftieth Annniversary of the formation of the
Province of Saskatchewan. That people from so many nations should find a
home here and that such vast areas should be brought under cultivation in
half a century is a notable achievement. My Government feels that plans should
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be made for the celebration of this event. Legislation which will authorize the
Government to establish a committee to arrange for the province-wide cele-
bration of our Golden Jubilee will be introduced for your approval

Ever since the province was formed legal action against the Crown was
possible only if a fiat were obtained. Legislation which will give to any citizen
!:hfr l(iightdto sue the Government of Saskatchewan without a fiat will be
introduced.

Amendments to The Legislative Assembly Act which deal with the dis-
qualification of persons as members of the Legislative Assembly will be
presented for your consideration.

A new Tax Rental Agreement with the Government of Canada will be
presented to you for ratification. In the negotiations my Government has been
greatly concerned at the failure of the Federal Government to recognize the
principle of fiscal need. While the new agreement will provide additional
revenue, this will not compensate for the increased cost of government
occasioned by unparalleled inflation.

The Public Accounts for the last fiscal year, together with the estimates
for the year beginning April 1st, 1952 will be submitted.

I leave you now to the business of the Session, with full confidence that
you will favourably discharge your duties and responsibilities in the best
interests of the Province, and may Divine Providence continue to bless our
Province and guide the Legislature in all its deliberations.

His Honour the ILieutenant Governor then retired from the
Chamber.

We humbly beseech Thee to bless
our Most Gracious Sovereign, Queen Elizabeth, and Philip, the Prince
Consort, the Prince Charles, Elizabeth the Queen Mother, Queen
Mary, and all the Royal Family; comfort and sustain them in their
bereavement, endue them with Thy holy spirit, enrich them with
Thy heavenly grace, prosper them with all happiness, and bring them
to Thy everlasting kingdom, throngh Jesus Christ onr Lord.

Ordered, That the Hon Mr. Douglas (Weyburn), have leave to
troduce a Bill respecting the Administration of Oaths of Office.

He accordingly presented the said Bill and the same was received
and read the first time.
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Mr. Speaker then informed the Assembly that, in order to prevent
mistakes, he had obtained a copy of the Speech of His Honour the
Lieutenant Governor, which was laid on the Table.

On motion of the Hon. Mr. Douglas (Weyburn), seconded by the
Hou. Mr. Fines:

Ovdered, That the Speech of His Honour the Lieutenant Governor
be taken into consideration on Monday next.

On motion of the Hon. Mr. Douglas (Weyburn), seconded by the
Hon. Mr. Corman:

Ordered, That the Votes and Proceedings of this Assembly be
printed after having first been perused by Mr. Speaker; that he do
appoint the printing thereof, and that no person but such as he shall
appoint do presume to print the same.

On motion of the Hon. Mr. Douglas (Weyburn), seconded by
the Hon. Mr. Brockelbank:

Ordered, (1) That Messieurs Fines, Brown, Danielson, Howe and
McCormack constitute a Select Special Committee to prepare and
report, with all convenient speed, lists of Members to compose the
Select Standing Committees of this Assembly provided under Standing
Order 45, with in addition thereto the following Select Standing
Committees:

On Radio Broadeasting of Seleeted Proceedings;

(2) That the said Select Standing Committees be severally em-
powered to examine and inquire into all such matters and things as
may be referred to them by this Assembly, and to report from time to

time their observations and opinions thereon; with power to send for
persons, papers and records, and to examine witnesses under oath.

The Assembly then adjourned at 3.30 o’clock p.m.

. I have the honour to submit to you the Annual Report of the Legislative
Library,

The Library was honoured when Her Royal Highness Princess Elizabeth
and His Royal Highness Duke of Edinburgh signed the Distinguished Visitors’
Register on October 17, 1951. Miss Marian Anderson visited the Library on
February 13, 1951. . -

Acknowledgement is made of the following gifts to the Library:

1. Several fine sets of books of a literary and historical nature, presented
by Honourable J. T. Brown, Chief Justice of the Court of King’s
Bench of Saskatchewan.

2. Public Life and Public Men in Canada - James Young, and Canada’s
Sons on Kopje and Veldt - T. C. Marquis, presented by Mr. George S.
Wallace of Oxbow, Saskatchewan.

Suitable book plates have been placed in these gifts.

A set of six volumes of the Library of Natural History was placed in the
Provincial Museum on permanent loan from the Legislative Library.

During the year the Law section of the Library was completely re-cata-
logued. The re-cataloguing of the general book collection proceeded satisfac-
torily. The holdings of Canadiana were sorted and arranged while important
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additions were incorporated into the collection. The work of indexing. the
daily papers published in the Province was continued and the preparation of
a consolidated printed index for the years 1944 - 1949 was begun.

Members of the Library staff contributed articles and book reviews to
Saskatchewan History, )

The Library has continued to be a centre for research, partipularly in
the legal, historical and social fields, In this connection the following record
of books and materials requested and supplied will be of interest:

late R. B. Gordon, pioneer.civil servant of the North-West Government.

Again this past year, the part-time services of two members of the
Library staff have:been made available for archives activities under the
direction of the Provincial Archivist.

Mierofilming of the Saskatchewan weekly newspapers for the years
1944-1947 inclusive has been completed and the work will be carried forward.
A complete run of the Whitewood Herald from 1900 on has been microfilmed.
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Considerable historical reference work was carried out in connection with
the archives collection. Upwards of 200 enquiries were answered. Guides were
prepared to many collections of public documents, among these being a guide
to the Ministerial papers of the late Dr. John M. Uhrich, as Minister of Public
Health.

The Historical Directory of Saskatchewan Newspapers, 1878 - 1950, pub-
lished by the Provincial Archives, was prepared by Miss Christine MacDonald
of the Library staff.

- During the course of the year various displays of archival material were
arranged in the display cases in the Reading Room of the Legislative Library.
These included. selected items from the Walter Scott papers on loan from the
Provincial Archives.

Mr. Speaker gave his ruling, deferred from yesterday, on the
admissibility of the amendment moved by Mr. Cameron, seconded by
Mr. McCormack. Having declared that he would allow the proposed
amendment, Mr, Speaker laid on the Table his observations thereon,
which are as follows:—

When I deferred my ruling on the amendment to the motion for the
Address in Reply to the Speech from the Throne which was offered, yester-
day, by the hon. member for Maple Creek, I was well aware of the complica-
tions that might ensue, and of the arguments that might be raised pro and con.
Unfortunately, I cannot find in the Rules or in the Commentaries, any single,
unequivocal statement which, once cited, would end the matter. However,
from my reading of the authorities, I have gleaned certain points which, I
should like to draw to the attention of the House.

First of all, I would refer you to Beauchesne, 3rd Edition, at page 93:

Citation 220: “An amendment to the Address in Reply to the Speech
from the Throne is a motion of no-confidence. But a
sub-amendment (as the amendment to an amendment
is usually called) is not a new motion of no-confi-
dence; it is intended to strengthen or weaken the
amendment to which it must be relevant and upon
which it is dependent.”

That is to say, every amendment to the Address in Reply, so long
as it is a separate amendment and not a sub-amendment, is a motion of
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no-confidence. Presumably, it is to avoid such a dilemma as we are confronted
with here, that Ottawa has adopted the practice of proceeding by way of amend-
ment and sub-amendments.

Second, I would refer you to Beauchesne, 3rd Edition, at page 69:

Citation 144: “As long as Ministers remain in the Cabinet, they
are jointly responsible for the Government’s policies,
no matter what departments they administer,”

It would appear, therefore, whether the amendment be in the form
of a ‘blanket’ amendment of no-confidence in His Honour’s present advisers,
or an amendment directed specifically at one aspect or phase of the admini-
stration, it can be construed as a no-confidence motion in the embracive
sense, covering the entire Cabinet and the whole administration.

Third, I would refer you again to Beauchesne, 3rd Edition, at the top
of page 140:

“No amendment shall call in question a principle on
which the House has given a decision by its vote on a
former amendment.”

I am aware that amendments to the motion for the Address frequently
are moved for the purpose of concentrating attention and debate on a speci-
fic topic. That is a right of the members which I shall zealously guard. In
the present instance, however, a direct want of confidence motion in the
form of an amendment to the Address having been moved and rejected,
another amendment now is offered which expresses no confidence in a particu-
lar phase of administration by His Honour’s advisers. This opens the way for
a whole series of similar amendments to be offered, which surely must be
contrary to the spirit, if not to the letter, of the Rules of Parliament. Con-
fronted with such a possibility, and in order that the business of the House
may not be unduly delayed, governments would have no other recourse but to
invoke closure procedure, which most democratic governments are most

reluctant to employ. v
}

As T have said, I can find no specific rule or citation which states in
precise terms the practice to follow in such a case as this. My own opinion,
based on my interpretation of the authorities and of practice elsewhere, is
that the amendment proposed by the hon. Member for Maple Creek, though
correct in form, transgresses the spirit of the rules. Since, however, an im-
portant matter has been raised in this manner and the stage set for debate
on the context, I am going to allow the amendment so that the sense of the
House may be taken on it. The matter having been carried so far, I do not
think I should intervene, though I cannot promise I will be as lenient should
a similar situation arise in the future. It seems to me such important matters
as the proposed amendment raises should be advanced by way of substantive
motion of which due notice has been given. I doubt the wisdom of precipi-
tating impromptu debate on important subjects by way of snap amendments.
The debate is now on the amendment, proposed by Mr. Cameron.

Your Committee, in considering the matters contained in the Order
of Reference of the Assembly, dated February 26, 1952, has examined and
inquired into the provisions of The Farm Implements Act, 1949, in: the light of
certain amendments thereto proposed by representatives of Saskatchewan
Farmers’ Union and the Saskatchewan Implement Dealers’ Association, and
also of the comments thereon by counsel for the Saskatchewan Wholesale
Implement Association.

Having concluded this phase of its inquiry, Your Committee is pleased
to report that it has found the Act to be generally satisfactory to vendors and
purchasers alike both in its context and in its administration, and that, under
it, litigation relating to the sale and purchase of farm implements in Sas-
katchewan has been reduced to a minimum.

However, in the light of the representations heard and as result of its
own deliberations, Your Committee has agreed to recommend to the Assembly
that, in order to provide additional protection to the farmer purchaser and at
the same time bring certain sections into conformity with Federal prices
legislation, the Act be amended at the present Session in the following manner:

1. That paragraph 7 of Section 2 be amended by inserting after the
word “implements” in the second line the words: “or part of an
implement.”

2. That subsection (2) of Section 6 be amended by inserting the word
“maximum” before the word “price” where it occurs in the first line.

3. That Section 7 be amended by inserting the word “maximum” at the
end of the fifth line.

4. That subsection (1) of Section 8 be amended by inserting the word
“maximum” before the word “retail” in the fourth line.

5. That subsection (1) of Section 12 be amended by inserting the word
“maximum” before the word “price” where it occurs at the end of
the second line.

6. That subsection (2) of Section 20 be amended by deleting the word
“conclusive” in the eighth and ninth lines and substituting therefor
the words “prima facie.”

7. That the following new Section be inserted after Section 21:

“21A Every vendor shall keep one copy of every contract
for the sale of implemenfs entered into by him for at
least two years, and shall, upon request of an inspector
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appointed under this Act, produce the same and allow
such inspector to make copies thereof.”

8. That the contract for sale of farm implemenfs set forth in the
Schedule to the Act, Form A, be amended to make clear that the
supplier of the implement as well as the vendor, shall be under a
liability to the purchaser to observe and keep the Warranties 1, 2, 3
and 4 contained therein, viz:

Mr. Brown, from the Select Special Committee appointed to in-
quire into the production, distribution, sale and utilization of Farm
Implements, presented the second report of the said Committee, which

Your Committee has had under conmderatmn an Order of Reference of
the Assembly, of Tuesday, February 26, 1952,

“Ordered, That a Select Speclal Committee be appointed {o enqguire
into productlon costs, selling prices, supply, sale, standard of performance,
methods and costs of distribution (including the incidence of tariffs and
freight rates), and utilization of farm implements and parts and repairs
therefor produced or marketed within the Province of Saskatchewan, and all
other questions incident to the buying, selling, pricing, supplying and utiliza-
tion thereof; the said Commitiee to report to this Assembly, from time to time
during the present Session, the results of its deliberations with such recom-
mendations as may apgear advisable; to have power to send for persons,
papers and records and examine witnesses under oath, and to engage the
services of counsel and such other assistants as it may deem necessary;

That Standing Order 46 (1) be suspended in order that the said Com-
mittee may consist of the following members:

Your Committee held 19 meetings in the course of which it examined
24 witnesses, and received written and oral submissions from the undernoted
organizations through their senior officers:
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Department of Agriculture,

Department of Co-operation and Co-operative Development,
Industrial Development Office,

Saskatchewan Farmers’ Union,

Co-operative Farms in Saskatchewan,

Farm Machinery Co-operatives,

Saskatchewan Wholesale Implement Association,

The Saskatchewan Implement Dealers’ Association,
Canadian Co-operative Implements Limited.

The Committee records its appreciation of the co-operation it received
from Departmental officials and from the officers of these organizations. It com-
pliments them on their able presentations, and commends the value of their
contributions.

. In addition, your Committee profited considerably by the evidence
given orally of Mr. Grant Denike, Superintendent of Swift Current Experimen-
tal Station, and of Prof. Oliver Symes, of the Agricultural Engineering Depart-
ment, University of Saskatchewan, on those phases of the inquiry upon which
they could speak authoritatively,

Your Committee regrets to report that the four major implement manu-
facturers—the Massey-Harris Company, the Cockshutt Plow Company, John
Deere Plow Company and International Harvester Company-—did not see fit
to send Head Office representatives to the hearings; nor did the Committee
have power to cause their attendance. They were, however, represented by
counsel and their local representatives.

The attitude of these companies contrasted unfavourably with that of
Canadian Co-operative Implements Limited which, through two of its senior
officers, gave a very frank outline of its views on matters within the terms
of the Reference, and made full disclosure of its operations since its inception.

Your Committee, upon commencing the task assigned to it by the
Assembly, was indeed fortunate in that much relevant statistical and factual
material had been assembled and analysed, in advance of its hearings, by Mr.
M. Brownstone, of the Economic Advisory and Planning Board. Mr. Brownstone
continued to serve the Committee most competently as Technical Assistant.

Your Committee was fortunate also in procuring the services of Mr.
M. A. MacPherson, Q.C., as Committee Counsel. Later, Mr. C. L. Pederson was
engaged as Associate Counsel expressly to assist in the preparation of briefs
and the presentation of the cases of witnesses requiring such assistance.

The Committee also retained the services of Messrs. Millar, Macdonald
and Company, Chartered Accountants, Winnipeg, Manitoba, who through
Mistsrs. Macdonald and Wildgoose served the Committee as accountancy ex-
perts.

Your Committee desires to express its great satisfaction with, and
appreciation of, the services rendered by these gentlemen throughout the
inquiry, Without their able assistance, the Committee could not have assembled
or assimilated the great mass of statistical and other material and evidence
presented to it, in the limited time at its disposal.

Your Committee regrets to report that it has been unable to complete
its task as fully and adequately as it had hoped, due to its failure to obtain
specific information deemed fundamental to the inquiry. Despite repeated
assurances of their desire to co-operate, the four manufacturing companies
have been most dilatory in returning answers to questions relating to factory
costs submitted to them on January 26, 1952. These questions remain unan-
swered to date, and repeated requests have been met by pleas for more tiie;
in one case by a direct refusal to comply.

The Committee eannot but record its sense of frustration and impotence
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in confrontation with this attitude of these extra-provincial companies. It feels
that a principle is involved - a principle which merits consideration and study
by all provincial Legislatures and by the Parliament of Canada.

The situation apparently is that companies, with head offices located
in another province, yet doing a great volume of their Canadian business in
this province, can take advantage of the immunity their location confers to
deny a Committee of this Legislature information material to an inquiry
undertaken in the public interest, and essential to an adequate report on the
matters under study and review. These companies, too, are shielded by another
immunity. As Canadian incorporations engaged in inter-provincial trade, they
are immune from retaliatory action, by the Province, which might be con-
strued as in restraint of that trade.

Despite provoeation, your Committee has been both patient and con-
siderate in its dealings with the companies. It felt, throughout, they eventually
would recognize the importance to them of satisfying the farmers of Western
Canada that they (the farmers) are not the victims of an implement price
“squeeze”’. Indeed, the Committee pondered for a while a suggestion that, to
give the ‘companies the additional time they sought, it should recommend to
the Assembly that a continuing or inter-Sessional Committiee be appointed by
the Lieutenant Governor in Council, to receive the replies from the companies
and to report to the Assembly at the next Session. However, the futility of
that course became evident upon receipt of the following telegram, dated
March 24, from the Vice-President in charge of Administration, Massey-Harris -
Company: .

“Answer to both questions of special committee is yes, but as
stated in our answer to schedules B and C bare factory costs do not
represent the cost of production. Such costs without including other
costs for engineering, warehousing, administration, etc., would be
misleading to the committee and would lead to false impressions of
margins as they have in the past. Therefore we do not propose to
submit factory costs which do not include all other costs, since all
such allocations are not normally made to individual machines on: our
records. This would involve a great deal of work and would take
considerable time”.

In the impasse thus created, your Committee felt it useless to pursue
the matter further at the provinecial level. It feels, however, that such disregard
of the will and wish of the people’s duly elected representatives derogates from
the prestige and authority of the junior parliaments. Your Commitfee feels
that the Province has a right to turn to the Government and Parliament of
Canada for protection against this power of extra-provincial companies to
thwart the efforts of a provincial Legislature to protect the interests of the
people it serves.

It is for that reason your Committee has recommended a full-scale
inquiry into the farm implement industry by a Committee of the House of
Commons, It is for that' reason, your Committee has recommended that the
next Federal-Provincial Constitutional Conference be asked to comsider such
constitutional changes as will enable any similar Committee, in like circum-
itanmlasi more effectually to perform the duties assigned to it by a provincial

egislature.

Your Committee feels that its findings and recommendations are fully
supported by the information placed before it. These findings and recom-
mendations are tabled as a Sessional Paper, together with transcriptions of
the recorded evidence and the exhibits filed. .

In taking leave of you, I desire to thank you for the manner in
which you have devoted your energies to the activities of the Session,
and to wish you the full blessing of Providence as you return again to
your respective homes.
