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REGINA, TUESDAY, FEBRUARY 8, 1944 

This being the day appointed by Proclamation of His Honour 
the Lieutenant Governor, dated the twenty-first day of January, 
1944, for the meeting of the Sixth Session of the Ninth Legislative 
Assembly of the Province of Saskatchewan, and the Assembly 
having met:-

Mr. Speaker informed the Assembly that he had received a 
communication from the Private Secretary to His Honour the 
Lieutenant Governor stating that His Honour would open the 
Session at three o'clock p.m. today, Tuesday, the eighth day of 
February, 1944. 

His Honour the Lieutenant Governor then entered the Chamber 
and, having taken his seat upon the Throne, was pleased to open 
the Session with the following Speech: 

MR. SPEAKER AND MEMBERS OF THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY: 

I am pleased to welcome you to the Sixth Session of the Ninth 
Legislative Assembly of the Province of Saskatchewan. 

Since the Legislature last met the military situation has 
materially improved and Allied Forces have made substantial 
progress on all fronts. These successes encourage us, but must 
not be taken to mean that Victory has yet been achieved. Com­
placency or self-satisfaction with what has been accomplished must 
not in any way reduce our activity or slacken our effort. The 
tremendous task which yet lies before us demands a completely 
unified and supreme effort. The winning of the war clearly remains 
our first concern. 

During the year historic and important conferences of United 
Nations' Leaders and representatives have been held; one of these 
in the Dominion of Canada. At these conferences much has been 
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accomplished not only in the co-ordination of military plans, but 
also in the development of measures to meet the problems of the 
post-war period, and to provide for the needs of those people who 
have suffered so severely during the war. 

Saskatchewan men and women in the Armed Forces have 
continued to distinguish themselves by their courage and devotion 
to duty. Many of them have received recognition for outstanding 
individual service. Many homes have been saddened by the loss 
of loved ones, and to those so bereaved we offer our sincerest 
sympathy. 

At home our people have continued their energetic support 
of the various war activities and have responded generously to 
the appeals made to them. In the last Victory Loan the people of 
this Province subscribed for an amount much exceeding any 
previous subscription. 

During 1943 "Win the War" Committees were set up in all 
municipalities of the Province. The Committees have been very 
effective and have made a most valuable contribution in the local 
administration of food production and labour programmes. The 
work of these Committees has been so successful that my Govern­
ment proposes to continue the plan this year. 

In this, the fifth year of the war, my Government continues 
to make support of the Canadian War Effort its first concern and 
will continue this policy until Victory is achieved, realizing as 
people do that security and freedom can be preserved only by the 
complete defeat of our enemies. 

The crop in 1943 was an average one, but in some sections of 
the Province yields were disappointing. In these areas payments 
under the Prairie Farm Assistance Act will provide material 
assistance. Increased prices for grain, livestock and other agri­
cultural products have greatly improved the financial position of 
agriculture which, in many respects, is now better than at any 
time in the history of the Province. It is with gratification we have 
learned of the policy to be adopted by the Government of Canada 
which will provide floor prices for farm products. This removes 
one of the uncertainties of agriculture and will do much to assist 
that industry during the period which should see the conclusion 
of the war and the transition to peace. 

The measures taken to prevent inflation have been most 
effective in maintaining reasonable price levels, and will be of in­
estimable value in preventing post-war depression. 

In conformity with the Statute passed at the last Session, the 
Saskatchewan Reconstruction Council was established under the 
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Chairmanship of Dean F. C. Cronkite, and has been active in 
carrying out the duties assigned to it. There is a very general 
appreciation of the problems of the post-war period, of the necessity 
for their careful study and the development of practical plans for 
meeting them. Much interest has been shown, and, in many com­
munities, local committees have been established which are actively 
devoting time and consideration to these questions. 

For many years my Government has been convinced of the 
need for a re-adjustment of the relationship between the Province 
and the Dominion. Study and examination of the subject of post­
war rehabilitation and reconstruction makes it increasingly 
apparent that it will be impossible for the Province fully to dis­
charge the responsibilities imposed upon it by the constitution. 
My Government is of the opinion that a Dominion-Provincial Con­
ference would make possible the removal of limitations which now 
restrict activities, and has so advised the Government of Canada. 

In the year 1937, Saskatchewan suffered an almost total crop 
failure. It therefore became necessary for my Government to 
assist the municipalities to advance large quantities of seed grain 
and supplies so that a normal crop could be seeded in the spring 
of 1938. The advances so made have constituted a liability of the 
many thousands of farmers who were assisted in this way. Re­
quests for an adjustment of these liabilities have been made by 
the Saskatchewan Association of Rural Municipalities. 

My Government has arranged a plan of adjustment of the 
1938 seed accounts which will undoubtedly be acceptable to the 
great majority of those who were assisted. 

During the year 1943 the search for oil and gas was carried 
on with increased activity. These operations will be continued and 
extended to new areas where surveys and test drillings will be 
undertaken. 

During recent months the Provincial Mediation Board has 
been conducting an inquiry into and a survey of farm debt and 
land ownership. While this study has not been completed, con­
siderable progress has_ been made and you will be furnished during 
the Session with the information available. 

The Committee appointed to investigate Urban Assessment in 
the Province has completed its work and its report will be sub­
mitted to you. ';I'he Members of this Committee are to be com­
mended for the intensive and careful study made of this intricate 
subject. 

In accordance with the report and recommendation of the 
Select Standing Committee on Law Amendments, made at the last 
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Session, my Government appointed Honourable Chief Justice W. 
M. Martin and Honourable Mr. Justice H. Y. MacDonald a Com­
mission to inquire into the principles contained in a proposed Act 
respecting the Rights of Employees to Organize and Providing for 
Conciliation and Arbitration of Industrial Disputes. This Commis­
sion, after holding public hearings and making a careful study of 
the subject, has completed its report which will be presented to 
you. Legislation will be submitted dealing with this important 
matter. · 

The Select Special Committee on Social Security and Health 
Services, which performed such useful service at the last Session, 
wiU be re-constituted and the report of the inter-sessional sub­
committee will be submitted to it. 

Following the report of the Select Special Committee, my 
Government provided, on May 1st, 1943, for an increase in Old 
Age and Blind Persons' Pensions. Subsequently, by an agreement 
with the Government of Canada, a total increase of $5.00 per month 
became effective on September 1st, 1943. On May 1st, 19431 

Mothers' Allowances also were increased substantially. The cost 
of Old Age and Blind Persons' Pensions is borne jointly by the 
Federal and Provincial Governments while Mothers' Allowances 
are paid by the Province alone. The municipalities have not been 
required to make any contribution to either. 

From the commencement of the ensuing fiscal year, May 1st, 
1944, my Government, through the Saskatchewan Cancer Commis­
sion, will provide treatment and hospitalization to persons suffering 

, from Cancer without cost to the patient. 

- Much progress has been made in Canada in the development 
of a plan for National Heafth Insurance. The Federal Government 
has announced its intention to establish a National Plan and to 
enter into agreements with the Provinces for this purpose. Legis­
lation will be submitted to you authorizing my Government to 
enter into such an agreement to, provide Health Insurance for all 
the people of Saskatchewan. 

You will be asked to consider· a measure respecting a National 
Physical Fitness Programme which is being undertaken by the 
Province in co,-operation with the Government of Canada. 

My Government is of the opinion that the ,Province should 
follow the precedent established in the First Great War and pro­
vide means for Saskatchewan· members of the Armed Forces to 
have their own representatives in the Legislative Assembly. A 
measure providing for such representation will be submitted to 
you. 
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My Government proposes to establish a Department of Recon­
struction, Labour and Public Welfare to co-ordinate plans of 
various Departments of the Provincial service, make possible a 
more effective carrying out of the reconstruction programme, assist 
in the re-establishment of returned men and women and consolidate 
under one administration the activities of the present Bureaux of 
Labour and Public Welfare, Child Protection and Old Age Pensions. 

Legislation to amend various Provincial Statutes will be sub­
mitted for your consideration. 

The Public Accounts for the last fiscal year, together with 
the Estimates for the year beginning May 1st, 1944, will also be 
submitted to you. 

Members of the Legislative Assembly, I leave you to the con­
sideration of the business of the Session, and trust that the blessing 
of Divine Providence may rest upon your labours. 

His honour the Lieutenant Governor then retired from the 
Chamber.

Such said Select Standing Committees to be severally em­
powered to examine and enquire into all such matters and things 
as may be referred to them by the Assembly, and to report from 
time to time their observations and opinions thereon, with power 
to send for persons, papers and records, and to examine witnesses 
under oath.

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REPORT OF THE LEGISLATIVE LIBRARIAN 

Regina, 8th February, 1944. 

To the Honourable 

The Speaker of the Legislative Assembly of Saskatchewan. 

Sir:-

I have the honour to submit the annual report of the Legis­
lative Library. 

There has been placed in this Library a volume of photostat 
reproductions of the pages of Canada's Book of Remembrance­
the illuminated Roll of the Dead in the Great War 1914-1918 which 
lies in the Memorial Chamber of the Parliament Buildings at 
Ottawa. This was sent out by the Minister of National Defence 
to His Honour, The Lieutenant Governor of Saskatchewan, for 
deposit in the Legislative Library. One of these volumes was sent 
to the Capital of each Province, and apart from its general interest, 
its special purpose is to provide a means by which names may be 
verified by relatives and friends. Accompanying this is a brochure 
describing the Book of Remembrance and its many points of beauty 
and interest.

As in previous War years, many members of the Armed Forces 
have visited the Library and limited privileges have been extended 
to those who desire·to use it. 

The keen general interest in Post-War Reconstruction is 
reflected in the many inquiries made as to suggested plans not 
only in Canada but in Great Britain and the United States. Assist­
ance is also being given to the Research workers engaged by the 
Saskatchewan Reconstruction Council. 

Important additions to facilitate the service given by the 
Library are the following: 

1. Dominion of Canada Labour Service (De Boo Ltd. Law 
Publishers) . This is under the general editorship in an advisory 
capacity of the Honourable C. P. McTague, Chairman, National 
War Labour Board. This Service gathers together for the first 
time in consolidated form, all Dominion and Provincial Statutes, 
Orders-in-Council and Government Orders of General Application 
directly affecting relations of employer and employee. 

2. Dominion Tax Service. 

3. The Financial Post Corporation Service. 
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Hon. J. W. Estey, Chairman of Committee on Public Records 
of Saskatchewan, has placed in the Library a Calendar of Public 
Records of the North West Territories prepared by Dr. Arthur S. 
Morton, Provincial Archivist. This Calendar, consisting of seven 
large volumes, contains all the Territorial records in chronological 
order with a brief synopsis of each document, .with special atten­
tion to names, dates and other significant details. The historical 
value of these expertly prepared Calendars cannot be overestimated.

(1) Development of new power sites and acquisition of main 
existing ones in order to provide mass production of power 
on a province-wide network of electrical energy to all 
main points, with due regard for future industrial expan­
sion within Saskatchewan; further development of our 
great resources of the north; and a plentiful supply to our 
most thickly populated rural areas, together with other 
parts adjacent to lines constructed in order to make 
possible mass consumption at the lowest cost.

By leave of the Assembly, on motion of the Hon. Mr. Patterson: 
Ordered, that the Assembly do now proceed to the Order "Public 
Bills and Orders." · 

The Assembly resumed the adjourned debate on the proposed 
motion of Mr. Fraser, seconded by Mr. Demers: 
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That this Assembly urge on both the Federal Government 
and the Provincial Government, as part of our post-war policy, 
co-operation in a scheme of conservation and utilization of water 
supplies, extension of rural electrification, improvement of rural 
housing, and the extension of the Prairie Farm Rehabilitation Act 
to all the Province. 

The debate continuing, and the question being put, it was 
agreed to unanimously.

That, in the opinion of this Assembly, the Government should 
consider the advisability of undertaking the following projects as 
a social development, and that the surpluses derived from such be 
placed in the public treasury of this Province to assist in financing 
the extension of health, education, and other social services: 

(1) Development of new power sites and acquisition of main 
existing ones in order to provide mass production of power 
on a province-wide network of electrical energy to all 
main points, with due regard for future industrial expan­
sion within Saskatchewan; further development of our 
great resources of the north; and a plentiful supply to our 
most thickly populated rural areas, together with other 
parts adjacent to lines constructed in order to make 
possible mass consumption at the lowest cost. 

(2) Increased exploratory and survey work to determine the 
value of our undeveloped resources in Saskatchewan with 
a view to their social development wherever found prac-
tical and desirable. · 

(3) A programme of conservation of all our resources and 
redrafting of our timber regulations to insure the pro­
vision of future requirements. 

( 4) Processing of a much larger percentage of our coal pro­
duction in order to improve the heat value and derive 
greater use of its by-products. 

(5) The introduction of a severance tax to apply to all natural 
resources now being developed on all properties where 
the mineral rights have not been reserved to the Crown. 

(6) The establishment of a Provincial Marketing Board with 
power to take delivery of and market all timber and 
timber products, coal and other materials produced from 
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our natural resources, thus providing the consumer with 
finished products at a lower cost. 

(7) The establishment of a provincial fur exchange. 

(8) Establishment of cold storage facilities at suitable points 
to insure preservation of our supply of northern fresh 
water fish. 

(9) That the Federal Government provide schemes to rehabil­
itate and re-establish ex-members of the armed forces, 
properly qualified with or without governmental assistance 
in other primary production such as lumbering, trapping 
and mining. 

The debate continuing, in amendment thereto, it was moved 
by Mr. Hall, seconded by Mr. Demers: 

That all the words after the word "of" in the second line be 
deleted, and the following substituted therefor: 

"(1) securing an increased development of our natural re­
sources, and, in co-operation with the Saskatchewan Industrial 
Development Board and the National Research Council, furthering 
such development in the post war period, giving special attention 
to recommendations of the Saskatchewan Reconstruction Council; 

(2) making a complete survey with a view to providing more 
information as to the possibilities of further development of our 
fish, fisheries and timber resources, as well as ways and means for

ment of existing ones;

( 4) insuring the conservation of our northern fresh water 
fish by building of hatcheri€s, as soon as possible, at suitable points 
for the purpose of re-stocking lakes where there is commercial 
fishing; 

(5) promoting a system of Air Transport in those portions of 
the North where traffic is not sufficient to warrant commercial 
operation; 
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(6) opening a school in connection with the Geological Branch 
of the University of Saskatchewan to provide means of teaching 
and instruction for prospectors; also a free service of assaying 
and the services of a competent geologist to assist prospectors in 
establishing the value of their discoveries; 

(7) encouraging, in co-operation with the Province of Mani­
toba and Alberta, the establishment of a School of Forestry in the 
Prairie Provinces for the training of fully qualified Forestry per­
sonnel; 

(8) completing all northern roads as _soon as possible; 

(9) constructing dams to maintain our waters at permanent 
levels; 

(10) studying the best means of eradicating the timber wolf." 

And, further, this Assembly is of the opinion: 

(a) that the development of our mineral resources depends 
first, on prospectors locating an ore body; second, on capital to 
prove the value of the claim; and third, the necessary capital to 
bring the discovery into production; and 

(b) that, such ventures being highly speculative, no public 
funds entrusted to the Government should be employed in such 
speculative undertakings, except in the form of assistance, provid­
ing information, education and means. of transportation.

(a) Suitable school buildings with proper equipment in every 
district where a school is required; 
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(b) All schools staffed by fully qualified teachers who will be 
paid regularly a salary to be determined by qualification 
and experience; such salary to be sufficient to make the 
teaching profession attractive as a life vocation; 

(c) Adequate scholarships and maintenance grants provided 
in greatly increased numbers to apt and deserving 
students. 

(2) A continuation of the present programme of Dominion­
Provincial youth training as a post-war undertaking, with emphasis 
on courses to provide vocational as well as technical training. 

(3) A survey of the possibilities of utilizing the facilities of 
our air training schools as a part of our provincial, secondary and 
vocational educational programme. 

( 4) The immediate establishment of a College of Medicine in 
the Province of Saskatchewan; and, 

(5) A conference of representatives of the Saskatchewan 
Teachers' Federation, the Saskatchewan Trustees Association and 
other educationists to be called at an early date to discuss ways 
and means of implementing this educational programme. 

The debate continuing, in amendment thereto, it was moved 
by Mr. McLeod, seconded by Mr. Prince:

Mr. Phelps asked the Government the following Question, 
which was answered by the Hon. Mr. Kerr: 

(1) What changes in rates of royalties, levied by the Depart­
ment of Natural Resources, have been made since January 
1st, 1942? (State product affected and old and new rate 
in each case, and on what date each changed rate came 
into effect). 

Answer: 

Changes in rates of royalties, levied by the Department of 
Natural Resources, effective since January 1, 1942, are as follows: 

METALS: 

Old rate. To obtain royalty payable on metals the average 
value of ore must be determined by dividing the number of tons 
of ore mined into the value received from the sale of the mineral 
products recovered, and stated in dollars per ton. 

In the case of precious met-al ores the royalty was 2.5 cents 
per ton on ore valued up to $5.00 per ton. On valuations above 
$5.00 per ton royalty was determined by dividing value of ore 
by 10, thus establishing the "royalty rate". The value of the ore 
was then multiplied by the royalty rate to obtain the royalty 
payable per ton. 

The procedure was the same in the case of other than pre­
cious metal ores, except that the royalty on ore valued up to 

· $5.00 per ton was 1.25 cents per ton and above $5.00 per ton the 
value of ore was divided by 20 to establish the "royalty rate". 
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New rate. For all classes of metal ores (other than precious 
metal ores) valued at more than $5.00 per ton the royalty is 
determined by dividing value of ore by 10, thus establishing the 
"royalty rate". The value of the ore is then multiplied by the 
royalty rate to obtain the royalty payable per ton. 

The new rate became effective January 1, 1942. 

PETROLEUM AND NATURAL GAS 
Old rate. 

Natural Gas-not less than 5 per cent of the sales. 
Oil-not less than 2% per cent nor more than 5 per cent of 

the sales of products for the first five years after oil in commercial 
quantity has been discovered. For next five years royalty was 
to be not less than 5 per cent nor more than 10 per cent of sales. 
Thereafter 10 per cent of sales. 

New rate. 
Natural Gas-5 per cent of sales. 
All other products-5 per cent of sales during first two years

said Province of Saskatchewan and to be supplied to such users 
as and when required, in accordance with terms and conditions to 
be agreed upon between the said government and the Licensee. 

"12. The sale of power by the Licensee to users in the Prov­
ince of Saskatchewan under the provisions of Article 11 hereof 
shall be at as low a price as is given to any other consumer out­
side the said Province for a like use at the same time and for 
similar amounts and under similar conditions." 

Conditions 15 and 17 in the licence issued to the Consolidated 
Mining and Smelting Company of Canada Limited read as follows: 

"15. The Licensee shall reserve one-sixth of the total power 
capable of being developed under minimum flow conditions and at 
the potential power sites referred to in Article 7 hereof, and upon 
one year's notice in writing by the minister to the Licensee the 
Licensee shall make such power available for users in the Province 
of Saskatchewan to the extent that such power is not utilized by 
the Licensee and any of its subsidiary Companies in its or their 
operations. 

"17. The sale of power by the Licensee to users in the Prov­
ince of Saskatchewan under the provisions of Article 15 hereof 
shall be at as low a price as is given to other consumers in the 
Province for a like use at the same time and under similar con­
ditions and shall be determined by the Saskatchewan Power 
Commission."

(1) Is there a preponderance of perch in any particular lake 
in the Qu'Appelle Lakes? If so, what lake or lakes? 

Answer: There is a reported preponderance of perch in all the 
Qu'Appelle Lakes, namely Pasqua, Echo, Mission and Katepwe. 

(2) Are the said perch a menace to other angling fish or their 
finger lings? If so, what has the Government done towards 
reducing said surplus of perch? 

Answer: Perch are not so much a menace to angling species, such 
as pickerel and pike, as they are to the commercial species, such 
as whitefish, tullibee and suckers; in fact fry and fingerlings of 
the last named species appear to be their main diet where they 
are available in sufficient numbers. Perch are the most prolific 
of any of our fresh water species in natural reproduction, con­
sequently they are hard to control in certain waters. 

Quite a large number of perch are taken by commercial fisher­
men during the winter fishing season, where fishing with small 
mesh nets is permitted and this helps to reduce the number, as all 
fish taken are mature and would spawn in the spring if not caught. 

(3) Why is a limit of twenty perch 'per day placed on angling 
licences where perch overrun any said lake? 

Answer: The limit of twenty perch per day applies to all angling 
waters in the Province, and it is only in certain sections where 
there is a preponderance of this species.
