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FIFTH SESSION—NINTH LEGISLATURE

REGINA, TUESDAY, FEBRUARY 23, 1943

This being the day appointed by Proclamation of His Honour
the Lieutenant Governor, dated the eighth day of February, 1943,
for the meeting of the Fifth Session of the Ninth Legislative
Assembly of the Province of Saskatchewan, and the Assembly
having met:—

Mr. Speaker informed the Assembly that he had received a
communication from the Private Secretary to His Honour the
Lieutenant Governor stating that His Honour would open the
Session at three o’clock p.m. today, Tuesday, the twenty-third day
of February, 1943.

His Honour the Lieutenant Governor then entered the Chamber
and, having taken his seat upon the Throne, was pleased to open
the Session with the following Speech:

MR. SPEAKER AND MEMBERS OF THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY:

I welcome you to the Fifth Session of the Ninth Legislative
Assembly of the Province of Saskatchewan.

Saskatchewan has suffered many casualties among those
serving in the Armed Forces. At Dieppe men from this Province,
regardless of heavy losses, demonstrated the qualities and courage
of Canada’s fighting forces and added further lustre to their
brilliant record. To all relatives and personal friends of those who
have made the supreme sacrifice in defence of Home ‘and Freedom,
my Government tenders its sincerest sympathy with the hope that
they may have solace in their sorrow from the knowledge that
these sacrifices have not been in vain and presage the triumph of
our cause.

Recent developments in the World War have been more favour-
able to the United Nations and the tide of battle is slowly but
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surely turning against the aggressors. The announcement of plans,
made at the recent historic meeting at Casablanca, for carrying
the war to the enemy by offensive action on all fronts has been a
source of encouragement to us all; it has renewed and increased
our resolution for greater and greater support to Canada’s war
effort in every field of its activity.

We must not fail to understand and appreciate the seriousness
of the situation, nor should we minimize the magnitude and difficul-
ties of the task before us. Until complete and final victory has been
achieved, we must continue to recognize the fact that it is the first
concern of every individual Canadian to contribute his or her share
to a total and complete national war effort. To this end we must
be prepared to make additional, increasing personal contributions
and sacrifices.

In the progress of the war many set-backs and disappoint-
ments are inevitable; these must be met with courage and resolu-
tion. Enjoying as we do safety of person and property, our posi-
tion is fortunate compared with that of the people of Great Britain
or with those of countries already over-run and subjugated. Only
by the restoration of their freedom can we ensure the maintenance
of our own. Our activities must be directed and our conveniences
restricted to this end.

During the past year, men and women of Saskatchewan in large
numbers have continued to offer their services and our proportion
in the Armed Forces is fully maintained. Since we last met, another
Member of this Legislature has volunteered and been accepted for
Active Service; to the seven now in His Majesty's Active Service
we extend our best wishes.

Many calls have been made on our people to support, by loans,
contributions and services, the prosecution of the war and the many
auxiliary and supplementary activities connected therewith. To
these appeals Saskatchewan has made a generous and willing
response.

. Fully conscious of its responsibilities, my Government’s first
concern has been to support and assist the Government of Canada
in its National War Effort; it proposes to continue this policy until
the United Nations have attained “unconditional surrender” of the
forces of Hate, Fear and Aggression.

In addition to supplying personnel for the Armed Forces,
Saskatchewan’s major contribution to the War Effort is the supply-
ing of food. In the past our agricultural production was largely
determined by the individual farmer, who devoted his activities to
raising such products as seemed best suited to his conditions. To
meet war needs, policies designed to increase the production of
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those foods most needed have been put into operation. Our Sask-
atchewan farmers, recognizing this need, are co-operating to this
end; nevertheless, further development along these lines is neces-
sary. Greater supplies of certain foods are required and my Gov-
ernment has undertaken a campaign to encourage their increased
production. This campaign will be prosecuted actively and vigor-
ously and your support and assistance is essential. It is quite
possible that this re-adjustment of agricultural production, while
inaugurated as a war measure, may prove valuable in meeting post-
war conditions and in assisting materially the establishment of
this major Saskatchewan industry on a sounder basis.

The problem of an adequate supply of farm labour to make
possible the maintenance and increase of necessary food produc-
tion is a matter of serious concern; this question will be referred
to you for consideration.

In 1942 Saskatchewan raised the largest crop in its history.
Due to weather conditions, harvesting and threshing was seriously
delayed. In some districts a considerable percentage of the grain
crop was not threshed, thus creating local problems in the areas
affected. Generally speaking, however, better crops, abundance of
feed and higher prices for agricultural products have materially
improved financial conditions.

The recent appointment of the Honourable T. C. Davis, former-
ly Attorney General of this Province, as Canadian High Commis-
sioner to Australia for the duration of the war, is of particular
interest to the Members of the Legislature and I am sure that your
best wishes go with him in the performance of the duties of this

office.

At the last Session of the Legislature I gave you information
regarding the appointment of committees to organize Civilian
Defence, and for the study of the problems involved in the rehabil-
itation and re-establishment of Returned Men and Women. Both
of these committees have been active in respect to the duties
assigned them. The Provincial Civil Defence Committee has
assisted and supervised the organization and establishment of Civil
Defence organizations in all cities and in some of the larger towns
and villages of the Province. The Rehabilitation Committee has
set up sub-committees to study and report on different phases of
the general questions referred to it; these will be passed upon by
a meeting of the whole Committee to be held in the near future.

The question of debt adjustment has continued to receive the
attention of my Government. Since our last Session, conferences
have been held with the Provinces of Manitoba and Alberta and
presentations have been made to the Federal Government. Im-
portant constitutional questions have been raised in our Courts,
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and a recent decision of the Privy Council makes it desirable that
consideration be given to certain provisions of our Provincial law.
As a consequence legislation with respect to this matter will be
submitted to you.

The appointment, by the Government of Canada, of a Parlia-
mentary Committee to consider a national plan of Social Security,
including health services, has been received with general satisfac-
tion. My Government proposes to set up at this Session of the
Legislature a special Legislative Committee to study these matters
and report thereon.

For some time various Departments of my Government have
been studying post-war problems and have made considerable pro-
gress in developing proposals and suggestions in connection there-
with. My Government is of the opinion that the time has arrived
when the plans already in preparation, together with suggestions
and recommendations from other sources, should be consolidated.
Legislation will, therefore, be submitted to you providing for the
establishment of a Provincial Reconstruction Council authorized
to study the whole question of Post-War Reconstruction and to
make recommendations with respect thereto.

Under arrangements made by my Government, an intensive
geophysical survey has been made over considerable areas of the
Province and a number of deep test drillings have been made. This
activity will be continued and increased during the coming summer.

Legislation to amend the Municipal Law and various other
Provincial Statutes will be submitted for your consideration.

The Public Accounts for the last fiscal year, together with the
Estimates for the year beginning May 1st, 1943, will also be sub-
mitted to you.

MEMBERS OF THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY:

I leave you to the consideration of the business of the Session
and trust that the blessing of Divine Providence may rest upon
your labours.

Such said Select Standing Committees to be severally em-
powered to examine and enquire into all such matters and things
as may be referred to them by the Assembly, and to report from
time to time their observations and opinions thereon, with power
to send for persons, papers and records, and to examine witnesses
under oath.

The Assembly then adjourned at 3.25 o’clock p.m.

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REPORT OF THE LEGISLATIVE LIBRARIAN
Regina, 23rd February, 1943.

To the Honourable
The Speaker of the Legislative Assembly of Saskatchewan.

SIR:—

I have the honour to submit the Annual Report of the Legis-
lative Library.

Premier Patterson was presented with Ashes and Embers
from the House of Commons, London, England, the result of enemy
action in 1940; these are preserved in a container, attached to a
plaque made of English oak and Canadian silver, designed by Mr.
J. H. Lee-Grayson, and placed on the wall of the Reading Room
of the Library.

During the past year the library has been visited by many
members of the Armed Forces and limited privileges have been
extended to those who desired to make use of its resources.

It is satisfactory to record the fact that very few losses have
occurred in the shipping of books and publications from abroad.
Only one All-England Law Report has been lost, while material
from Australia and New Zealand has come through safely, though
delayed in transit.

The war is reflected not only in the type of books purchased
for the library, but also in the services rendered by it through the
various sources of information comprising Government Regula-
tions, chief among which are Canadian War Orders and Regula-
tions and Butterworth’s Emergency Legislation Service. Bibli-
ographies are also prepared from time to time on such questions
of public interest as post war reconstruction, the Beveridge Report
and so forth. )

Assistance is being given at present to the Saskatchewan
Urban Assessment Committee in consultation with its chairman
F. C. Cronkite, M.A., LL.B., K.C., of Saskatoon.

It may be of interest to note that a much larger percentage
than ever of books available for purchase now deal with Canadian
subjects written by Canadian authors, many of which are of such
importance as to be widely publicized in the United States and
Great Britain.
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An inventory of the books in the library has been completed.
This work extended: over five months-as there are approximately
40,000 volumes on the shelves.

1. That further increases in prices paid to producers for
essential food products be recognized as the most effective method
of assuring production of necessary supplies;

2. That appropriate action be taken to guarantee that the
present general level of prices of meat animals, dairy and poultry
products be maintained as minimum prices for the duration of the
war and two years thereafter;

3. That it is essential to the economic welfare of Saskatche-
wan that production of wheat be recognized as our major source
of income and the Federal Government be urged to accept through
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th_e Canadian Wheat Board no less than two hundred and eighty
million bushels of wheat at parity prices with an initial advance of
not less than $1.00 per bushel;

4. That, in view of the large quantities of damp wheat on the
farms, the Canadian Wheat Board be urged to put forth every
possible effort to handle and dispose of such wheat so that spoil-
age and loss may be reduced to a minimum;

5. That, in view of the excellent prospects for sales of Can-
adian feed grain in the United States, we urge upon the Federal
Government the desirability of removing existing maximum ceil-
ings from these grains in order that prevailing prices in the United
States may be fully reflected in prices paid to Canadian producers
and that everything possible be done to facilitate the sale and
transportation of Canadian feed grains to the United States;

5a. Due to the large surplus of wheat in Canada and the
increasing demand for coarse grains, the Federal Government has
- requested that a decrease in wheat acreage and an increase in
coarse grain acreage be effected in 1943, therefore it is strongly
recommended that the present maximum prices for coarse grains
be established as minimum prices for the 1943 crop;

6. That, in view of the large quantity of grain stored on farms
in Saskatchewan which cannot be sold and delivered, we request
the Federal Government to give urgent consideration to some
method of permitting our farmers to finance on such grain;

7. That, in view of the fact that prices paid to producers of
coarse grains at local points have frequently been based on floor
prices, thereby creating an excessive spread between street prices
and quoted market prices, we urge the Federal Government to im-
mediately take steps to rectify this situation;

8. That, in implementing the foregoing policies, we recom-
mend to the Federal Government the payment of subsidies where
necessary to maintain price ceilings on consumer goods;

9. That, as, in the opinion of this Assembly, a growing short-
age of Farm labour will seriously curtail agricultural production
and limit the extent to which Saskatchewan can provide the addi-
tional food stuffs so greatly needed, it, therefore, strongly urges
that: .

(a) Persons employed on farms, called for Military Service,
be granted postponement or exemption in all cases where
applied for if the services of such person are necessary to
maintain production;
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(b) Leave of absence be granted to all members of the armed
forces, where this can possibly be done, to enable them to
assist in seeding and harvesting operations.

The debate continuing, in amendment thereto, it was moved
by Mr. Benson, seconded by Mr. Valleau:

That the following words be added to paragraph 5a:
“and further recommends that the Canadian Wheat Board he
authorized to handle oats and barley on the same basis as wheat
is now handled by that body, paying an initial price and issuing
participation certificates, provided that initial prices should not
be lower than the present ceiling prices now applying to oats and
barley.”

We, therefore, urge upon the Dominion Government that, in
all cases where savings are paid or credited to the members of a
co-operative association by way of a refund of excess charges, such
association should not be assessed for Income Tax in respect of
any such savings.”

FIRST REPORT
of
SELECT SPECIAL COMMITTEE

on

SOCIAL SECURITY and HEALTH SERVICES

MONDAY, APRIL 12, 1943

Mr. Hogarth, from the Select Special Committee appointed
to inquire into Social Welfare, Social Security, and Health Services
in Saskatchewan, presented the First Report of the said Com-
mittee, which is as follows:

Your Committee has had under consideration an Order of
Reference of the Assembly of Tuesday, March 2, 1943, namely:

“That a Select Special Committee be appointed to inquire into:
(1) Social Welfare legislation of Saskatchewan;

(2) Practical measures of further Social Security and Health Services
for Saskatchewan by itself or in conjunction with the Government
of Canada;

(3) Means by which the costs of such services may be raised;

(4) Constitutional limitations affecting joint Dominion-Provincial arrange-
ments; and

(5) Any other matters incident thereto;

such Committee to report to this Assembly during the present Session
with such recommendations as may appear advisable, and to be empowered
to send for persons, papers and records, and to examine witnesses under
oath.

“That Standing Orders 46 and 47 be suspended so that the said Com-
mittee may be comprised of the following twenty-five members, of whom
fifteen shall be a quorum:

Messieurs Hogarth (Chairman), Baker, Benson, Brockelbank, Burton,
Danielson, Demers, Estey, Fraser, Valleau, Herman, Howe, Johnson,
Krenn, Laing, McDaniel, McLeod, Pedersen, Pinder, Prince, Procter, Ross,
Staines, Stewart and Uhrich.”

This was supplemented by further Orders of Reference of the
Assembly as follows:

Of March 15, 1943:

“That, in the opinion of this Assembly, the Government should give
consideration to providing a further increase in mothers’ allowances paid
under the provisions of The Child Welfare Act”;

and further:

“That the Act and Regulations be so amended as to make available
this assistance to all needy children.”
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Of March 16, 1943:

“That this Assembly favours an increase in the maximum pensions
payable under The Old Age and Blind Persons Pension Act, and recom-
mends to the Government that it associate itself with other Provinces in
representations requesting the Government of Canada to contribute to
such increases; and, further recommends that this resolution be presented
to the Federal Parliamentary Committee now studying the question of
Social Security with the suggestion that the Committee give considera-
tion to the practicability of establishing in Canada a contributory plan of
old age pensions.”

Of March 23, 1943:

“That, in the opinion of this Assembly, the Government of Saskatch-
ewan should to the fullest possible extent co-operate with the Government
of Canada in developing and putting into operation a National plan of
Health Insurance.”

Your Committee held 23 meetings, exfending over a period
from March 5, 1943, to and including April 12, 1943.

The inaugural meeting of the Committee was held on March
5, 1943, at which the following agenda was adopted, subject to
amendment as occasion later arose:

1. What the Reference embraces: :

(a) Health: (i) State medicine (financed by the state); (ii) Insurance:
(contributory).

(b) Hospitalization, including Mental Hospitals.

(c) Old Age and Blind Persons Pensions.

(d) Mothers’ Allowances.

(e) Maternity Grants.

(f) Unemployment: (i) Through lack of opportunity or failure to obtain
work; (ii) Through illness; (iii) Permanent incapacity (unemploy-
able).

(g) Social Welfare generally.

2. Legislation now in effect:
(1) In Saskatchewan, and the cost thereof.
(2) In the Dominion, and the cost thereof.
(3) In other provinces, and other countries, and the cost thereof.
(4) How and to what extent we can improve present Legislation.

3. Jurisdiction.

(1) To what extent the Province is responsible.

(2) To what extent Municipalities are responsible.

(3) Is it wholly a Provincial matter?

(4) Is it wholly a Dominion matter, or

(5) Is it partly Dominion and partly Provincial and to what extent each
is responsible ?

(6) The extent to which provinces will co-operate in a Dominion-wide
scheme.

4. Hearing representations.

5. Ways and means:
(1) The cost of extending present legislation.
(2) To what extent can Sagkatchewan contribute.
(3) How the money is to be raised.

A sub-committee consisting of your Chairman and Messrs.
Ross, McLeod, Pinder, Stewart and Valleau was appointed to
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arrange the order of business that should occupy the attention of
the members of your Committee from day to day.

Your Committee expresses deep regret that it was obliged to
proceed with the inquiry without the valued services of Honour-
able J. M. Uhrich, Minister of Public Health, who was stricken
with illness prior to the first meeting of your Committee. )

Before your Committee was appointed, publication of the
Beveridge Report in Great Britain had stirred a continent-wide
interest in the subject-matters of the Reference. Then, just as your
Committee was about to begin its organization work, the Marsh
Report was published at Ottawa, and a Select Special Committee
of the Dominion House of Commons was later charged with the
conduct of an inquiry, national in scope, pertaining to matters
similar to those entrusted to your Committee.

When, therefore, your Committee extended an invitation
through the public press to all persons, organizations, and societies
having information to impart, or desiring to be heard, the res-
ponse was prompt and gratifying, and reflective of the wide-spread
interest in the subject-matters of the inquiry. Special invitations
were issued to representative associations and groups concerned
in health and social welfare work, with the result that delegations
appearing before your Committee represented a typical cross-sec-
tion of the people of this Province.

To those who appeared before the Committee thanks and
appreciation have been extended for the time and trouble taken in
compiling the vast amount of very helpful information and material
submitted. Thanks is also due to the public Press for the publicity
given to the deliberations of your Committee.

In the course of its deliberations, your Committee had the
unique opportunity of discussing, with those actually engaged in
them, the operations of various schemes for providing, at a reason-
able cost to the participants, medical and hospital, or medical or
hospital, services to residents of individual municipalities, or
groups of municipalities, or to groups of citizens in the more
populous centres. Much valuable information was obtained from
these sources.

Your Committee found, early in its proceedings, that the time
at its disposal during the' comparatively short Session of the
Assembly, might prove inadequate to enabling it to complete the
task assigned to it. Inasmuch as the public hearings continued
until Thursday, April 8, and Standing Committees have occupied
available time since, the Committee’s fears have been realized, and

€
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it regrets that it is unable, at this time, to present a final report
within the terms of the Reference.

Further, in the representations heard and the material sub-
mitted, your Committee found itself confronted with a wide variety
of views, opinions, suggestions, and proposals. From this confu-
sion, however, four salient points emerged upon which there ap-
peared to be fairly general agreement:

1. as to the need for extending health and social services on
a wider scale, and more equitably and uniformly, through-
out the province;

2. regarding the apparent willingness of the people to pay

- for these extended services;

3. on the need for an immediate increase in the pensions for
the aged and the blind, and

4, on the desirability of some further provision being made
for the preservation of the home in the case of families
eligible for Mothers’ Allowances.

There was wide divergence of opinion, however, on questions
of method of extending these health and social services, and equal-
ly wide cleavage on the matter of ways and means of financing
whatever method or scheme was evolved.

Some delegations advocated a system of State Medicine, by
which was understood a system financed by the State, in which
staff personnel would be civil servants, or quasi-civil servants.

Others favoured some scheme of health insurance on a con-
tributory basis, either instituted by the Province alone, by the
Dominion alone, or by the Dominion and Province jointly. Nor
was it made clear to the Committee whether the contribution
should be a flat-rate charge, or graded according to ability to pay,
i.e. on an income basis. Many of the proponents of a contributory
health insurance plan seemed imbued with the belief that a national
insurance scheme was in the making at Ottawa, and referred to a
prospective Provincial scheme as a part of, or in some way dove-
tailed with, the national scheme they had in mind.

On the question of ways and means of raising money to
finance a Provincial, or Dominion-Provincial, scheme there was,
as previously stated, a similar divergence of opinion and approach.
The suggestions included the following:

1. a general Land Tax, similar to the present Public Revenue
tax;

2. a production tax;

3. a retail sales tax, e.g. the present Education Tax with or
without the exemptions from the tax;

4. a combination of two of the above, or all three.

Some delegations held the view that land could not stand
further taxation.

Your Committee thus has not been afforded time enough to
study the various suggestions and proposals made to it, nor to
bring order out of the diversity of opinions it has heard. Neither
has it had opportunity to mature its own opinions to the point
where definite conclusions upon the major issues involved are
possible,

In view of these circumstances, and the further fact that the
Committee of the House of Commons previously referred to is not
likely to conclude its deliberations for some time to come, and
because it believes the decisions of the Ottawa Committee must, of
necessity, have a direct bearing upon any definite recommenda-
tion on the major matters stated in the Reference, your Committee
unanimously recommends that the inquiry be continued after pro-
rogation of the Assembly through the medium of a committee of
seven, to be appointed by the Government, of which the follow-
ing shall be members:

Messieurs Hogarth, Staines, Baker, Stewart and Valleau.

Your Committee recommends that the duty of the proposed
committee be to assemble the material now before your Committee
and such further material as may become available; to observe and
consider the deliberations of the Committee of the House of Com-
mons, and to report to your reconstituted Committee early in the
next Session of the Assembly, to the end that a final report may
be made at the next Session. :

Your Committee, however, is able to report certain Findings
with respect to Items (1) and (4) of the Order of Reference,
namely:

That Saskatchewan’s social legislation, its provisions for the
health of its people, its contributions towards pensions for the aged
and the blind, and in the form of Mothers’ Allowances, compared
favourably with those of other provinces of the Dominion, appeared
to be established as the inquiry progressed, on the basis of figures
available.

Your Committee also finds that the Government of Saskat-
chewan expended, in the 1941-42 fiscal year, the sum of
'$9,990,693.81 for social services to the people of the Province, of
which amount $2,781,168.03 was reimbursed by the Dominion
Government and other provinces. The net cost to the Province of
such social services in 1941-42 was $7,209,525.78. In addition to
this amount, the Government expended $4,953,200.62 for educa-
tional purposes.

Your Committee finds, further, that the Government of Sask-
atchewan has contributed and is contributing more generously to
social welfare matters, both in the form of legislation and of money,
than either of the neighbouring provinces wherein economic con-
ditions during the past few years have been similar to conditions
in the Province of Saskatchewan.

Without enumerating all the matters concerning which a com-
parison favourable to Saskatchewan might be made, your Com-
mittee points to the following statement prepared for the Dom-
inion Government on the occasion of the Dominion-Provincial Con-
ference of 1941:

Your Committee further finds that in the Province of Mani-
toba 1215 % of the cost of old age pensions is a levy upon the
municipalities of that province, and in the Province of Alberta 10%
of the cost of old age pensions is paid by the municipalities, where-
as in the Province of Saskatchewan the entire cost of old age pen-
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sions is paid out of the Consolidated Revenue Fund of the Province,
and no contribution whatever is received from municipalities
towards the cost of old age pensions.

Concerning the matter of the ‘“Constitutional limitations
affecting joint Dominion-Provincial arrangements,” your Com-
mittee was provided with an excellent and comprehensive Brief
prepared by the Law Officers of the Crown which discloses that
jurisdiction in the matter of legislation relative to the subjects
under inquiry rests with the Legislative Assembly of the Province.
However, there appears little doubt that a formula can be devised,
under the constitution of the Dominion of Canada, which would
enable the Province to participate in any national scheme of health
insurance emerging from the deliberations of the House of Com-
mons Committee, or which would allow any provincial programme
- adopted by the Legislative Assembly of Saskatchewan to be fitted
into any national scheme.

Your Committee finds that, notwithstanding generous con-
tributions of the past, and present, towards vital social services
in Saskatchewan, there is an urgent need of: (a) immediate addi-
tional assistance to the aged and the blind, and (b) immediate
additional assistance to mothers for the care of dependent children.

Your Committee, therefore, recommends to the consideration
of the Government:

1. That an immediate increase in pensions to the aged and
the blind be granted.

Your Committee would urge that the strongest possible pres-
sure be brought to bear upon the Government of Canada to make
adequate the pensions payable to the aged and blind without delay,
and that, regardless of the attitude of the Dominion Government,
the Government consider contributing its share of a reasonable
increase to such pensioners.

Further, your Committee recommends that the Dominion Gov-
ernment make the necessary provision to ensure—

(a) that the income which aged and blind pensioners should
be entitled to receive before pension deductions are made, be sub-
stantially increased, and

(b) that the exemption on account of property holdings be
substantially increased without pension deductions being made on
account thereof.

2. That representations be made to the Government of Can-
ada with a view to reducing the age at which blind persons become
eligible for assistance under the Department of Pensions and Na-
tional Health Act to twenty-one years.
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3. That there be an immediate increase in the allowance to
mothers with dependent children.

4. That the number of nurses serving under the Department
of Public Health be increased without delay in order that this
service, which appears to be a most valued one, particularly in the
rural sections of the Province, be made more widely available.

5. That steps be taken to increase the numbers of students
entering training for nursing services, and medical and dental
courses.

6. That the matter of extending dental clinics be explored.

Your Committee further recommends:

(1) That the Workmen’s Compensation Board be requested
to consider the practicability of increasing the rate of compensa-
tion from 66 2/3% to 75% of the workmen’s wages.

(2) That The Workmen’s Compensation (Accident Fund)
Act be amended to provide:
(a) for payment to children of $12 instead of $10 per month;
(b) for payment to orphan children of $20 instead of $15
per month.

(3) 'That the limit provided in Section 41 of The Workmen'’s
Compensation (Accident Fund) Act be raised to $2,500.
