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THIRD SESSION-—-NINTH LEGISLATURE

REGINA, THURSDAY, FEBRUARY 20, 1941

3 o’clock p.m.

This being the first day of the meeting of the Third Session
of the Ninth Legislature of the Province of Saskatchewan for the
dispatch of business, pursuant to a Proclamation of His Honour
The Honourable Archibald Peter McNab, Lieutenant Governor of
the Province, dated the First day of February, 1941, and the
Assembly having met:—

His Honour the Lijeutenant Governor entered the Chamber,
and, having taken his seat upon the Throne, was pleased to open
the Session with the following speech: ,

MR. SPEAKER AND MEMBERS OF THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY:

It is my privilege and pleasure to welcome you to the Third
Session of the Ninth Legislative Assembly of Saskatchewan.

Since the Legislature last met, the appointment of the Earl
of Athlone as Governor General, and the arrival in Canada of His
Excellency and Her Royal Highness the Princess Alice, has been
most pleasing to the people of the Dominjon. We in Saskatchewan
look forward to the privilege and pleasure of welcoming them to
this Province during the coming summer.

For the past year, the great struggle in which the British
Commonwealth of Nations is engaged, has continued. Events in
Europe during the earlier part of the year caused great concern,
and added to the burdens being carried by the Empire. More
recently, the successes of Empire troops in Africa, coupled with
the gallant efforts of our ally, Greece, have cheered and encouraged
us. Each day the seriousness of the conflict is being made more
apparent to our people, but the issues at stake are of such intense
and vital importance that the Canadian people are, more than ever,
determined to make every contribution and every sacrifice, to the
end, that victory may be assured.
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The Government of Canada has increased its activities in
organizing, recruiting and equipping the various armed forces for
service, and plans are in hand for greatly increasing the number of
Canadians on active service Overseas.

Production of munitions and war supplies has been greatly
accelerated and, in its effort along these lines, the Federal Govern-
ment has the active support of every loyal citizen.

Climatic and topographical conditions make Saskatchewan
particularly adapted for air training, and a large number of Air
Training Schools, under the British Commonwealth Air Training
Plan, have been constructed in this Province. The majority of
these schools are now in active operation, and already consider-
able numbers of pilots and Air Force personnel have received part
or all of their training in this Province.

" Three of the Members of this Assembly have enrolled for
active service and are now serving in His Majesty’s Forces. I com-
mend them for the leadership they have thus given, and trust they
will be spared soon to resume their legislative duties.

The Youth Training Plan, carried on in co-operation between
the Federal and the Provincial Governments, has been continued
and considerably enlarged. The courses provided are now entirely
for war services; they form an important part of our contribution
to the war effort.

During the past year, returned soldiers of the last Great War,
and previous wars, under the able leadership of General Ross, have
organized the Saskatchewan Veterans Civil Security Corps, a
purely voluntary organization which has undertaken to train for
Home Defence purposes, and to assist the police forces of the
Province where necessity arises. The interest shown in this Corps
by its officers and members is greatly appreciated.

The Royal Commission appointed to investigate Dominion-
Provincial relations having completed and presented its report, the
Government of Canada invited representatives of the various
provincial governments to meet in Conference on January 14, 1941,
for the purpose of considering the report. My Government, believ-
ing that the principles enunciated in the report would, if adopted,
materially improve the efficiency of government in Canada, wel-
comed an opportunity of conferring with representatives of other
Governments. When the Conference met, objection to considera-
tion of the report was voiced by a number of provincial repre-
sentatives, and the Conference did not proceed.

Having in mind the unequal development in Canada since
Confederation, my Government will continue to press for a recogni-
tion of the inequalities which exist in this Dominion, and for their
removal.
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In 1940 the Province harvested a very substantial crop, equal
in total to the crop of the preceding year, but returns were some-
what more generally distributed, and the area of serious crop
failure was the smallest in many years.

As the war progresses, new problems are created, many of
which are exceedingly difficult of solution. Because of limited ex-
ports and storage space, the delivery of wheat from farms had to
be restricted, and a quota system established. Taking into account
the fact that similar difficulties had not previously been ex-
perienced, and that there were no precedents for dealing with a
problem of this nature, the results attained by the Canada Wheat
Board were very satisfactory, and difficulties kept to a minimum.
The problem of finding markets or storage for the crop of 1941
presents even greater difficulties.

Other problems are arising due to the necessity of the
Dominion Government increasing its revenues, which may materi-
ally affect provincial revenues collected from the same sources.
Until the Dominion Budget has been presented, it is impossible to
determine definitely what Provincial action may be advisable.

Negotiations between the Government and the Saskatchewan
Co-operative Creameries Association, Limited, have been proceed-
ing with the object of establishing this Association as a producer
owned and controlled concern. It is anticipated that these negotia-
tions will be completed in time to permit the introduction of
legislation confirming the agreement.

Legislation amending the Municipal laws, An Act for the
Protection of Volunteers and Reservists, Debt Adjustment, and
other matters of importance, will be submitted to you for con-
sideration.

The Public Accounts for the last fiscal year, as well as
Estimates for the year beginning May 1st, 1941, will be submitted
to you.

MEMBERS OF THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY :

I leave you to the consideration of the business of the Session,
and trust that, under Divine Guidance, the result of your delibera-
tions may be in the best interests of the people whom you have
the honour to represent.

With reference to the objection raised yesterday by the honourable Leader
of the Opposition as to the manner in which a question, asked by him on the
26th instant, was answered by referring him to the Public Accounts, I wish
to say that, after careful consideration I am of the opinion that it would be
unwise to lay down any hard and fast rule in this matter, but think that
Answers generally should not refer the inquirer even to readily accessible
documents, excepting in special cases, or where the quotation would be too
lengthy, but should give the desired information as concisely as possible.

Mr. Speaker:

Certain honourable Members seem to have developed a practice, of late,
of referring in somewhat sarcastic terms to the debates which take place in
the House. Too frequently, honourable Members are prefacing their remarks
by allusions to the amount of time taken by other Members, and making use
of such statements as “too much talk”, “waste of time in useless debate”,
“getting down to business”, and so on, and, with reference to the House itself,
that ‘“nothing is done”.

It is my considered opinion that such comments are subversive of the
dignity of Parliament, and the prestige of this Assembly. They are also
calculated to restrict privileges of the individual member which are his by
right, by precedent and by tradition, in a British Parliament.

In my opinion, also, there seems to be some confusion in the minds of
some honourable Members who are guilty of these references, as to what
Parliament is. I would remind Members that, under our constitution, Parlia-
ment is a deliberative and legislative, not an executive, and not an adminis-
trative, body. As its name implies, its functions are based on that fundamental
liberty which we know as “Freedom of Speech”, subject to certain prescrip-
tions laid down in Standing Orders of this Assembly and of the Canadian House
of Commons.

Nor is it given to any Member on the floor of the House to characterize
any debate as ‘‘useless”, any speech as a ‘“waste of time”. It is the duty of
the Speaker so to conduct debate that the irrelevant is excluded, the dilatory
quashed, the obstructive prevented, the tediously repetitive curbed. Surely,
too, the few weeks we spend here are not too many when we consider the
magnitude and importance of the problems confronting us, the legislation
upon our desks, and the amount of public money we are asked to appropriate
for the conduct of the people’s business.

It seems to me that, at a time when Parliamentary institutions are facing
the greatest threat in their history, it ill behooves a Member of such an institu-
tion to be a party, however unwitting, to its undermining.

I would ask, therefore, that honourable Members refrain as much as
possible from such references in the future. I would appeal to them to co-
operate with me in an effort to enhance, rather than reduce, the respect to
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which this Assembly is properly entitled, and to increase, rather than diminish,
the confidence which the people of the province repose in us as their elected
representatives.

The reason for the action taken on May 1, 1940 was
because it was found that the Regulations of the Federal
Dependents’ Allowance Board provided in effect .that
where any benefits were being paid by a Public Author-
ity to wives of their enlisted employees, a corresponding
deduction would be made from the wife’s allowance pay-
able by the Dependents’ Allowance Board. In actual
fact, therefore, in the majority of cases, the enlisted
employees were receiving no benefit from the Provincial
Government. Under the circumstances it was deemed
advisable to discontinue the original arrangement as
from May 1, 1940.
