This being the first day of the meeting of the Second Session 
of the Ninth Legislature of the Province of Saskatchewan for the 
dispatch of business, pursuant to a Proclamation of His Honour 
The Honourable Archibald Peter McNab, Lieutenant Governor of 
the Province, dated the Twenty-seventh day of January, 1940, and 
the Assem.bly having met:-

His Honour the Lieutenant Governor entered the Chamber, 
and, having taken his seat upon the Throne, was pleased to open 
the Session with the following speech: 

MR. SPEAKER AND MEMBERS OF THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY: 

It is my privilege and pleasure to welcome you to the Sef:ond 
Session of the Ninth Legislative Assembly of Saskatchevmn. 

Since the Legislature last met, His Majesty King George the 
Sixth and Her Majesty Queen Elizabeth have visited Canada and 
everywhere throughout the Dominion they were received with such 
demonstrations of loyalty and affection as to effectively demonstrate 
Canada's allegiance to the Crown. 

Their 1\-fajesties' visit to Saskatchewan afforded the people of 
this Province an opportunity, of which they took full advantage, 
to prove that they are as completely attached, and as sincerely 
loyal to the Crown, as are the citizens of any other part of the 
Empire. The Royal Visit was, too, a source of great pleasure to 
our people; it did much to further strengthen our sense of empire 
citizenship, and our united hope and desire is that it may be re­
peated at an early date. 
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Following a long period of tension and uncertainty in Europe, 
the break finally came and, on September 3rd, Great Britain and 
France engaged in war with Germany. Canada acted quickly, and, 
on September 10th, following the calling of a special session of the 
Parliament of Canada, this D9minion declared that a state of war 
existed with Germany. It is not necessary to elaborate on the 
events leading up to the war or the many issues involved, but its 
result will determine whether self-government, freedom and 
democracy shall continue or be replaced by dictatorship, aggres­
sion and the destruction of national and individual liberty. This 
issue is of intense and vital importance to us, involving, as it does, 
the retention or loss of all that we hold dear, the preservation or 
destruction of all those rights, privileges and liberties which have 
been established throughout the centuries, Christianity or pagan­
ism, in fact life or death. 

The winning of the war is our first, our paramount and essential 
concern. It must be prosecuted to the utmost of our resources and 
abilities; losing it, we lose everything worthwhile. The people of 
Saskatchewan, with the people of other parts of the Dominion, are 
prepared to do their full share to ensure that Canada may make 
its complete contribution for the preservation of freedom. 

The Government of Canada has been active in organizing, 
recruiting and equipping, Air, Naval and Military forces for 
service; one Division of Canadian' troops has already gone over­
seas. It is gratifying to know that, in prosecution of the war, the 
Federal Government has not overlooked the interests of the citizens 
of the Dominion and, by the establishment of Price Control, Ex­
change Control and other Boards and Committees, has prevented 
many of the difficu~ties and problems that arose during the last 
Great War. 

While our immediate concern is the active and effective pro­
secution of the war, we have also in mind that the termination of 
hostilities, whenever it may come, will create serious problems­
the re-establishment of men returning from the war, the readjust­
ment of agriculture and industry, from a war to a peace time basis, 
and many others. It becomes our duty to give thought and study 
to these matters, to the end, that the change may be made with 
the best possible results. 

For a number of years, this Province has experienced a series 
of crop failures in greater or lesser degree. The record of 1939, 
however, indicates a very decided improvement in this respect; a 
large part of the Province harvested substantial crops, the total 
yield of wheat being the largest in the last ten years. This has 
greatly improved conditions and enabled many of our people to 
again become self sustaining. 
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The policy pursued relative to the re-establishment of families 
in the northern areas, the assistance provided through the Civic 
Improvement Plan, and The Prairie Farm Assistance Act, have all 
achieved much towards the improvement in conditions, and my 
Government is prepared to continue its efforts, and to co-operate 
with the Federal Government toward the ultimate solution of the 
serious problem of unemployment and relief that has obtained in 
this Province. With a further improvement in conditions and the 
continuation and development of these plans, we confidently 
anticipate an improvement in the situation until the problem is 
reduced to a minimum. 

During the past summer the mine of the Consolidated Mining 
and Smelting Company at Goldfields was brought into production 
and the plant is now working at full capacity. While the war may, 
for the present, prevent further major development in the North, 
it is hoped that the mine now operating will be the first only of 
many similar plants in our northern areas. 

Last fall difficulties arose in the Estevan coal field and for 
some time production was stopped or much reduced. Following 
lengthy negotiations between the operators and employees, arranged 
by the Government, a s.ettlement was reached which will provide 
substantial wage increases and better working conditions. All the 
mines affected are again in operation. 

The Youth Training Plan, carried on in co-operation between 
Federal and Provincial Governments, has been continued and en­
larged. Last year a series of Forestry Youth Training Camps were 
established with most satisfactory results .. 

The Civic Improvements Plan, also a joint Federal-Provincial 
arrangement, has been utilized by a large number of our Municipal­
ities to assist them in meeting their unemployment problem, and, 
at the same time, made it possible for them to secure many useful 
civic improvements and utilities. My Government has already 
made representations to the Government of Canada asking that, 
if at all possible, this Plan be continued. 

The report of the Committee, headed by Hon. Mr. Justice 
Martin, appointed for the purpose of enquiring into certain matters 
relating to Education, has been completed recently. Copies of this 
report will be presented to you for your consideration and such 
action as you may deem advisable. This committee has devoted 
much time and study to the matters referred to it and its members 
have earned our thanks and appreciation. 

My government will submit for your consideration legislation 
providing for the protection of the property rights of our men who 
have enlisted for service in His Majesty's Forces. · 
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Legislation similar to that passed at the last Session to assist 
the Rural Municipalities in the collection of taxes will be submitted 
for your consideration, together with other amendments to our. 
Municipal Law. 

Legislation \Vill be submitted to extend the principles of the 
Widows' Relief Act to provide for the maintenance of certain 
dependents of testators. 

Amendments to the legislation relative to the practice and 
procedure of the law, based upon recommendations made by a 
committee of Judges and Barristers, will be submitted for your 
consideration. 

The revision and consolidation of our statutes by a committee 
working under the Honourable Mr. Justice W. M. Martin have so 
far proceeded in their work that they have suggested certain 
amendments to the statute law, and these will be submitted for your 
consideration, as well as legislation approving of the revision and 
consolidation of our statute law. 

Legislation will be submitted dealing with education, main­
tenance of deserted wives and children, succession duties, industrial 
standards, minimum wages and other important amendments. 

The Public Accounts for the last fiscal year as well as estimates 
of revenue and expenditure for the year beginning May 1, 1940, 
will be submitted to you. 

MElVl:BERS OF THE LEGISLATIVE ASSENl:BLY: 

I leave you to the consideration of the business of the Session 
and trust that, under Divine guidance, the result of your delibera­
tions may be in the best interests of the people whom you have ~he 
honour to represent. 

His Honour the Lieutenant Governor then retired from the

PRAYERS. 

Mr. Speaker read to the Assembly the gracious Reply of His 
Majesty King George the Sixth· to the Address presented to Their 
Majesties by the Members of the Legislature of Saskatchewan on 
the occasion of Their Majesties' visit to Regina on May 25, 1939, 
as follows: 

It is a very great pleasure to receive this Address of Welcome 
from the members of the Legislature, on behalf of the people of 
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the Province of Saskatchewan, and I wish, through you, Mr. 
Speaker, to express my sincere appreciation of the assurances of 
loyalty and devotion to my Throne and Person which it contains. 

I thank you for your kind reference to The Queen and for• your 
pledge of devotion to Her Majesty. 

I am heartened by your allusion to the period of trial through 
which we all have been passing, and I realise gratefully that the 
people of Saskatchewan, as a part of this great Dominion, are 
making a significant contribution to the welfare of the British 
Commonwealth of Nations. Achieving unity through a common 
Canadian citizenship, men of diverse races are here proving the 
advantages of a way of life based on mutual tolerance and demo­
cratic institutions. 

It is my earnest hope that the people of Saskatchewan, with 
that energy and determination by which they have so effectively 
settled this central portion of the great vVestern plain, may move 
onward to a continually expanding prosperity, and an ever wider 
clifflision of \vell-being and happiness. 

The Queen and I are very pleased to be with you today in your 
attractive Capital, and pray that God may greatly bless the people 
of this Province.

Standing Committees to be severally em­
powered to examine and enquire into all such matters and things 
as may be referred to them by the Assembly, and to report from 
time to time their observations and opinions thereon, with power 
to send for persons, papers and records, and to examine witnesses 
under oath.

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Mr. Speaker:-With reference to the Point of Order raised 
by the Honourable Attorney General at last Thursday's sitting, as 
to the admissibility and propriety of the discussion of matters 
bearing upon a certain investigation now being conducted by a 
Royal Commission appointed under the provisions of The Public 
Inquiries Act of this Province, and before the report of the said 
Royal Commission is properly before the House, I have consulted 
the various authorities cited in the course of the debate on the 
Point of Order, and find the precend,;mt I intend to follow well­
established in Canadian and British Parliamentary practice. 

There are other reasons, more or less ethical in their nature, 
which have guided me to the decision I propose to make. Honour­
able Members will agree, I think, that, when a matter has been 
submitted, "to be fully and completely inquired into and investi­
gated", to a tribunal properly constituted under the Law of the 
province, and by a method of procedure long recognized as most 
efficient and effective in such circumstances, it scarcely would be 
proper for this Assembly, under whose Law it is constituted, to 
derogate from the prestige, dignity and authority of that tribunal 
by constituting itself a second tribunal to determine the same 
cause. I am informed that the Commission in question resumes its 
Public Sittings in the Court House, Regina, tomorrow (Tuesday). 
It would appear to me, therefore, highly improper for this Assembly 
to be discussing matters within the scope of reference of the Com­
mission while tl:J.at Commission was engaged, in another place, in 
pursuing its investigation under approved and long-established 
methods of procedure. 

There can be no argument that any matter pertinent to the 
inquiry may fall outside the scope of the Commission. The scope 
of the inquiry being conducted by the Commissioner, Honourable 
Mr. Justice Donald Maclean, as set forth in the operative sections 
of the said Commission, are extremely wide, and virtually all­
embracive. These operative sections read as follows: 

"Whereas upon consideration of the foregoing report and on the recom­
mendation of Our Attorney General, Our Executive Council advises that 
a Commission do issue to the Honourable Mr. Justice Donald Maclean of 
the City of Saskatoon in the Province of Saskatchewan, one of His 
Majesty's judges of the Court of King's Bench for Saskatchewan, for 
the purpose of inquiring into and making recommendations concerning 
the administration of the funds paid to the Saskatchewan .Board of 
Trustees appointed under the said The Canteen Funds Act and the said 
The Canteen Funds (Canada) Act and the subsequent administration 
thereof by the succeeding provincial Boards, and in particular for the 
purpose of inquiring into the following matters, namely: 

(a) Whether or not the said funds have been properly administered; 

(b) To what extent, if at all, and by what means or methods, there 
has been improper administration of the said funds, or any part thereof, 
or improper use made of the said funds or any part thereof;· 
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(c) If there has been improper administration or improper use of 
the said funds or any part thereof, how far, if at all, any provincial 
Board or Boards of Trustees can be said to be responsible for such im­
proper administration or improper use, and how far, if at all, any in­
dividual member or members or any Board or Boards or any other person 
or persons whomsoever whether connected with any provincial Board or 
Boards of Trustees or otherwise, can be said to be so responsible, or to 
have assisted in or connived at such improper administration or im­
proper use." 

The scope of the inquiry, therefore, embraces allocation of 
responsibility, and determination of the extent of the defalcations, 
if any. I have underlined the words "any other person or persons 
whomsoever whether connected with any provincial Board or 
Boards of Trustees or otherwise", to indicate that persons other 
than the two Trustees, now deceased, may be involved, and the 
possibility of charges against such persons arising as result of the 
inquiry. 

Certain honourable Members contended that "free and frank" 
discussion of the matter on the floor of the House might be helpful 
to the Commission. I would point out to them that statements 
made on the floor of this House and subsequently reported in the 
Press, would be of no help to the Commission. Such statements 
are not "evidence". I would suggest to such members that there 
is a proper way by which they can assist the Commissioner, if they 
so desire. If they have material in their possession, or facts within 
their knowledge, which they think would assist the Commissioner 
towards a complete and satisfactory report, such material or facts 
might be communicated to the Commissioner, or to Counsel.for the 
Commission so that they might properly be brought before the 
Commissioner. 

The point as to whether or not the Commission is a judicial 
body has relatively little bearing on the decision which I propose 
to make. Suffice it to say that, regarding the powers conferred on 
the Commissioner, the Order-in-Council has this to day: 

"And all the powers, rights and privileges concerning the in­
vestigation of the matters referred to you, the making of the said 
inquiry, the execution of the Commission, the examination of wit­
nesses, the taking of evidence and the production of documents and 
things which are possessed by or conferred on a Judge in the trial 
of cases either by common law or by statute, it being intended that 
you Our said Commissioner shall have the same rights, powers 
and privileges as Judges of the Court of King's Bench of Sask­
atchewan have in the trial of causes and in respect of matters in­
cidental thereto." 
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Reading that section, honourable Members can have no doubt 
as to the quasi-judicial character of the Commission. I suggest to 
honourable Members that the "rights" and "privileges" of a Judge 
include the "right" to reach his decision on the evidence submitted 
to, and properly placed before him, untrammelled by considerations 
and influences extraneous to his jurisdiction, and include also the 
"right" to expect that, in conducting his inquiry, nothing infringe 
upon his authority nor derogate from the prestige and dignity of 
his position. 

I, therefore, rule that all discussion of the matters relating to 
the Saskatchewan Canteen Fund, now the subject of inquiry by a 
Royal Commission appointed under the provisions of The Public 
Inquiries Act of this Province, are Out of Order until the Report 
of the said Royal Commission is properly before the House. 

I cite as my authorities:

while realizing that the first problem of the Dominion Government 
is the carrying out of Canada's War Effort, which entails a tremen­
dous financial and economic burden, respectfully requests that the 
said Government give consideration to the extension of the said 
policies for the forthcoming year.

ment be made to adjust all grain prices from time to time there­
after in order to insure a parity price to the farmers. 

And the proposed amendment thereto, moved by Mr. Stewart,

"and that, in the fixing of such parity price, the Government 
not only take into consideration a price for wheat equivalent to the 
purchasing power thereof of such articles that farmers buy, but 
also consider (a) the prices paid by the Government of Canada for 
other necessities of war; (b) a devaluation of Canadian currency 
so as to place the same on a par with the currency of the Common­
wealth of Australia; and ( c) the pegging of a price on all wheat 
consumed and milled in Canada at a price of at least $1.35 per 
bushel as at Fort William, or a price corresponding to the prices 
paid producers in Australia and England and consumed therein, 
with increases for the difference in grade; and 

That this Assembly urge immediate co-operation with the 
Governments of Alberta and Manitoba in an effort to secure the 
implementing hereof by the Federal Government."

It is required to make such investigations and conduct 
such audits and inspections and be present at such in­
terviews and consultations as the Provincial Tax Com­
mission may require, and to keep the Commission ad­
vised of the progress and results of the said investiga­
tions, audits, inspections and interviews. It is required 
to give diligent and prompt attention to the collection 
of such outstanding taxes and accounts as may be re­
ferred to it by the Commission and to remit promptly 
to the Commission all monies and payments received in 
respect of any such collections. The Company also 
distributes such forms as are required to be filed by tax 
payers with the Commission from time to time. 

An annual remuneration of $1,800 is paid J. H. 
Thompson and Company for its services in the foregoing 
connection.

Answer: This is not a limited liability company.

Grain Com­
panies waive all charges for elevation and commission 
on commercial grain delivered to them in exchange for 
pure variety seed; and elevator agents canvass farmers 
in respect to seed exchange and secure orders from 
individual farmers making carload lots. Revenues from 
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sale of commercial grain are handled through a special 
Trust Account from which payment is made to vendors 
of pure seed. The Trust Fund has accumulated a sur­
plus of 2.7 cents per bushel on grain handled during the 
past six years, and is contributing from its sm:plus to 
the extent of five cents per bushel on all pure seed 
handled under this policy this year in order to encourage 
a wider use of pure variety seed in 1940. 

(2) With what persons or companies does the Government 
intend to associate itself in this enterprise? 

Answer: The Seed Exchange Letter of February 3rd was 
sent to all municipal councils and Agricultural Improve­
ment Associations and was made available to all Grain 
Elevator Agents in Saskatchewan through the head 
offices of the Grain Companies. No person or Company 
is excluded from participation in this enterprise.

(1) Was a report made to the Attorney General's Department, 
or to the Liquor Board, to the effect that the Beer Parlor 
at Fife Lake had been open on Christmas Day, 1938, and 
on Christmas Day, 1939? 

Answer: No.
