This being the first day of the meeting of the First Session of
the Ninth Legislature of the Province of Saskatchewan for the
despatch of business, pursuant to a Proclamation of His Honour the
Honourable Archibald Peter McNab, Lieutenant Governor of the
Province, dated the thirtieth day of December, 1938, George Arthur
Mantle, Clerk of the Legislative Assembly, Commissioner designated
by His Honour the Lieutenant Governor for administering the Qath
to the Members of the Legislative Assembly, attending according to
his duty, John W. McLeod, Clerk of the Executive Council, delivered
to the said George Arthur Mantle a roll containing a list of the
names of such members as had been returned to serve in this Legis-
lature, which are as follows, viz.:

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The said Commissioner having administered the QOath to the
members who appeared, and the members having subscribed the
Roll containing the Cath, they repaired to their seats in the
Assembly.

3 o’clock p.m.

His Honour the Lieutenant Governor entered the Chamber
‘and took his seat on the Throne.

The Honourable Mr. Culliton, Provincial Secretary, then said:

I am commanded by His Honour the Lieutenant Governor to
inform you that he will defer stating the reasons for which he has
summoned the Legislature until the Legislative Assembly have
elected a Speaker. It is, therefore, His Honour’s pleasure that the
Legislative Assembly do now proceed to the election of a Speaker.

His Honour the Lleutenant Governor then retired from the
Chamber.

The Honourable Mr. Patterson, addressing himself to the
Clerk, moved, seconded by the Honourable Mr. Uhrich, that
Charles Agar, Esquire, Member for the Electoral Division of
Hanley, do take the Chair of this Assembly as Speaker.

After debate thereon, Mr. Williams moved, seconded by Mr.
Benson, that William Gladstone Ross, Esquire, Member for the
Electoral Division of Moose Jaw City, do take the Chair of this
Assembly as Speaker.

Mr. Ross, having declined the nomination, and the question
being- put on the motion of the Honourable Mr. Patterson it was
agreed to on division.

The Clerk having declared Charles Agar, Esquire, duly elected,
he was conducted to the Chair by the Honourable Mr. Patterson
and the Honourable Mr. Uhrich, when he returned his humble
acknowledgments to the Assembly for the great honour they had
been pleased to confer upon him by choosing him to be their
Speaker;—theén the Mace was laid upon the Table.
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3.15 o’clock p.m.

His Honour the Lieutenant Governor re-entered the Chamber
and took his seat upon the Throne.

Mr. Speaker then addressed His Honoﬁr to the following effe\ct:

MAyY 1T PLEASE YOUR HONOUR,—

The Legi)yslatiVe Assembly have elected me as their Speaker,
although I am but little able to fulfil the important duties thus
assigned to me.

If in the performance of those duties I should at any time fall
into error I pray that the fault may be imputed to me and not to
the Assembly whose servant I am, and who, through me, the better
to enable them to discharge their duty to their King and country,
hereby humbly claim all their undoubted rights and privileges,
especially that they may have freedom of speech in their debates,
access to your person at all seasonable times, and that their pro-
ceedings may receive from you the most favourable consideration.

The Honourable Mr. Culliton, Provincial Secretary, then said:

MR. SPEAKER,—

, I am commanded by His Honour the Lieutenant Governor to

declare to you that he freely confides in the duty and attachment
of the Assembly to His Majesty’s person and Government, and not
doubting that their proceedings will be conducted with wisdom,
temper and prudence, he grants, and upon all occasions will
recognise and allow their constitutional privileges.

I am commanded also to assure you that the Assembly shall
have ready access to His Honour upon all seasonable occasions
and that its proceedings as well as your words and actions will
constantly receive from him the most favourable construction.

His Honour was then pleased to open the Session with the
following speech:

MR. SPEAKER AND MEMBERS OF THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY:

I am pleased to welcoine you to the first Session of the Ninth
; VLegislative Assembly of Saskatchewan.

Since the Legislature last met, His Majesty King George the
Sixth, and Her Majesty Queen Elizabeth, have graciously decided
to visit Canada. This will be the first time in the history of the
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British Commonwealth of Nations that a reigning sovereign, in
the capacity of King of Canada, ever visited this province. Our
people are deeply grateful to Their Majesties for including
Saskatchewan in their tour of the Dominion, and look forward
unanimously to this event of the coming summer with pride and
pleasure, and. to the opportunity, thus provided, of personally
extending a loyal, hearty and sincere welcome to their King and
Queen.

During the spring of last year, prospects for a good crop were
bright and encouraging. In fact this condition continued during
the early part of summer, and our farmers and others directly
interested were elated and hopeful that the period of crop failures
had ended. It is my regretful duty, however, to mention that,
because of devastating rust, grasshoppers and other pests, the
average production was extremely low. While the bushelage was
reasonably large, the quality of grain produced was very poor,
resulting in another major disaster to our agricultural industry,
tempered only by the fact that the Federal government stabilized
the price of wheat to the producer.

The smallness and poor quality of the crop imposed upon my
Government another problem of relief. Fortunately, feed and
fodder was generally available, so that in areas where relief in
this respect was necessary, a sufficient supply could be secured
from other points within the province, thus obviating the necessity,
so evident last winter, for the shipment of vast quantities from
outside our own boundaries.

My Government appreciates the attitude of the Government
of Canada in readily recognizing the problems consequent upon
this latest disaster, and for the prompt action taken in furnishing
adequate funds to enable my Government to cope with them. The
high degree of courage and faith exhibited by our people during
this trying period is equally recognized and appreciated.

With a great deal of pleasure, my Government expresses its
approval of the new Trade Agreement consummated between the
Government of Canada and that of the United States, by the
provisions of which the former agreement is materially widened,
and the opportunities of the producers of this province for the
sale of their products in the United States are considerably im-
proved.

My Government is particularly pleased to note that, at the
same time, a far-reaching Trade Agreement was concluded between
the Government of Great Britain and the Government of the United
States, which should increase materially trade between these two
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nations. The most significant result of the signing of these agree-
ments, however, will be a closer friendly relationship among these
three great English-speaking nations.

It is the opinion of my Government that every effort should be
made to balance the economic interests of the people of this prov-
ince, which at present is largely dependent upon the production
of wheat. With this end in view, legislation will be introduced
_providing for the setting up and operation of an Industrial Develop-
“ment Board, the aim and object of which will be the development
of industries in addition to agriculture.

Adverse conditions in agricultural sections for many years
have likewise prevailed in Northern areas, with the result, that
‘production from industries of the North, such as fur and fish, has
‘been greatly depleted, with consequent and similar hardship upon
the residents of that.section. The Federal Government is deeply
concerned with the situation because of its direct responsibility
towards the Indian population. Negotiations were opened between
my Government and the Government of Canada, with the object of
securing a co-operative effort to restore these northern industries
and, as a consequence, an arrangement has been reached whereby
remedial action will be taken by the two Governments. Legislation,
‘therefore, will be introduced to set up a Northern Conservation
Board, representative of the two Governments, for the purpose of
energetically removing the adverse conditions under which
Northern industries are now endeavouring to operate.

By virtue of a Resolution unanimously passed by this Legis-
lature, a Commission was appointed to consider the standardization
of certain types of contracts in general use: - The report of this
- Commission was filed in the concluding days of the last Session.
As promised by my Government, this report has been thoroughly
_studied and many of the recommendations contained therein will
be implemented by legislation submitted in-due t1me for your
consideration. . :

My Government has been faced with the problem of controlling
the repossession of farm and other implements, sold within the
Province, and legislation designed to deal with this problem will
be submitted to you. .

The Federal Parliament, at its last Session, passed the
Municipal Improvements Assistance Act and the National Hous-
ing Act. To make this legislation effective within Saskatchewan,
it will be necessary for you to give consideration to certain em-
powering and enabling legislation; such legislation will be duly
submitted for your consideration.
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The Province of Saskatchewan is financially interested, to a
very great degree, in the Saskatchewan Co-operative Creameéries,
Limited, the affairs of which, in recent years, have been conducted
under the direction of our Provincial Courts. Legislation will be
introduced to transfer all the assets of this Company to a Board
_operating under the direction of my Government. This legislation
will also make provision for the ultimate conversion of :this
Company into a Producers’ Co-operative.

Satisfactory progress in the work of northern development was
recorded during the past year. Decided advancement was made
by settlers under the Northern Settlers’ Re-establishment Branch,
bringing renewed hope and courage to many. Timber and woods
operations were maintained at a fair level. Mineral prospecting
was active and valuable new discoveries were made. Colonization
and mining roads were pushed northward, and important hydro-
electric extensions and new works undertaken. It is confidently
expected that progress will be increased this year, during which
the bringing into full operation and production of the Consolidated
Mining and Smelting Company’s properties at Goldfields will be
accomplished, and work will be commenced by the Hudson Bay
Mining and Smelting Company on a two and one-half million dollar
programme of further development, within Saskatchewan, of its
Flin Flon enterprise.

The long. period of depression, drought and continued light
crops, has made it difficult to realize sufficient local taxes to main-
tain the necessary standard of educational facilities. The provincial
contribution having been restored, it appeared desirable that an
inquiry be made into the whole guestion of school administration
with a view to determining what improvements might be made.
My Government was fortunate in securing the services of Honour-
able Mr. Justice W. M. Martin as chairman of a Committee ap-
pointed to study and review the entire problem of school admini-
stration. Associated with him as members of this Committee are
teachers and trustees who have a wide experience in educational
matters, and it is anticipated, therefore, that the constructive
suggestions and recommendations of the Committee will assist my
Government materially in taking such action as may be required
to bring about the necessary improvements.

The programme of practical and vocational instruction under
the Youth Training Plan, made possible by-the co-operation of the
Federal Government, has been continued this year. It has proven
very beneficial to our young people and is much appreciated by
all of our citizens. I have'noted with interest the suggestion of the
Federal Government, that the programme may be continued on a
three-year basis; with this suggestion my Government is in hearty
accord.
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Provision will be made for an improvement in the method of
assessing rural land and for a complete re-assessment of rural
municipalities over a term of years.

Increased interest in co-operation and generally improved
financial results from this method of self help, are noted with satis-
faction. It has been the policy of my Government to facilitate the
organization and operation of co-operatives. In accordance with
this policy, a new Co-operative Associations Act, to provide for
further extension of co-operative services, will be submitted for
your approval.

Several Acts will be submitted for your revision and consolida-
tion, and important amendments to Municipal Acts will be sub-
mitted for your consideration. .

The Public Accounts for the last fiscal year, as well as estimates
of revenue and expenditure for the year beginning May 1st, 1939,
will be submitted to you.

Ordered, That a Select Special Committee be appointed to
prepare and report with all convenient speed, lists of Members to
compose the Select Standing Committees of this Assembly, pro-
vided under Standing Order 45, said Committee to be composed of
Messieurs Uhrich, Procter, Taylor, Williams and Stewart.

Such said Select Standing Committees to be severally em-
powered to examine and enquire into all such matters and things
as may be referred to them by the Assembly, and to report from
time to time their observations and opinions thereon, with power
to send for persons, papers and records, and to examine witnesses

under oath.
The Assembly then adjourned at 3.50 o’clock p.m.

Mr. Speaker:

The decision I have been aslked to make on the questions raised by the
Honourable the Attorney General with respect to the admlssmlhty or propriety
of certain Motions is one of far-reaching 1mportance I have given the matter
the study it deserves, and have consulted various Parliamentary authorities,
examined rulings of Mr. Speaker in the Dominion House of Commons on
similar Motions, and propose to deal at some length with the subject from a
purely judicial viewpoint and without regard to any extraneous issues which
may have been introduced. I must thank the Honourable the Attormey General
and the honourable Leader of the Opposition for their careful presentations for
and against the Point of Order. Several of the contributions to the debate by
other honourable Members were couched in very helpful terms, which T
sincerely appreciate.

The question at issue is whether or not the eight Motions now on the
Order Paper marked ‘“deferred” are properly debatable in the House under its
Standing Orders and accepted Rules of procedure, usage and custom. This is
a matter which concerns every Member for, unless rules are observed and the
rights they establish are zealously guarded, it is impossible-to transact public
business in a proper manner. Such rules and principles have been accepted
without challenge in the British House of Commons for many years, and more
recently in our Canadian Parliament and in this Assembly, and, properly- ob-

served, provide full opportumty for all Members to bring up for discussion at
the proper time and in the right manner any questions they may desire. In
other words, procedure in British Parliaments is designed for the utmost free-
dom of debate within the limits 1t has been found necessary by long experience
to prescribe.

Let me interject at this point that I cannot accept the restricted inter-
pretation placed on the word “Resolution” as suggested by the honourable
Leader of the Opposition. Suffice it to say that on a “motion” made, the House
‘‘resolves”.

The presentations agree upon the general principle that the right of initia-
tion in “money” Motions lies with the Ministers of the Crown upon the recom-
mendation of His Honour the Lieutenant Governor. This does not mean that
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private members are not permitted to move resolutions which place the House
on record as favouring a specific cause which may involve the expenditure of
public money or taxation, directly or indirectly. Such resolutions, however
emanating from private members must be couched in “abstract and general”
terms, so that they cannot be construed ‘as an “Order” of the Assembly, and,
therefore, mandatory upon the Government. .

It seems to me that the phrase ‘“sufficiently abstract and general” is a
recognition of this principle, and is designed to ensure the extension of the
principle to Motions, originating with a private member, which, involving the
expenditure of public money, etc., come before the House without the essential
preliminaries. In my opinion, therefore resolutions of the kind under review
must be couched in language which explicitly recognizes the “responsibility”
of the Ministers in matters affecting taxation or involving expenditure of public
money. In.other words, a private member must so word such resolutions that
they do not, in effect, force the Government to do something for which it is
not prepared to accept responsibility.-

The question then arises as to the wording-of Motions of this nature in
language which will be “sufficiently abstract and general” and could not be
construed as being mandatory upon the Government. The usual formula “that
in the opinion of this Assembly” is not sufficiently abstract if it is followed by
such a phrase as “the Government should immediately introduce legislation
which will provide” or ‘‘the Government be requested to make provision for”.
Such Motions may commence with the phrase “in the opinion of this Assembly”
but should be followed by-such words as “it is advisable that consideration be
given.” It has recently been decided in the House of Commons at Ottawa
(Hansard 20th ¥February 1936, Vol. 1 at pages 361, 370 and 371) that a “recom- .
mendation” or “opinion’” of the House if adopted becomes in effect an “order”.
An example of this is the wording used in the Crown’s Recommendation which
reads “His Honour the Lieutenant Governor recommends for the consideration
of the Assembly.”

Such wording could not be construed as being mandatory upon the Govern-
ment to take any action and would allow an expression of views thereon to be
obtained, and evade the possibility of subsequent negative action by the Gov-
ernment being construed as an over-riding of the opinion of the Assembly or
refusal to accept an “order” of the House. It would also allow Ministers, as
private members, who might be in sympathy with the object of the Motion,
to vote in favour of it.

The honourable Leader of the Opposition, in his presentation, recognizes
that “Money” Motions introduced by a private member must not be “ma.ndaf-
ory”. He was at considerable pains to show that the Motions under review
“recommended” or “advocated” “a certain line of action rather than being
mandatory.” His argument indicated a wish to get an expression of the views,
of the House on the subject-matter of the Motions—and I agree that much of
it is worthy of consideration by this House. However, following up his argu-
ment, it seems to me there should be no objection taken if the same end can be
a.tta.med by a re-wording of the offending Motions to conform with the formula
I have suggested. The subject-matter will thus be properly brought before the
Assembly without any possibility of a “mandatory’” construction being placed
upon any decision the House may reach.

It seems to me that the mere fact this rule or principle has been accepted
without challenge in the British House of Commons for some 225 years is
proof of the appreciation by successive Oppositions that, some day, they might
be called upon to form the Government, and in turn seek to avail themselves
of this privilege and responsibility. I should perhaps indicate ‘at this stage
that, except where this matter of privilege is concerned, the Rules are designed
to establish and maintain the equality of all members. (See Redlich, “The
Procédure of the House of Commons").

,The’re is another restriction on the admissibility of Motions, and that is
_that they must not anticipate a matter already appointed for consideration of
the House, such as the subject matter of a Bill to be brought down, matters on
the Order Paper or before a Committee, or questions which the Government
may have-indicated will be submitted for consideration by references in the
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Speech from the Throne; nor should a motion or amendment be brought for-
ward which is the same in substance as a question already decided during the
current session. If it should subsequently be brought to my attention that a
motion of this nature has appeared on the Order Paper I would have to rule
that it be withdrawn.

To sum up, I find that it is the undisputed prerogative of the Government
to initiate any motions or measures involving new or additional charges upon
the public revenues (Sask. S.0. 42); also, that none of an anticipatory or
repetitive nature should be debated (Beauchesne p. 125, par. 386 and 387).
Therefore motions by private members must be worded as already outlined
so that they will not infringe on these restrictions.

I rule as follows on the admissibility of the Motions under review:
Motion No. 1—Mr. Valleau.

Can be allowed to stand, being vague and inconclusive in its phraseology,
providing it does not become apparent during the debate that of necessity a
charge on the Province is entailed; in such event the motion would of course
bf subject to challenge.

Motion No. 2—Mr. Benson.

Must be withdrawn. It is specific and mandatory and involves the con-
version of contingent liabilities into direct liabilities and affects jurisdictions
other than the Government.

Motion No. 3—Mr. Johnston.

Must be withdrawn. Is distinctly mandatory upon the Government and its
execution might involve a charge on revenues.

Motion No. 4—Mr. Brockelbank.

Motion No. 5—Mr. Brockelbank.

Motion No. 6—Mr. Burton.

Motion No. 7—Mr. Young.

These four Motions all come more or less under the category of “Money”
resolutions and as presently worded must be considered as mandatory upon
the Government.

If the Members moving  same would consent to their being amended to

read “That this Assembly recommends to the consideration of the Govern-
ment” and so forth, they can appear on the Order Paper so amended.

Motion No. 8—Mr. Brockelbank.

This Motion does not seem to violate any Rule or procedure and may
therefore be allowed to stand.

I thank you for the provision you have made to meet the re-
quirements of the Public Service, and assure you that the sums of
money voted will be used economically and in the public interest.

Taking leave of you I desire to thank you for the manner in
which you have devoted your energy to all the activities of the
session, and to wish you the full blessing of Providence as you re-
turn again to your respective homes.
