FIFTH SESSION — SEVENTH LEGISLATURE

REGINA, THURSDAY, FEBRUARY 2, 1933.
3 o'clock p.m.

This being the first day of the meeting of the Fifth Session of the
Seventh Legislature of the Province of Saskatchewan, for the dispatch
of business pursuant to a Proclamation of His Honour Lieutenant
Colonel Hugh Edwin Munroe, O.B.E., M.D., F.A.C.S., Lieutenant Gov-
ernor of the Province, dated the twenty-eighth day of December, 1932,
and the Assembly having met.

His Honour the Lieutenant Governor entered the Chamber, and
having taken his seat upon the Throne, was pleased to open the Session
with the following speech:

Mg, SPEAKER AND MEMBERS OF THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY :

I am privileged today to welcome you to the Fifth Session of the
Seventh Legislature of the Province of Saskatchewan.

We were very glad to welcome to our Province last year Their
Excellencies, the Farl and Countess of Bessborough, both of whom
received a hearty welcome from all sections of our people and who
manifested a deep concern and interest in the welfare of our western
citizens.

During the past year our people have experienced unusual difficul-
ties occasioned by abnormal economic conditions, which have been world-
wide in their scope and have brought distress and unemployment to
the peoples of all nations. Owing to several successive years .of
drought, affecting a very considerable area of Southern Saskatchewan,
thousands of our farmers have faced an unusual measure of adversity
and it has been necessary for my Government to provide state assist- -
ance on a scale never before experienced in the history of our Province.

In order to meet this difficult situation, the Provincial Relief Com-
mission which was set up in the fall of 1931 has functioned continuously
since that time and is still ministering to the needs of a very substan-
tial section of our rural population, although owing to better crop con-
ditions in the year 1932, the area throughout which assistance is now
necessary is happily much smaller than was the case one year ago.
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During the past year the leading statesmen of our Empire met in
conference at Ottawa and discussed ways and means of bettering econ-
omic conditions within the Empire. As a result of their deliberations,
treaties and agreements were arranged with a view to effecting more
satisfactory trade arrangements as between the different countries of
the Empire.

Owing to the marked decrease in primary commodity prices, agri-
culture and other primary industries, not only in our country but through-
out the world, have been seriously affected. Our people are looking
forward with eager hopes to the coming International Economic Con-
ference when this and other important questions will be considered by
the representatives of the leading countries of the world.

My Government has strongly endorsed the calling of a conference
of the leading wheat-growing countries of the world in order that the
matter of decreased production and other problems may be discussed.
Moreover, in co-operation with the other two prairie Provinces, a Wheat
Problems Committee has been set up consisting of the three prairie
premiers and one expert economist from each Province. - This com-
mittee is now functioning and will investigate thoroughly all problems
relating to the production and disposition of our Canadian wheat.

In order to assist a substdntial number of our Saskatchewan farm-
ers, concessions have been granted to borrowers of the Farm ILoan
Board and several conferences with other creditor classes have resulted
in some concessions being agreed to, which will tend to lighten the burden
now pressing so heavily on agriculture.

You will be asked to give consideration to the matter of debt
adjustment and to the consolidation of arrears of taxes.

My Government is deeply concerned regarding the development of
the Hudson .Bay route and, with a view to stimulating interest in-this
project and encouraging the bringing in of merchandise over this route,
the Department of Rallways Labour and Industries, has set - ‘up an
brganization.

The Department of Insurance is also giving attention to the matter
of reduced rates for Marine Insurance.

~ During the past year, the land settlement policy of my Government
has been continued with the result that a considerable number of families
have been assisted in settling in various parts of the Province.

Although the subjects of banking, currency, and interest, come under
the sole jurisdiction of the Federal Government, my Government has
deemed it advisable to set up a Commission to consider amendments to
the Federal Bank Act and it is the intention to place before the Federal
committee on banking the report and recommendations of this Com-
mission for consideration when the revision of the Bank Act comes
before the Federal Parliamént.

During the present year the World Grain Eihibition and Conference
will be held in the capital city of our Province and it will be our priv-
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ilege to welcome to Saskatchewan and Western Canada, leading states-
men and business men from many countries throughout the world. -

With reference to the general health of the Province, you will be
pleased to learn that, while in 1931 a new low record of mortality was
established, it is confidently expected that the completed records issued
by the Dominion Bureau of Statistics will show that not only has this
premier position been maintained, but also that further and very material
gains have been made in the year 1932.

While general retrenchment in public expenditure is essential, it is,
nevertheless, recognized that in periods of depression expenditures on
public health yield unusually large returns; and you are therefore
assured that all services which are essentially public health activities,
including the new service designed to combat certain of the degenerative
diseases, will be maintained without undué curtailment.

A number of measures will be brought before you dealing with
matters of special and general importance to our people.

The public accounts of the last fiscal year and the estimates of ex-
penditures for the coming fiscal year will be submitted for your con-
sideration.  In the preparation of the estimates my Ministers have had
regard to the difficult times through which we are passing and the
consequent need for the strictest economy in administration.

To your most earnest consideration and attention, I now commend
the work of the Session and may Divine Providence guide you in your
counsels and deliberations.

Mr. Buckle, from the Select Special Committee appointed for the
purpose of examining into several plans and suggestions that have been
proposed as a means of bringing some measure of relief to the industry
of agriculture, presented its first and final report, as follows:

Your Committee has had under consideration the matters referred
to it, and in connection therewith thirteen (13) meetings were held.
Representatives of the Saskatchewan Co-operative Wheat Producers,
Ltd., the Grain Trade, Live Stock Growers, Live Stock Marketing As-
sociation, the Dairy Industry, the Farm Management Branch of the
University of Saskatchewan, and numerous other individuals appeared,
and your Committee desires to express its appreciation of the sincere
interest and spirit of co-operation shown by these witnesses.

Some policies were submitted to your Committee which, whilst
worthy of consideration, had to be finally rejected owing to the tremen-
dous drain their adoption would entail upon the financial resources of
either the FFederal or Provincial Governments.

Much evidence was submitted in support of the various plans and
suggestions offered relating to the subject under discussion, and after
due c0n51de1at10n your Committee recommends ‘that this Government
strongly urge the Federal authorities to take favourable action in regard
to the following matters:

“A” 'The establishment of a National Marketing Board.

“B” 'The paying of a bonus on all wheat produccd in Canada, said
bonus to be derived by placing a pegged price on all wheat
used for domestic consumption.

“C”  The placing of a bounty on exportable surpluses of bacon and
butter, for the purpose of raising the price levels of these
commodities.  The fund for this purpose to be obtained
by a small tax on the output of butter from all creameries, and
bacon from all abattoirs.

“D” An immediate investigation into the existing wide spread as -
between the price levels of farm produce and those manufac-
tured articles required by the farmer, with special reference
to the implements of production and repairs needed for same.

“T” Tn view of the disparity between statistical reports of the
world’s wheat carry-over and visible supply, issued by such
institutions as Broombhalls, London, England, the Agricultural
Institute of Rome, Stanford University, California, U. S. A,
Dominion Bureau of Statistics, etc., that the Federal Gov-
ernment take steps to co-operate with the above named insti-
tutions to ensure a more uniform system of statistical infor-
mation relating to this matter being made available.
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“F” The re-instatement of the Federal grant for agricultural
instruction formerly paid to the various Provinces, so that
this assistance will once again become available in order that
the benefits of the work done by the Federal experimental
farms, may become better known and more widely used.

Your Committee further recommends that the Board of Railway
Commissioners be requested by this Government to take favourable action
towards (a) The establishment of a feeding-in-transit freight rate on
cattle moved from one part of the Dominion to the other for the pur-
pose of being fattened for market; (b) a further lowering of the
domestic freight rates on coarse grains shipped to any point in the
Dominion.

Your Committee further recommends to the Provincial Government
that consideration be given to the matter of transferring to more fav-
ourable locations, those settlers that are now working land not suitable
for farming operations.

Your Committee has also had under consideration the fact that under
existing Legislation, Provincially owned lands in grazing areas are leased
by the Department of Natural Resources at two (2c.) cents per acre per
annum, in some cases and $5.00 per quarter section per annum in others,
and that the Department of Municipal Affairs, under the Loocal Improve-
ment Districts Act, taxes the same lands at a rate on the average of
approximately the same amount per acre. This procedure necessarily
involves duplication of work, and the maintenance of double files, rec-
ords, etc., involving both the Government and the lease-holder in extra
expense. An amalgamation of the tax and lease rentals in one Depart-
ment of Government would enable the Government to collect an equal
amount of net revenue, and at the same time reduce the total charges

imposed upon the lease-holders.

Your Committee, therefore, further recommends to this Govern-
ment that steps be taken in general grazing areas to combine Local
Improvement taxes and Government lease rentals in one charge on a
fixed acreage rental or charge of not more than three (3c.) cents per
acre, and that the administration and collection of same be handled by
one Department of Government.

Your Committee gave consideration to the problem of efficiently
serving the rural population of Saskatchewan in the matter of agricul-
tural information gained from experiments conducted by the University
of Saskatchewan and the Dominion Experimental Farms. It was agreed
that a great deal of such information has not been adequately dissem-
inated, or put to practical use, and in an agricultural area so large and
so recently settled as Saskatchewan, the experience of farmers will
reveal much new information which should become more widely known.
Tt is the opinion of your Committee that the interests of the Province
could be better served by a re-organization of existing agricultural ser-
vices so as to provide a system of agricultural representatives to ulti-
mately cover all Saskatchewan, and that such agricultural representatives
be required to represent and interpret the work of the Department of
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-Agriculture, the Experimental Farms, and the University of Saskatch-
ewan, in their respective districts.  Your Committee, therefore, further
recommends that the Minister of Agriculture arrange to reorganize the
agricultural services of his Department so as to build up such a system
of agricultural representatives. -

Your Committee also gave consideration to the condition of the
horse breeding industry, and the growing interest in horse breeding in
view-of the low prices now obtaining for coarse grains, and the wide
spread decline in the horse population. It is recognized that a policy
to aid and encourage the breeding of horses cannot furnish immediate
relief to those who are presently in need of horses, but the putting into
effect of some such policy of assistance would appear to be necessary
at this time, in order to avert, a few years hence, a much more serious
shortage of horses for farm work. Your Committee, therefore, recom-
mends that the Minister of Agriculture evolve a plan, either separately
or in conjunction with the Federal Minister of Agriculture to aid farmers
by making available to them the services of stallions of approved type
and breeding.

Has there been a case of severe scalding of one of the pat-
ients in .the Weyburn Mental Hospital between July 1, 1932
and February 1, 19337

Answer: Yes. A young patient was scalded by another
patient on October 16, 1932, with fatal consequences.

Was there an 1nvest1gat10n made as to who is respons1ble for
this scalding? If so, by whom?

Answer: Yes. An inquest was held by the Weyburn coroner,
Dr. -Good, on October 19.. The Public Service Commis-
sion conducted an inquiry at the Hospital on October 28,
when a nurse supervisor and three nurse-attendants were
charged pursuant to Section 47 of ‘The Public Service
Act.

What was the result of such investigation?

Answer: The coroner’s jury returned a verdict of “accidental
death”, caused by another patient, and recommended that
more assistance be provided in the bathing of the patients.
The Public Service Commission found all the .persons
charged to have been negligent in varying degrées. One
‘attendant was dismissed ; one was fined -two weeks’ salary;
one was fined four davs salary; the supervisor was re-
‘duced to the grade of nurse-attendant and held to be in-
eligible for promotion during a period of one year and two
months.

Subsequent to this memo a copy of the Federal
Order-in-Council, P.C. No. 2634 and published in. the Can-
ada Gazette of the 31st of December, 1932, was recetved.
This Order-in-Council provided for an open season for
beaver in the North West Territories from January 15th to
May 15th.

The Department was also advised by its Northern officers
that reports of a much longer Manitoba season had been
circulated, and that trappers had proceeded to their winter
trapping grounds under the belief that the marketing of
beaver in Manitoba would be assured.

These facts, including the memo of the Game Commissioner,
were placed by the Deputy Minister before the Minister.
The Minister was also advised by the Province of Alberta
that that Province was favourable to declaring an open
season for the trapping of beaver in Alberta from March
1st to April 30th, inclusive, and that it did not believe such
an open season would have an adverse-effect on the beaver
in Alberta. Consequently, on the recommendation of the
Minister, an Order-in-Council dated January 24th, 1933,
was passed providing for an open season for the trapping
of beaver North of Township 55, for the months of March
and April.

Answer; The Game Commissioner prepared a draft Game and

Fur Bill from which, after conferences with and at the re-

* quest of the Saskatchewan Fish & Game League, the Fur
sections were segregated into a separate Bill. - The Bill
respecting Fur Bearing Animals now before the Liegislature,
is based entirely on the draft Bill originally prepared by
the Game Commissioner.

Since the present Government came into office, have all game
and bird sanctuaries been kept intact, or have any been aban-
doned, partially abandoned, leased, or used for any other pur-
pose? If so, what sanctuaries, and what was the reason?

Answer:

(a) Game Preserves—Unchanged.
(b) Bwd Sanctuaries—

These were created by regulation under the Migratory Birds
Convention Act, by which the Minister of the Interior at
Ottawa had power and did from time to time authorize the
issuance of hay and grazing permits and leases on such
sanctuaries. Due to the representations and complaints of
farmers that the sanctuaries at Loong Lake, Quill Lakes and
others, were infested with sow thistle and were a menace
to adjacent farms, a conference was held with Ottawa
officials, and it was agreed to eliminate certain areas as
bird sanctuaries in the Long Lake and Quill Lake districts
and to replace these with others to be selected. Under the
arrangements so made, all Crown ‘lands in the vicinity of
Quill Lake have been transferred for administrative pur-
poses to the Department of Agriculture, who have issued
grazing rights to the Municipalities in which the lands lie.

Recently -arrangements have been made to lease or to sell
dried-up areas in and around Ponass Lake, but no convey-
ances have been issued pending agreement of Ottawa to
the withdrawal of theése areas as bird sanctuaries.

Certain other small areas in the Southwestern portion of
the Province, now dried up and surrounded. by grazing
lands, have been included in existing leases in accordance
with the practice formerly followed by the Department of
the Interior. Other areas now classed as bird sanctuaries
have dried up and no longer afford cover or suitable breed-
ing grounds, and it is expected that these will cease to be
sanctuaries, but they will be replaced by other suitable
areas.

(4) Why is the Government opening the beaver season for two

months while the season in Manitoba is for one month only?
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Answer: See answer to Question (1).
It was felt that, with an open season from January 15th
to May 15th along the whole Northern boundary of the
Province, in the North West Territories, it would be im-
possible generally as a protective measure to restrict the
open season in Saskatchewan to one month only. It was
felt that by opening the season for March and April the
tendency to market Saskatchewan beaver in such a way as
to escape not only prosecution and penalty, but payment of
royalty as well, would be minimized.

A large quantity of planting stock has been
transferred to public institutions, including mental hospitals,
jails, schools, etc. No seeding has been done in any of
the nurseries, and the .work carried on has consisted of
weeding and caring  for transplants, the planting out of
approximately 104 acres in the spring of 1932, and trans-
planting of seedlings. So far as future forest nursery work
is concerned, it is believed that this can best be handled in
conjunction with institutional farms.

What is the present condition of the evergreen plantation
established on the Moose Mountain Forest Reserve by the
Departnient of the Interior as compared with its condition
at the time of trausfer to Provincial control?

It was dis-
covered that moisture had penetrated some of the packing
cases and had resulted in some six dozen suits of underwear
becoming damaged to the extent that it was necessary to
destroy these garments. Three or four men’s Mackinaw
coats were similarly damaged, and were also destroyed.
