REGINA, FRIDAY, DECEMBER 6, 1918.

This being the first day of the meeting of the Second Session of
the Fourth Legislature of the Province of Saskaiehewan, for the des-
patch of business, pursnant to a Proclamation of His Honour Sir
Richard Stuart Lake, I{.C.M.G., Lieutenant Governor of the Province,
and dated the twenty-ninth day of November, 1918, and the Assembly
having met,

His Honour the Licutenant Governor entered the Chamber and.
having taken his seat upon the Throne, was pleased to open the Session
with the following Speech:

NI]i. SPEAKER AND GEXTLEMEN OF THE LEcIsLATIVE ASSEMBLY : >

It is indee? with a feeling of relief and gratitnde that I welcome
vou to the discharge of your Sessional duties; velief at the tevmination
of the Great War which for over four years spread death, misery and
devastation threughout Europe, and gratitude to Divine Providence for
the final triumph of Right and Justice. It is true that the permanent
Peace for whiech all men of good will have been yearning through so
many anxious wonths has not yet been concluded, but hostilities have
been suspended and their suspension is based upon terms which will
make 1t well nigh impossible for the disturbevs of the world’s happiness
to plunge us anew into an orgy of bloodshed. T am confident that the
sentiments of justice and righteousness which sustained the Allied
cause through the dark hours of suffering and adversity and which
alone made vietory possible, will continue to inspire the counsels of
the vietors in the conference about to be held at Paris, and that the
foundations upsn which the new order of things is to be built will be
laid broad and deep and will be so moulded that nations will never
again have cause to unsheathe the sword in order to defend their rights
against the forees of tvranny and oppression.

The noble pavt plaved by the people of Saskatchewan iu relation
to the great conflict has been mentioned by me in addressing you upon
{former occasionz, and requires at this moment but a passing reference.
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1 allude to this subject, however, not so much to express thanks and
congratulations, as to urge upon oar citizens the necessity of continued
efforts and, if necessary, continued sacrifices, now that the period of
recuperation and reconstruction has begun., Coincidently with the
signing of the armistice which gave us victory, the leading statesmen
of the allied nations issued a call to all their peoples on behalf of the
starving inhabi‘auts of Europe, and more especially Russia and the
countries of our late enemies. Saskatchewan’s response to that noble
call will, in the wain, take the form of an even greater effort at food
production than we have witnessed up to the present. Of this T have
no doubt,

Our thonghts turn naturally at this moment to those who made the
supreme s acvifice in order that the canse of Justice might triumph and
to the relatives and friends they have left to mourn them. The heroism
of the departed will always command our admiration and our gratitude,
and those who have suffered by their loss will derive solace from the
knowledge that the memory of their dear oues will be forever sacved to
the people of Canada and the Empire.

Those of onr men who have heen spared to us but who ave still
overseas will soon return to our midst. ILet me assure them, in your
name as well as in my own, of the heartiness of the welecome that awaits
them. T know that they and their comrades in arms who are already
among us will join now with all our people in the prosecution of the
tagk of making Saskatchewan a greater and more prosperous province;
and more particularly, T am sure, will they devote every effort to assist
in the work of uniting all the citizens of this province, of whatever
.origin, in the close bonds of a common Canadian citizenship,

Tt is a matter of profound sorrow that our joy at the conclusion

of hostilities should hav been marred by the presence in our provimce
of the devastating plague known as Spanish Influenza. We are but
now recovering from the ravages of this scourge which has spread
suffering and ceath throughout this continent and the continent of
Eunrope. Let vs hope that the worst days have passed aud that all
traces of the disease will hav - disappeared long before the New Year
is usheved in.
. Weare particularly reminded of the sinister effects of the epidemic
by the fact, brought home to ns so foreibly today, of the death of one of
vour number, Mr. Ramslaud, the late esteemed member for Pelly, T
am sure that I speak for all of you as well as for myself when I express
my deep sorrow and vegret to the family and the friends of your
deceased colleague. '

The time las now come when our attention must be given to the
many problems which cenfront ns at the threshold of the new epoch
in the Jife of our Province opened by the re-establishment of Peace.
Foremost among them is the problem of land settlement. Our first
imperative necrssity is a greater population coupled with a greater
production. -Th’s impertant question has been receiving the attention
of my Government for some time and was recently one of the objects
of a conference at Ottawa hetween representatives of the-Dominion and
of each of the Provineces. A measure designed to assist in bringing
about the much desired result has been prepared by mv Government
and will be snbmitted to you,
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The Ottawa conference to which I have just alluded dealt also
with the question of the transfer to our Province of the mnatural
resources within its limits, T regret that the outcome of the discussion
was not as favourable as my Ministers had anticipated, and the rights
of the Province in this cegard as set out from time to time in various
resolutions of your Assembly, have not yet been secured. Nevertheless,
I am still hopeful that a satistactory solution will be reached. My
Ministers will take the opportunity during the course ot this Session
to make you fully acquainted with the present state of the matter and
to confer with vou as tc what further steps should be taken to press
this question to a final and equitable settlement.

At the last Session of the Legislature the report of Dr. Foght on
the edneational system of Saskatchewan was submitted to you, and was
made available at the same time, in as large a measure as possible, to
the citizens of the Province. Since then the many matters involved
in the investigation have reeeived the earnest consideration of my
Government. Some of the reforms recommended by Dr. Foght have
already been put in force by regnlation of the Department of Educa-
tion. Some of the other matters dealt with by this report and requiring
legislation will he dealt with during the present Session,

The Commission appeinted prrsnant to the Act of the last Session
for the revision and consolidation of the Statntes has made considerable
progress with its work, A nmumber of Bill:, necessary in the opinion
of the Commissioners for the proper completion of their task. have
been approved by the Government and will be laid heforve you.

The Commissioners appointed by my Govermment in accordance
with a resolntion of the last Assembly to inquire into the prodnction
and marketing of live stock and live stock produets, have conclnded
their labonrs and their revort has been handed to the Government. You
will be asked to consider this report during the Session.

Bills have heen prepared dealing sith the important questions of
a minimum wage for women and girls, pnblic employment bnreaus
and sundry other matters, which in the opinion of my Government
vequire to be met by leeislation.  All these Bills will be submitted to
you in dne course.

' The accourts for the last financial vear and estimates of revenue
and expenditnre for the next vear will be laid before you.

T now leave you to vour labours and T invoke the Divine blessing
upon your deliberations,

Whereas, the basic industry of Canada, and especially of Sas-
katehewan, is agriculture and the rapidly increasing surplus of such
products means that for mauy years to come the price received for
them will be regulated by world prices, whether sold within or without
Canada, the resnlt being that the agrieultural indunstry carries all the
burdens of the tariff without receiving any of its benefits; and

Whereas, the high cost of living, which is largely the result of
said tariff, bears upon onr citizens, both rural aud urban, to such an
extent as to gravely jeopardise the financial ability of our people to
bear the ever-increasing load; and

Whereas, in the opinion of this Assembly (especially in view of our
large national debt) the most urgent necessity of our Dominion is that
of speedily and largely encouraging and inereasing the Dominion’s
annual volnme of natural produets, which involves a speedy and large
inerease in agrienltural population; and '.

Whereas, our soldiers have heroically and at great self-sacrifice,
in common with their comrades of all Allied Armies, achieved for ns a
signal victory aud preserved for ns and onv childven the blessing of
Christian civilisation and are now returning to us and will m very
many instances resume or begin the business of agrienlture, and deserve
every cousideration, encouragement and fair play; and

Whereas, our railways, which have in a large part become the
property of the nation, will be snceessful only to the extent to which
the country is developed and prospers and thus provides profitable
business for such railways; and

Whereas, the present unjust and uurighteons tariff has vesulted
in the creation of trnsts, mergers and combines and tlie common people
generally have heen outrageously exploited; and though pleasing to a
favoured few, the present fiscal poliey is absolutely to the detviment
not only of onr Province but of our conntry as a whole and suicidal to
onr real development as a democratic nation:
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Therefore, be it Resolved, That in the opinion of this Assembly it is
the duty of the Government of Canada at the coming session of Parlia-
ment to introduce legislation which shall have for its effects the
following:

(5) The placing on the free list of all agricultural implements,
farm machinery, vehicles, fertilisers, coal, lumber, cement,
illuminating fuel and lubrieating oils and all raw materials
and machinery used in their manufacture.

(6) The immediate extension to Great Butam of all tariff con-
cessions, granted to other countries,

(7) The obligation upon all corporations engaged in the mann-
facture of produects protected by the Customs tariff to publish
annually comprehensive and accurate statements of their turn-
overs and earnings.

Your Excellency for the purpose of rvepresenting:

That the happy termination of the Great War has turned the
thoughts of the people of Canada, and partienlarly of those who are
charged with the condnet of public affairs, to questions which demand
earnest consideration and early settlement in order that the prosperity
and development of the Dominion and of each of its Provinces may be
placed upon a seenre basis for the future;

That a necessary condition for the maintenance and strengthening
of Confederation is that all the Provinces should be in a position of
equality In respect of legislative jurisdiction, the ownership and control
of resources, and the fixing of the conditions of the franchise governing
the eleetion of the members which the people of cach Provinee are
entitled to elecf to the Parliament of the Dontinion; .

That a second necessary condition for the maintenance and
strengthening of Confederation is that the people inhabiting each of the
several Provinees should possess such facilities for the proper and
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profitable carrying on of their various industries, pursuits and occupa-
tions as they may enjoy without detriment to the interests of Canada as
a whole, and it is the duty of the Federal Parliament to endeavour to
secure such facilities for the people of each Province when it is within
the scope of Federal jurisdiction to secure them;,

That during this present Session of the Legislative Assembly the
\ssembly has expressed its opinion on the several matters of great
impovtance which affect the two foregoing prineiples:

That we do, therefore, most humbly pray that Your Excellency
will cause such action to be taken at the earliest possible date as will
bring about the followiug measures of velief for the people of
*Saskatchewan :

1. The immediate adoption by the Federal Government of an
efficient policy of Soldiers’ Set tlement which will insure the speedy
settlement of as great a number as possible of onr returned soldiers
upon lands in Saskatchewan within veasonable proximity of railway
facilities and community centres. One of the problems which most
urgently reqhire the attention of the Legislature and the people of
Saskatchewan is that of immigration and land settlement, and this
problem cannot he dealt with mhm‘actnm]v until the Govermnont of
Canada has disposed of the question of soldiers’ seftlement in a manuer
which will meet with the approval of the soldiers themselves and the
people of Canada as a whole.

2. The amending of the Tariff Laws in the following particulars:

() An immediate ‘and substantial allvound veduction of the
Customs Tariffs.

(b) The reduction of the Customs Duty on goods imported from
Great Britain to one-half the rates charged under the general
tariff, and that further gradual uniform reductions be made
to the remaining tavitf on British imports that will insure
complete free trade between Great Britain and Canada in five

~ years.

(¢) The aceeptance by the Parliament of Canada of the reciprocity
agreement of 1911, which still remains on the United States
statute books.

(d) The placing npon the free list of all foodstuffs not included
in the reciprocity agreement.

(e) The placing on the free list of all agricultural implements,
farm machinery, vehieles, fcrtllwcls coal, lumber, cement,
Hlauminating fuel and Jllbl’lcltlng 0113, and. all raw materials
and machinery used i their manufacture.

(f) The immediate extension to Great Britain of all tariff conces-
sions granted to other countries.

(9) The obligation upon all corporations engaged in the manufac-
ture of products protected by the Customs Tariff to- publish

annually comprehensive and accurate statements. of their
turnovers and earnings.
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(1) The public hearing before a special committee of Parliament
of every claim for tariff protection by an industry,

3. Such changes in the banking system of Canada as will permit
the establishment of Jocal agrieultural banks in close touch with local
conditions and with the needs of the farming industry.

4. The early annonncement by the Dominion Government of its
railway policy 1n order that the uncertainty now surrounding the rail-
way situation in Saskatchewsan be removed and that the Provinciai
Government and other authorities may, if necessary, make suitable
arrangements for the required tacilities,

5. The transfer to the Provinee of the publiec domain within its
limits, together with compensation for such portions of the same as
have been alienated for the general purposes of Canada.

6. The transfer to the Province of the School Lands and of the
School Lands Fund.

7. The adoption by the Dominion Parliament of the principle of
applying the qualifications of the Provineial franchise to Ifederal
elections,

most favourable consideration.

It is my duty to relieve you from further attendance at the present
Session of the Legislative Assembly, and, in doing so, I wish to thank
vou and to congratulate you upon the work you have done and to
express my confidence that the results of your labours will be of great
benefit to the people of the Province.

Many important questions have come before you either for
decision or for diseussion and in every instance I have observed with
profound satisfaction the earnest attention you have given to all
matters of public interest.

I am pleased to note that you have passed suitable legislation to
meet the growing needs of the Live Stock industry in Saskatchewan:
your aection in this regard will undoubtedly add to the matertal pros-
perity of onr people. I mote with partienlar satisfactionn that in
dealing with this question you have again given your sanction to the
important prineiple of co-operation which has proved so successful in
the working out of our problems in the past.

Your solution of the question of the use of langunages in the elemen-
tary schools of the Province will, my Ministers are sure, commend itself
o all our people as a most reasonable settlement of a highly important
and most difficult question.

~ You have given considerable of your time to the disecussion of
matters pertaining to the rights and the property of our soldiers. It
is eminently fitting that you should do so. The experience of this
Session has, in the opinion of my Advisers, amply demonstrated the
wisdom of the last Liegislature of Saskatchewan in making provision
for the presence upon the floor of the House of representatives elected
by our men overséas. Their participation in the work of the Session
lias, I am sure, been of the greatest assistance to the Assembly and to
that distinguished eclass of our citizens whom they represent.

Your action in formally adopting an address for presentation to
His Excellency the Governor General of Canada and his Advisers,
setting ount the important demands of our people in several important
matters of Provincial concern but of Federal jurisdiction, will, my
Ministers are sure, meet with the approval of the citizens of Saskat-
chewan. My Government will lose no time in laying your memorial
hefore the proper authorities,

I thank you for the liberal provision you have made to meet the
needs of the public serviee, and I give you my assurance that the
moneys voted by you will be expended with a due regard for economy
and sound administration.
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I now take leave of you in the firm hope and confidence that Divine
Providence wili continue to bestow its blessings upon our people and
our Provinece during the epoch which opens with the termination of
the Great War.
