The organisation of 
every school distrid ·will decrease the supply and incre~lse the demand 
and in the encl the grants must either he withdrawn or must be made a 
permanent charge upon the ordinary revenue of the P1;ovince "·hich has 
been declared already insufiicient for ordinary purposes by this early 
resort to direct taxation.

tion in any law dealing with t.he matter, annually pay to the Crown in 
this Province each and evei•y year the several taxes at the times and in 
the manner hereinafter set forth: 

Sec. 3 (a) Every bank shal1 pay a tax of four hundred dollars fou 
its head office and shall pay an additional tax of one hundred dollars 
for each branch office or agency not being· a head office 'np to and not 
exceeding four in number and an additional tax of fifty dollars foi 
each branch office or agency over four and up to and not exceeding 
eight and an additional 'tax of twenty-five doUars for each branoh office 
or agency over eight in number. 

Sec. 3 ( b) Every private hank shall pay. a tax of two h1!ndred 
dollars when its head office is situated in a city or to,vn and one hun-. 
dred dollars when its head office is situated in a village ancl every pri­
vate bank shall pay an additional tax of twenty-five dollars for each of 
its branches or agencies in the province. 

Sec. 3 ( c) Every life insurance company which trarn;acts busi­

"·hose head office is elsewhere than in Saskatchewan, are less 
than twenty thousand dollars in 1·espect of the business trans­
acted in the Province during the preceding year, and where 
sueh eompany lends nwney on seeurity and has invested in 
the Province one hundred thousand clo11ars c\r more, such· 
company shall pay a tax of three-quarters of one per cent., 
calculated on the gross premiums, and one-half of one per 
cent. on the gross income from investments reeeived bv such 
company in 1~spect of the business transacted in the P1:ovince 
during the preceding year; 

(ii) In the case of re-insurance by an insurance company, the 
principal company sha11 he exempt from the tax imposed by 
this Aet on the portion of the premium paid to the re-insuring 
company, but the company receiving the premium for ri-in­
snra11ee shall nevertheless be liable for the tax in respect 
company, but the company receiving the premimn for re-in­
suring company does not condnct business in Saskatchewan 
or has no principal or head office therein, the principal com­
pany shall retain in its hands so much of the said premium as 
-will be equivalent to the tax by this Act imposed on or in 
respect of such premium, and shall be liable for the tax and 
for the payment thereof to the Treasurer of the Province. 

Sec. 3 ( cl) Every loan company shall pay a tax of forty cents for 
each one thousand dollars of the fonds used or employed by the com­
pany in investments in the Prm·inee during the preceding year.

Whole House on the Bi11 (No. 42) respecting the taxation of Corpora­
tions and others with irnitructions that they have power to make provis-
ion therein pursuant thereto. · 

The House, according to Order, again resolved itself into Com­
mittee of the Whole on the Bill (No. 42) respecting the Taxation of 
Corporations and others, and, after some time spent therein, Mr. 
Speaker resmned the Ohair and Mr. Neeley reported the Bill with 
amenclments.

M_r. Sheppard, from the Standing Committee on Privileges and 
Elections, presented the following Report : 

Your Oonm1ittee have had under consideration the Petition of 
Samuel J. Donaldson referred to your Committee on the .11th day of 
March, 1907. · 

The Petition makes the following allegations: 
1. That an election was held on the 13th day of December, A.D. 

1905, for the Electoral Division of Prince Albert, to elect a member to 
represent the said Electoral Division in the Legislative Assembly of 
Saskatchewan, at which your. petitioner, Samuel J. Donaldson, and 
Peter D. Tyermau were candidates, and th_e said Tyerman has been cer­
tified to he the JJerson eJectecl at such election: 

2. That at the said election, the said Electoral Division was sub­
divided into t,venty-six polling divisions, ant according to the returns of 
said election, and on which the said Tyerrnan was certified to have been 
elected, 318 ballots were cast and counted as havng been cast in favour 
of your petitioner, and only 260 ballots were cast for said Tyerman, 
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whereas 411 ballots -were eountecl as having heen cast in favour of said 
Tyerman. 

3. Your petitioner says that at certain of the said polling divisions 
for said Electoral Division, namely, Polling Division No. 24, Pine 
Point; Polling Division No. 25, Sandy Lake; Polling Division No. 26, 
Bear Lake, no poll -was held, and no ba11ots cast, whereas 151 ballots 
were counted as having been cast in favour of the said Tyerman at said 
three polling divisions, and none for your petitioner, whereby the said 
Tyerman was wrongfully certified to have been elected and the election 
and return of said Tyerman were and are ,vhollv null and void. 

4. That the Deputy Retmning Officers f01~ said Polling Divisions 
Nos. 24, 25 and 26, when being prnsecuted under The Territorial Elec­
tions Ordinance for not opening and holding the said polls on the 13th 
clay of December, A.D. 1905, as required and according to the provisions 
of The Territories Elections Orclinance, l)leacled guilty thereto; and at,;,· 
the trial of a crii-ninal charge preferred against the Returning Officer at -
saicl election for said Electoral Division, it was proved that no polls 
were held or ballots cast at the saicl Polling- Divisions Nos. 24, 25 ancl 
26. 

5. That your petitioner had, according to the returns of the said 
election, a majority of 58 ballots out of all the ballots cast at all the 
c-1c~hG~1a>iwi,i-es0 Election.:B_rdiua11ce, __ pleaded._.g:nilty::.~theretos;, and -at 
Polling Divisions Nos. 24, 25 and 2.6. 

Upon such allegations the petitioner prays that the Legislative 
Assembly may determine and declare that said Tyerman ,n1s not duly 
elected or returned at the said election and that the election of Tverman 
was and is void and that it may be declared that the petitioner ,;as duly 
elected at the said election. 

The Committee met on the 19th, 37th and 2.Dth clays of March, and 
1st of April, 1907, and on the application of the petitioner made on the 
19th day of :March, 1907, your Committee recommended the Speaker of 
the Legislative Assembly to issne subpoenas to summon certain witnesses 
and on the 27th and 29th clays of }\farch, 1907, the following witnesses, 
namely, John A. Reid, Clerk of the Executive Council; the Reverend 
Archdeacon :l\foKay; :Messrs. James Flett and Thomas :Morrison, were 
called and gave evidence before your Committee. All the witnesses 
were called on behalf of the petitioner by J\Ir. Embury, who appeared 
on his behalf; were cross-examined by }\fr. }\facKenzie, who appeared 
on behalf of certain electors of the Electoral Division o-f Prince _A_lbert, 
and your Committee have had the advantage of hearing the very able 
arguments of }\fr. Embury and l\h. :l\IacKenzie, made on behalf of their 
clients on the evidence adduced and on the law applicable to the matter. 

Hereto annexed is a certified transcript of -the evidence and argu­
ments, and also a minute of the proceedings of the Committee made by 
Mr. John A. Reid, who acted as Secretary of the Committee. 

The evidence submitted satisfies your Committee of the following 
facts: 

(a) That an election ·was held on the 13th clay of December, A.D. 
1905, for the Electoral Division of Prince Albert to elect a member to 
represent that Electontl District in the Legislative Assembly of Sas­
katchewan, and that at such election the petitioner Samuel J. Donaldson 
and Peter D. Tyerman were the candidates; 
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(b) Tha_t Peter D. Tyerman, one of the candidates at the said 
election was certified to be the candidate elected and a statement declar­
ing him duly elected and specifying the number of ballots coun!ed for 
each candidate was made as provided m1der The Elections Ordinance, 
by which statement it appeared that there were 316 ballots counted for 
Samuel J. Donaldson and 411 for Peter D. Tyerman; 

( c) That a recount as provided for under The Elections Ordinance 
was had and taken by a Judge of the Supreme Court of the North-West 
Territories, as a result of which it appeared that the vote at the election 
stood at the number of 318 ballots counted for Samuel ,J. Donaldson and 
411 for J=>eter D. Tyerman; 

(cl) That at certain of the poJling divisions for the Electoral 
Division, namely, Polling Division No. 24, Pine Point; Polling Division 
No. ,25, Sanely Lake; and Polling Division No. 26, Bear Lake, no polls 
were held, and that 151 ballots which were counted for .Tyerman as 
having been cast at these three polls were in reality bogus ballots, and 
did not represent valid votes of electors; 

( e) That 011 the 22nd day of Jairnary, 1906, l\ir. Tyerman, the 
candidate returned as elected, -forwarded to the Clerk of the Executive 
Council a resignation of the seat in the Legislative Assembly but as, 
under the provisions of The Elections Ordinance, no candidate is per­
mitted to resign after the closing of the polls until the question as to 
which candidate has .been elected has been finally determined by virtue 
of the provisions of the Ordinance, and as at the time of the. receipt of 
his resignation the return of }\fr. T,yerrnan had not been gazetted the 
resignation was ineffective; 

(f) That on the 15th day of March, 1906, the return of the said 
Tyerrnan was gazetted and i1;1111ediate1y thereafter l\ir. Tyerman for­
warded his resignation which then became duly effective; · 

(g) That ::M:r. Donaldson entered a petition in the Supreme Court 
of the No1-th-West Territories contesting the elee.tion of l\ir. Tyerman, 
which petition was outstanding ana. pending until .the 12th day of 
December, 1906, when the same was dismissed for want of jurisdiction. 

(h) That on the Lith clay of 1\:farch7"'.f907, :M:r. D.onaldson caused to 
be presented to the Legislative Assembly the petition which has been 
under consideration by the Committee, the petition bearing a&:~- Febru-
ary 25th, 1907. · 

( i) That there was not sufficient ( if any) persons entitled to vote 
at said Polls Nos. 24, 25 and 26, to offset the majority of the valid 
votes cast at the election for Mr. Donaldson in the polls which were 
validly held, tJ1e m.ajority in favour of }\fr. Donalclsou in such valid polls 
having been as a :fact 58 · ' . . 

(j) That J\fr. Donaldson had therefore a majority of the valid 
votes of tl1e electors of the Electoral Division of Prince .Albert. 

It has not been suggested that the Judge of the Supreme Court in 
recounting the ballots, acted at all improperly, but on the contrary it is 
clear that he was in duty bound to count as votes for }\fr. Tyerman all 
the ballots which appeared from the rpturns of the Deputy Returning 
Officers to have been cast at the election .and he had no power to inquire 
i11-to or determine any question as to the validity or invalidity of any of 
the ballot papers submi~ted to him for c01mting or recounting. 
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The Committee luwe looked into the practice and procedure, as 
well as the law applicable to the hearing of election petitions presented 
to Parliament aucl have found that during the early period of parlia­
mentary history in England the power of trying election petitions was 
repeatedly exercised by the Honse of Commons in England but it was 
found that on nearly eyery question of the kind which came before the 
Commons the decisions were arrived at by strictly party vote, and that 
so fully was it recog11izedas being a party question that on one occasion 
the ministry ,wnt out of office because it had failed to can·,y- the vote of 
the Honse in the disposition of a controverted election petition, and in 
order to prevent so notorius a perversion of justice, the Honse consented 
to submit the exercise of this privilege to a tribunal constituted, by law, 
which, though compo~ecl of its own members, should be appointed so as 
to secure impartiality and the administration of justice according to the 
laws of the land and under the sanction of oaths. 

The principle of The Grenville 1'...ct, and of others which were passed 
at different times since the year 1770, was the selection by lot of com­
mittees for the trial of election petitions. Prntiality and incompetence 
,vere very generally complained of in the constitution of committees 
appointed in this maimer, ancl in the year 1839 an Act was passed 
establishing a ue\\· system upon a different basis increasing the responsi­
bility of the individual members and leaving hut little to the operation 
of chance. This principle was maintained \\·ith partial alteraton of the 
means by which it was carried on till 1868, when the jurisdiction of the 
Honse in the trial of controverted elections was transferred by Statute 
to the Courts of law. As a result of the Act of 1868 doubts were 
expressed whether these provisions would not supercede the jurisdiction 
of the House in determining questions affecting seats of its own mem­
bers not arising out of conh:overtecl elections, lmt it was decided that 
the Act applied to the questioning of returns by election petitions onl,Y, 
and that under the proeechne in force before that Act when returns 
,vere questioned by petition the matter was determined by the tribunal, 
and before such trilrnnal was established the Honse uniformly exercised 
its constitutional jurisdiction. 

In places \Ylrnre Acts provi<ling for the trial by Courts of eontrovert­
cd election petitions art> in force the Legislature ha,; 011 more thau one 
occasion E9fusecl to deal with the question of the right to the seat as 
bet\veen two contending 11m'Eies;-a11cr·1:un~e limited the jnriscliction of the 
House to questions such as the personal disqnalificati011 of a person 

l 
returned as rnemher, hut the Supreme Cori.rt of the ::-;;~orth-,Yest Terri-
tories having no jurisdiction to hear and determine qu~tions relating to 
controverted elections there would appear to be no doubt hut that the 
Legislature has what is called ''constitutional jurisdiction" and has a 
right, and in fact is honrnl to hea1-;-~1iicldefei;i1iii1e thi'oiigh ils properly 
con:0-tituted committee petitions asking for the voiclance of an election 
and claims to seats. 

The Committee is of the opinion that they should deal with the 
matter in dispute upon proper principles of law an<1 for that reason 
have asked counsel appearing for and against the petition to cite cases 
which might he of assistance to the Committee and the House in deter-
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mining the question arising in the petition and out of the facts proved, 
and the Committee have also endeavoured 1w every means to find pre­
cedents which would be of similar assistance." · 

No case has been cited or has been found by your Committee 
similar in all respects to the case disclosed by the facts above set out. 
Oases have been cited wherein the Courts have in exercising the juris­
diction delegated to them by 1')arliament voided elections but have 
refused the claims of petitioners to seats and have directed new elections, 
but these ai·e cases in which certain electors ,vho had the right to vote 
were disfranchised by reason of the acts and conduct of deputy Teturn­
ing officers in placing marks upon ballots which had the effect of making 
it possibte to identify the voters, and thereby under the law· making the 
votes ineffective. The principle which the Courts have app1ied to such , 
cases is that th:1:e ~e.ing no ~·eal electing at all, they could no.t give'thel 
seat to the petit1onmg candidate for the reason that the persons who 
were entitled and had the right to vote had not had an opportunity of 
expressing their will in regard to the election. ' 

In the present case, however, there would appear to your Com­
mittee to have been a valid election at which the will of the duly quali­

. fied electorate was expressed, the result of such expression of will being 
that _Mr. Donaldson obtained the majority of the votes polled at the 
elect10n, which majority could not, as appears from the facts above re­
cited, be affected by permitting the duly qualified electorate of Polls 
Nos. 2.4, 25 and 2 6 ( if any) to vote. 

The Oo11m1ittee are therefore of the opinion that on the facts ancl 
in.view of the princip'le of law already stated, the petitioner Samuel J. 
Donaldson is entitled to be returned as the member elected to represent 
the Electoral Division of Prince Albert in the Legislative Assembly of 
Saskatchewan. · · 

Ordered, That the Report be now concurred in.
